Dress Goods Men’s Heavy Winter .Caps.progress
value of any service for which we are 
indebted to* our civic government, we 
must refer to a much-mooted subject 
which is too important to have been 
eo long shelved. We refer to the mat­
ter of the sewer extension. Why this 
has been sidetracked and the right of 
way given to matters no more deserv­
ing of attention is somewhat incom­
prehensible. The unsanitary condition 
of some of our side streets in the low 
lying portion of the tow'll is well 
known to every citizen. The locality 
to which we refer is one through 
which nine-tenths of our school chil­
dren must pass on their way to and 
from school. The question of our 
children's health was largely respon­
sible for the decision that a new 
school house is a necessity. The faul­
ty sewerage which is such a menace to 
their health, as well as to that of the 
neighborhood itself, with equal urgen­
cy demands remedial measures. If for 
financial reasons it is deemed inadvis­
able to introduce an extensive system 
of sewerage this year, the evil in ques­
tion should be remedied, in the dis­
trict referred to at least, by the con­
struction of a short extension which 
can be added to as occasion and cir­
cumstances may permit.

That our council may be hampered 
in its free action in the expenditure of 
the public funds, by the conservative 
views of such citizens as, through an 
economical tendency, arc led to op­
pose any and every measure which 
may entail an increase of taxation, 
is quite appreciable, and the enterpris­
ing and public spirited members of 
our community should not stand pas­
sive when progressive measures are 
mooted, but lend a shoulder at the 
wheel and push along the van of pro­
gress. Impress upon the council pub­
licly and individually that you appre­
ciate their efforts to place our town 
among the model towns of the prov­
ince, and are ready to stand by every 
action of theirs that is intended to 
advance the public good.
