THE JURISDICTION QUESTION,

The disputed point of the extent of
the power ot Provincial Legiuln&ures;
in dealing with the lquor traffic 1B as,
uncertain as ever,

The Supreme Court has unanimonsly
declared that & province has no right.
to prohibit the importation or the
manufucture of liquor. By s hare
majority the same court has held that
s ;;:ovince has no right to prohibit the
sale.

The question will now go belore the
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Judicial Committes of the Privy

.

Council of Great Britain, which bedy
is the court of ultimate vesort in the
British Empive. The decision of that
canrt will be final,

Curlously enought ¢ Supreme Court
has Qeclured the Loeal Optlon Act of
Ontario constitutional, while declaring
in a soparate apinfon that the Leglsia-
ture has no anthority to pass such a
faw, Lach of theso decisions was
siven by a mnjority of three judges ont
of five, the flve in the one casge niot
tielng all the sume as the five in the
other, There ure six judges in the
Supreme Court. It wonld seeuwt, thore.
fora, that the court stands equally
divided on the question of the authority
of the Legislature fo prohibit sales of
Hguor,

The delay aud uncertainty will soon
he over. In a few mouths we shall
have the question deflnitely decided.
Mcantime we peed not be ldle. Qa
two guestions theve is no doutst. The
Dominten Parlinment has sbsolute
power to prohibit the Hguor traffie,
The Provintinl Legisiatures have un-
timited power fu restrict and it
shott ol actual prohibition. 1! is our
{tuperative duty to see that men in
hoth Legislature and Pacliament falely
represent the temperance sentiment of
the camunity,

These men ean he effectively reached
only throngh the ballot bhox, The
lesson s that prohibitionists, to suc-
ceed, must lve up to thelr principles in
avery vlection contest.
