To have 2 good show and advertiso it plentcously i8 the surc way to
schicve success for it, especially if you ever wish to repest the expenment.
A mioor degiee of success may follow plentecous advertising of a poor
exhibition, for people will go 1o 1t expecting something good, but they wiil
also, where they fiad themselves disappointed, be wary of the next ume.
A fir;.-class exhibition may be heid, and for lack of advertieing, or for
some bad management, may come in for but a small share of public
attention. Now, it is whispcred that ** Canad.'s Ioteroational Exhibition
at St. Jobn has not * fulfilled the prumise cf its spring,” and that visitors
were rather disappointed in the apecial featurcs that have been so liberally
advertised duticg the summet. Certainiy the St John exhibitica muat
have been the best adverused show ob carth, and the msnagement deserves
all credut fur i, but the pubiic 1s eaacticg ond wants to have ita cxpects-
tions cashed to their full value. Our uwn exbibiion, on the contrary, has
nol been as weil ' buemed ™ as it deserved, but we ate sausfied that at s
2 succeses potwithsianding. The accemmoudauun has been taxed to the
utmos:, and if the building were wwace as large the pubie wouid have
reaped the benchit of baving wides fassage ways atd sceing the exhibits to
greater advantage.  We usually fiod that when thicgs aie undertaken in
Nuva Scotia they have the suppurt of the peupie generelly, thus showing
what a s0lid, clannish lot we are when occasion arises.

It is a pity the exhibition committee declded not to issue season tickets
for the fair. Mapoy people who would like to attend often would have
purchased them, who would only go once under the single ticket plan,
We are thorough believers in season tickets for all continuous shows; there
is every probability that those who purchase them will not use them more
times than if they paid each time, and they are a great convenience and
inducement to visitora.

1t is extremely exasperating to any one possessed of a grain of common
senso to see the poultry exhibit placed over the dog show at the exhibition,
Fowls are very much afraid of dogs, and it is nothing short of cruelty to
place them in such close proximity to their natural enemies. The dogs
keep up an Incessant barkicg and yelping, and many of the birds are
in a conatant state of terror. Surely such a piece of gross mismanagement
might have been avoided.

Exhibitions, in spite of their sameness and frequency, have a deep hold
upon the public, and no matter how often people may say they are tired
of them, they make a point of attending at least once. The educafive
inflaence of an industrial, agricultural and art exhibition is great, and all
tho young peopla who can possibly manage it showld spend a good deal of
time there. Having a children’s day is a good ides, but we think it a pity
that the hours, ¢ to 13, were so limited. Many of the “children ” taking
advantage of the reduced price are old enough to behave themselves in &
becoming manner and absorb a great deal of information from what they
observe, and they ought in fairness to be given every opportunity. It is a
graufyicg thing to find the attractions «f b rd and cther music liberally
provided, so that visitors when tired of looking may find & seat and listen.
An exhibition, as it used to Le, without any trimmings of this sort, would
most likely be a failure,

Ilave we not yet reached a stage in our histury when the practice of
cifering prizos for patch-work quiits might be allowed to fall into disuetude 2
It is & commendable thicg for 2 woman who is not overworked in other
ways (0 make use of scraps of cotton, woollen or silken material in this
way, but it Is not unusual to hear of good whole cloth being cut up in order
to be secured together again in the ordinary crazy, imbecile, idiotic or
maniac pattern, varieties of which we cometimes meet at exhibitions and
elsewhere. We highly commend the economical housewife who sews her
scraps together and makes a quilt for family use, but we cannot claas such
pruductions as either artistic, or strictly speakiog, industrial.  There are a
few cxeeptiors to the rule, and we know it s pussibic for pretly bits to be
testefully put together, Lut they ate rare, and we ficl ti.o monstzgsities of
this class are in the majority. The only reason we can imagine why prizes
slould be offered for these things is that the farmers’ wives appreciato it,
dut we nould suggest to these ladies that they might turn their abilities to
sumethiog else with betier results to show fur so much work, DPatchework
quilte, whose only recommendation is the enormous number of pieccs taken
10 cunstruci them, should be suppressed. There is werk enzugh to be done
Ly women i these busy, rushing days without their undertakiog such tasks
as these. If half the time so cunsumed were devcied to .mpruving theis
micds, o even in health-giving cuif-duut exercise, we would bave fewer
women with little interest in life and peor health,
