Bubre to warn them that no political
party should attempt to make nge of the
mandement agaivst another political party.
Such was not its purpose or aim, and any
attempt mode hy u political party to so use it
would wmeet with dis.ppraobation of His Lord-
ship. Mgr. Fabro had no desire nor inteation
to have pulirival capital made out of his epis-
copu'l utterances.

Then our Haiy iather reviews the duties
of domeativ +uuiety and of men, the onc to
the other, «nd prorests enorgetically against
the purverse principles which some people
call the new sivist,  Thiz new law on the one
hand depeses wuthorizy und piunges the state
in revoelunon, ~nd on the other refuses to
recognize the superustural mission of the
Church, trents this Jatter, if not us a hestile
society, ut least piaces it on a footing
of equality vv vvun of inferiority to societies
which are ‘towrcign to it.  The Suver-
gign  Ponidll shows  the  fatul  conse-
quences of the dostrines of free thought,
cloctrizes whicii huve been condemned by
the Popes, tad givingin a tew words the
resume of the teschings of his predecessors,
he proclabns tne following rules: ‘‘ 1he
otigin of civil authority should be attributed
to God uwinct to the multitude ; that the
right to rcbel is repugpant to reason ; 1o
noglect the duties « f religion or to treat in tho
seme mapner the ditferent religions is not per-
mitted either te iodividuals or to
societies, the unlimitzd liberty to think
and to wuiter in public, one's thonghts
should nuither be classed among the
rights of the citizen nor among the
things worthy of favor and protection,
Likewige we must admit that the church
equally with the state, from its naturesnl
by right, is a perfect society ; that thoze who
hold power should not pretend to enslave or
smbjugute the churen nor diminish its liberty
of actlon in iy ~pbere nor tuke from it any of
the rights wht h have been coaferred on it by
Jewng Christ.  In questions of mixad rights if
is fully couforn ble to nuturo as wellas to
the designs of God not to sepsrate the one
power from the cther, much less to place
them 10 conblier, but even to estahlish Letween
them that coucerd which is in harmony with
the special attrit ute which each eocizty from
its nature hulia’” **These are,” confinues
Holy Father, *“ihe rules drawn up by the
Catholic Church relative to the constituticn
and the governunnt of atates.” .

The literty ot Catholics should not pass
these limits 1 by end that it becomes licenee,
a lberty of erittion, It is i favor of the
liberty jabove defined that the Church has
always fougit,

Unl: rtunately, penple tend to warder for-

ther frem it rvery duy aod to throw off the
yoke of antliority.
}idfthe Cathotes sincerely wish to tulfil their
duties they witl druse tnelr inspiration from
the legititnate authority, and particulurly iu
that which touches on'modern liberty, as they
call it, each onght to eubmit himself to the
judgmeot uf the Apostolic See and to conform
to its decisions,

Having exprenacd these principles, what
are the doties of Roman Catholics ? In their
private existence they conform their manner
of living to tho precepts of the Scribtures,
In public life they will wisely lend their aid
to the country's governors, in order that the
moral and religious educntion of youth, upon
which depends the salvation of our sooiety,
be fully provided for. .

Couthofies of our days shonld only act in
this manuer, but in fulfilling their deliiate
mission they are held to prove themselves
devoted sons of the church, to conserve har-
mony of thought, and direct every step to-
wards upiformity of netion, taking in 8o doing
as n role of conduct the prescriptions of

[n 2l these instructions Our Holy Father
the Pope repeats with more entreaty than
ever the grond ideas of authority and sub-
mission to it which all subjects owe it.
Authority comes from God Himeself, and to
those who are its depositories he teaches their
duty to the Church and to its children.
Whether this power is entrusted to one or
to many, be it a monarchy, an oligarchy
or & representative system, the Church,
on account of its supercatural miseiou,
has a right to {18 protection, It is
& right which the Church claime aad not
a faver, aud uny state which does not sceord
the church ita place and its role commits un
injustice to the church and to the children of
the church. Dut if these are the Juties of
the possessors of power and authority, sub-
jects also have duties, and it is the exercise
of these duties which our tioly Father regu-
lates with a wisdom such as the Popes only
can have, hecause they are the ouly ones
placed above buman passions througi their
position, their mission and through the assiat-
ance which they receive from (od to
ensble them to fultil it. To aubjects the Hav-
cre'gn Pontiff preachea obedieace to the
authorities. But, asin onr dsys, becanse of the
representative syatem which maintains in the
civitized world, and which places the election
of those entrusted with authority in the hands
of majorities and multitudes, he cacounters
often oppositions to the liberty of the chiurch,
and on the other hand struggles and protests
agaiost those who govern to thosc who pro-
teat 5 whether in publie iife o by the voiceof
the press, the Sovereign l'ontill gives ns o
rule to follow tho direction which will be
given by the Vatican anld by the bishops.

Lefore, in other salemn vircumstances, the
sugust Leo NIIIL proclaimed these same
teachings, this union of Catholics with those
to whom the Holy Spirit has entrusted the
government of God's church, and if there
ever was a time when thie union was neces-
sary and circumstances which called for it, it
is this time of ours und the circumstances in
which we find ourselves iz Canada.

A wind of revolt and rebellion is blowing
over our country,  We have ourselves seen o
spectacle which was far from doing honor to

our city 3 our youth have given themselves
up to demonatrations which have pained
solier inen, and even men of emincuce have
piven aid to these manifestations ia which
ridicule atruggled with revolutivnary dis-
order.  To cap all, it has been attcmpted to
make use of religion to make acceptable to
cur peopls a movemeny which promises no
good for the future.

Where are we going if we travel by this
route ? We are accustoming our pecple to
rebellion, and far from educating them to
the wiseand prndent exarciacs of their politi.
cal duties, we are habitnating them to agita-
tion and license, and we¢ are reandering our-
selves responsible for the sad conmsequences
which will result.

How far are we from the wise counsels and
prudent regulations of the Immortal Leo
XIII. in his encyclical ‘‘Immortale Dei?"
How they will groan in future who, through
the press or by other means, had con-
tributed to canze the Catholics of this coun-
try to forget those traditions of order which
they respected! Ve have mentioned the
press and we believe it our dusy to say pab.
licly that there are journals in this diacese
whicl have failed in their mission because,
while proclaiming themselves Cavholic and
subjeet to the Chureh, they spread defiance to
the authorities, npply themselves to oppose
the authorities und shaw too wnuch atnbition
to supplant by all poesitle means those
agrinst whom they direct their accusations.

It is timo for us to arrest ourselves on the
declive upon which it is sttempted to draw
up and that wo return to wise idees, to w
prwlent and reasonsble conduet,

Leo XI1I1., whase great teachings we have
juet learned, gives to all tho rules which we
have to follow —respect for authority znd in
the protests which we may nake agsinst
certain of its measuyes, moderation and Chris-
tian cherity,  Fur from us, then, be this neri-
monious language, these horrible invectives,
which pertain uot to sincero Catholics ; far
f.om us be those odious acensations, those
unjust suapicions as to motives ; let thero be
everywhere mnjon. We will end Dby these
words of Leo XIII, :

¢ Thereforg, if in tho past disagrecments
have oscurred they must be ‘buried in obli-
vion ; if temerity and injustice has been com-
mitted, whoever the guilty party may be,
all must now bo repaired by recipracal
charity and all must be redeemed by a com-
mon effort of deferenve towards the Hely See.
By this means Catholica will obtain » double
advantage, that of aiding the church to pre-
serve ond propagate Christian doctrine aud
that of rendering a signal service to society,
whose salvation is strongly compromised by
bad doctrines and by bad passions,”

To the Fditor of the Trer WITSESS,

Sz, In ccommon with those wha keep
silent or only speak when mnecessity urges
them, I address you now. You have taken

a stand. I bhelieve you are right. Stick to
it. But I kuow that eny man who takesa
stand ocu u great public question must

alsc take his political Jife ia his hands.
Not only his politieal lite, bot often his
social apd sometimes his physical life,
In a world made up as ours is
it needs cournge to do so, I observe that in
the controversy relating to the execution of
Riel the old lines ot party politics are same-
what broken up. A great revolt has tgken
place in the ranks of the so-called Consgrva-
tive party. Was the execution of Riel the
cause of that revolt? I doubt it. \Was not
the powder in the mine long before Risl
crossed the border to apply the match?
Let the focts amswer. Wil  the
cousensus of opinion on either side of the
water declare that the men who won liberty
for Ameriea in the United States and Canada
at the point of the bayonet were wrong?
Rather will it rot be said—as it has been said
by every man who has thooght and written
since the daye of Chatham to those of Par-
nell-—that the men who laid the sceds of
rebellion in inisgovernmeat were tho guilty
ones, not those whorebelled, Who wae wroung
when the baruns of kingland, led by Stephen
Langton, a bisliop of the church, wrested
Mugna Charta from the tyrant Joha? That
tyrant or tae good and brave men who com-
pelled him to an act of justice? 1f we may
lay claim to statesmanship in Canada, cin we
look for its manifestation in the North-\Vest,
or have we to go back over the miserable
record of o thousand years of British misgov-
ernment to find precerdents for the failure of
governien® in the territories ? Unfortunately
we must. Lok at the history of that glori-
ous land since it came under the baleful in-
fluence of Capadian ofticialism.  #{ns one
solitary step heen taken that commends itself
to the approhation o! honest men?
The title to the North-Weat Territories, pur-
chased by Cuonda trom the Hudson's Buy
Company, was founded jn prostitution, con-
tinued by frand, rectificd by rebellion, and —
gorrow tiat it should be so--cemented by
blood.

RE-ELECTED PRESIDENT OF THE FRRENCH

REPURBLIC AT VERIAILLES AMID EXCITE-

MENT AND UPROAR.

VERSAILLES, Dee, 28, —The spaee 1e~erviad for
visttory in the chiamber in which the election for
president took place was crowded lons before
the hour apovinted for the election. The streets

in  the vicinity wers nlso  thronge! with
people, The procecdings in the chamber
bogan  at & quarter after one o'clack

amid ¢onsiderable excitspent, the president
uf the Nsational Assembly being unalle to
restore silenice. The members of the Right
bacams  so  turbulent that the  presidont
threatened  to  suspend  the  procesdings,
The mewbers of the Right then asked for
time to aperak before the vote was taken and,
ieir requert beipg refus d, several of them
tried to gain the tribune, A tight ensued ba-
tween a member of tho Left and o.e of the
Right. Soveral blows w re exchanged be-
fore the combatants enuld be  weparated by
their friends. A lull in the dem ns ration
then followed and the balloting tonk place,
During the progress of the votimg M. Cuneo
de Urnano shouted that the National Assembly,
as nt present constituted, was o boly of u-urp-
ors, Panl de Crssagnac cried out that the
Congress was illegal and the preridentisl elee-
tion a farce, g8 four departments of France
wore nat reprosented at the meeting.

LEYYRR OF LEO XUl TO THE PRELATES
OF EXGLAND ON THE ADSOLUTE NECES-
SITY OF RELIGION IN TBE SCHOOLS.

To Our VUenerable Brethien, Henry Edward,
Cardinal Priest of the Holy Roman Church,
of the Title of St+. Andrewr and Qregory on
the Crelian Hill, Archhishop of Westminster,
aned the other Bishops af England, Pope
leo NI :—

VEXERALLE BrerurkN, HEALTH, AND
Arostoric  BesEvicTioN, — Your proved
fidelity and singular devotion to this Apos-
tolic NSee are admirably shown in the letter
which we have lately received from yau. Qur
pleasare in receiving it is indeed increased by
the further knowledge which it gives us of
year great vigilance and anxiety in a matter
where ro care can be too great; we mean
the Christian education of your children,
upon which you have Jately taken cornsel
together, and have reported to us the de-
cisions to which you came.

Tu this work of so great moment, venerable
brethren, we rejoice much to gee that you do
not work alone; for we know how much is
due to the whole body of your clergy. With
the greatest charity, and with unconquered
efforts, they have provided schools for their
children ; and, with wounderful diligence and
assidnity, they endeavor by their teaching to
furm them to a Christisn lite, and to instrrnot
them in the clements of knowledge, Where-
fore, with all the encouragement and praise
that our voice con give, we bid your clergy
to 2o on in thei: meritoricus work, and to be
assured of our spzcial commendation- and
poad will, looking forward to o far greater
reward from Our Lord Ged, tor whoee sake
they arc laboring.

Not less worthy of cominendation iy the
uencrosity of Catholics in this matter. We
krow how readily they sapply what is needed
for the mainteunnce of zchools; not only
those who are weaithy, but those alzo who
are of slender means and poor: and it is
beautiful to sec lrow, often from tho carniopgs
of their poverty, they willicgly contiibute to
tha education of children.

In these days, nod in the present cew-
dition of the wortd, when the tender ace of
childhood i8 threatened on cvery side hy.ao
many sud such various dengers, hardly any-
thing can be imagined more fitting than
the union with literary instruclion of sound
teachiog in faith and meormls. For this
reason, we have more than once said that
we strongly aporove ot the voluntary schools,
which, by the work and liberality of private
Individusls, have been established in I'rance,
in Belgium, in Americs, and in the colonies
of the British Kmgire. We desire their
inerease a8 much ns possible, and that they
may flourish in the number of their schulars,
We oursclves wlso seeing the condition of
things in this city continue, with the groatest
eflort and at great cost, to provide an abund-
anco of such schools for the children of Rome,
For it is in, und by, these schools that the
Catholic faith, our greatest and best inheri-
tance, is preserved whole and entire. In theao
schools the liberty of parents is respected ;
and, what is most necded, ospecially in the
prevailing license of opinion and of actiop, it
is by these echools that good citizens are
brought up for the state ; for there is no
hetter citizen than the man who has
believed and practiced the Christian
faith from his childbood. ‘The begin-
ning and, as it were, the seed of that
humean perfection which Jesns Christ gave to
mankind, are to be founa in the Christian
education of the young ; for the future con-
dition of the State depends upon the eacly
traioing of ita children. The wisdom of our
forcfathers, ond the very foundations of the
State, are ruined by the destructive error of
those who would have children brought up
without religions education. Yonu aseg, there-
fore, venerable brethren, with what oarnest
forethoupght porents must bowore of intrusting
their children to schools in which they cannot
receive religious teaching,

In your country of Great Rritain, we know
that, besides yourselves, very mauy of your
nation are not a little anxiousaront religious
cdzcation, They do not in all things agree.
with us 3 nevertheless they see how import-
ant, for thesake hoth of gociety and of men
individually, is the preservation of that
Christion wisdom which your forefathers re-
ceived. through St.  Avgustine, from
cour predlecessor, Gregory the Great;
which wisdom the violent tompests that
came afterwards have not entirely scattered.
There nre, a3 we know, ab this day, many
of an excellent disposition of mind who are
diligently striving to retain what they can
of the ancient faith, and who bring forth
many and great fruits of charity. As often
as we think of this, so often are we deeply
moved; for we love with a paternal charity
that island which was not undeservedly
called the Mother of Saints; and wesee, in
the disposition of mind of which we have
ppoken, the greatest hope and, ns it were, o

ledge of the welfare and prosperity of the

ritish people.

Go on, therefore, venerable hrethren, in
making the young your chief care; presa
onward in every way your episcopal work,
and cultivate with alacrity and hopefulness
whatever good seeds you find ; for God, who
ia rich in meroy, will give the increase,

As a pledge of dgi!ts from above, and in
witness of our good will, we lovingly grant
in the Lord to you, and to the olergy and
people committed to each one of ‘you, the
Apustolic Benediction, '
