The Apostle James wss a very plain-spoken
parson, and if ha had lived in our day, would
d ubtl -5 have been compelled to lay aside the

paper foralivehhood. Thereis too much piety in
the churches of this year of our Lord, 1887,
to tol-rate such searching truths n0s James
was nccustomed to make use of. The twelve
tiibes which were scattered abroad, to whom
James a‘dresgsed his letter, may not have had
respect of persons, for they were all in the same
row of stumps, But it is not so with churches
in these eulightened days. What wouid become
of our Christian churches if they did not have
reapect to persons ? What were thoss costly
church « d fizex put up for, and furbelowed and
b:deck:d with {apestry carpets, damask
cushions, brillinns chandeliers, elegantly carved
pulpits, lofty steep'es, loud soundiog bells,
stained gothic windows, marble steps, and kid-
gloved ushers to mweet you at the door, 1f it were
not for the purpose of showing respect to persons?
In the first place, it 15 the duty of all Christian
chv:ches to show respect to the fashionably
pressed persons, else, what would be the
use ¢f roing to church? And what would
tecome of al! the milliners and  dress
mukers? They would all starve, while the
f-necy diy goo?s es'ablshmeats would make
assignmeots, Whas i+ the use of » woman
g iug to the expense of proenring a filty dollar
b nn»t, & hundred dollar dress and o fifty dollar
sbawl .f there is no suitable chuich for her to
atzend and exhibit her superior taste in dress ?
1t won't do to send her into the public streets
and the Opersn House to exhibic her wardrobe
to *ke gaze of the common herd. These could
not app «c ate it. None but fushionable people
iu a f.shicoable courch, having a popular
preacher and an operatic choir, could drink
in the full splendor of [fashionable adorn-
ing. The genarality of wankind and woman-
kind wto stand around the cornera on the Sab-
bath day, pace the streets or stay a¢ home, have
no business inside the churches. Their poor
souls ars n~t worth half as much to themselves
as one fashionable dreesis to the dress makers
a1 an advertisement, to say nothing of the ex-
quisite delight it affords to the upper-ten who
have o higher object in going to chuich than to
see aad be seen.

Again, nobody but respectable prople ever go
to church, therefore, it is the duty of the
churches to have reaspect for respectable people.
If you wishto be respected ynu must join the
church. By this means you will be introduced
to th- tirst families, be specially invited to all
the fashioaable dresa parades, socials, parties and
dances—be specinlly favored in your business or
professinn, to the exclusion of better and more
tidented men, and become a big toad in the
puddie. Thiok ot & young man going inside of
church in a pair of stogy boots, no matter how
well blnoked‘: or of a young lady sitting dowa in
church on a plush-cushioned seat, dressed in n
ealico frock, no matter how clean. 1t wouldn’s
ba resYectable—of course it wouldn't—there-
fore all such should be content to stay away.
Doubt'ess vne great resnson why 8o few
are converted in the present gracious re-
vival which the Denver churches are labor-
ing under, is bLecause there are so few
respectavle people vutside to be converted—so
few who can afford to be, and, therefors, so few
whoare worth converting, If any of you poor
misrrable out-casts desire to become pivus, and
enjoy the privileges of the churches, which are
axcorded by common consent, to ue insiders, go
to India, Africs, China, or the Cannibal Iales,
ani turn heathen, and perhaps the missionaries
we sent out may give you a ' far flcp” into the
king lom. But don’t intrude yourselves upon
the pious worshippers who pay tgeir devotions in
a stylish way, and in fashionable respectability.

THE POPE IN POLITICS.

HE IS ABOUT TO TAKE AN ACTIVE PART IN ITALIAN
AFFAIRS. )

The Pope having resolved to take an active
part injltalian politics snd organize an elec-
tioneering committee to canvass the country in
the interests of Vaticau candidates for seats in
the Chamber of Deputies, lively times may be
expected at the next elections in the kingdom,
Having made his peace with Prussia and placed
the church on pretty good terms with the
various courts abroad, his Holinees evidently,
thinke it abaut time that the only power with
which the Vatican is now at variance should
conclude peace with him. .

- Already the Vatican has a sufficient number
of sdherents in the representative body of the
Italian Legislature to makea ita voice potent in
the councils of the nation, but still not enough
to influence legiclation in the direction of
conceding to the Church what it has demanded,
ever since Victor Emanuel removed the capital
of Italy from Florence to Rome and took up his

residence in the Quirinal.’ In the fight
whick the Pope .is' about to engage
in for the restoration of the temporsal

power of tha Church he will :be armed
with ‘the weapon of: consistency, and: it
‘cannot but serve him well: in the bloodless
engagementa that are to take place bstween
the Church and the States, From the moment
that Pins IX, waa deprived of hia possession of
the Palozzo Quirinale, whose construction by
the Church lasted through the reign of four
Popes, to the present time the, Holy See by the
autharity vested in Pius IX. and his successor,
Leo XIII., bhas contended that the gacrilegioua
,aob of Victor. Emanuel virtually made the Pope
a prisoner, and that the temporal power of the
Church was wrested and withheld from its Jaw-
ful - custodian * only by the right of might,:and
not, by any right that” morality or equity conld
sanetion; . .. : : .
From this position the head of the church has
never wavered. . The streets of Rome have been
a8 free to the Holy Father as the gardens of the
Vatican Palace, yet during the more than six-
teen years that that spot has represented all
that remains” of,‘the once broad territorial do-
mains of the ‘Chiurch, the Vicar of Christ has

City, where ouce the prozuess of the Pope was a
pagennt whose magnificence was unsurpassed
throughout the wor d.

The princely sum which the Italian Govern-
ment has annually st apart to the eredit of the
Pope, and for which a special note has bsen en-
graved and yeariy deposited in the Italian
treasury, has remained wotoushed. Nowhere
else has ever been showa so complete an example
of patient enduraace, determination of purpose
and consistent adherence 9 principle.

The live of conduct ms%ped out by Pius IX
and persistently cbserved by his successor has

ad no perceptible effect upon theItalian Govern.
ment or the Italian people, but it has had its
effect nevertheless, Whenever the people or the
officials have given any thought wB:taaever to
this matter they have invariably found it to
present the aame phases.

The Pope has observed that conviction has
been reached at last, and the rame patient per-
severance that has marked his endurance of
praciical imprironment and deprivation of his
rights will-be exerted upon the people primarily
and the Government ultimately to bring about
the ces:ion of eome portion of the Fkingdom to
the Church absolutely and irrevocably.

[United Frelaxd.)

There could by no possibility be a better time
than the present in Ireland to demonstrate the
naked bratality of the Government in applving
their favorits eystem, Coercion, to it. !j:’.\'ery
sucoseding assize report brings proof upon proof
of the almost entire absence oF every form of
crime, Only a couple of days back Judge
O Brien narrowly escaped getting white gloves
in the populous city of Cork, the oanly serious
criminal case coming before him being
one in which o strange eseaman was
made amenable for some offence ¢ mmitted
in the city. The judges could not avoid paying a
high tribute to the city over this fact ; yot the
Lord Lieutenant **proclaims” it all the sawne,
So. too, in county Wexford. On Tuesday Judge
Harrison opened the assizes there, and was
able to cengratulatu the (ifand Jury on the
extraordinary peaceful condition of the country,
The casea for investigation numbered only two ;
and the judges remarked that this was fewer
than he had ever known for any county of the
extent of Wexford, Bat whatavaila1t ? Colunel
King Harman and Mr. Balfour had made up
their miods that it must have Coercion, and the
Lord L eutensant has not baulked them in their
constitutional desires, We observe that the
subject has been taken up publialy in Limerick.
At the meeting uf the Town Council ont Tuesday
the Mayor protested in strong terms against
the proc'amation of the city, binhop, judge and
magistrate having testified to the perfect iwm-
ntunity from crime or sympathy with it. A
resolution was unanimously passed protesting
against the degiadation of the =i’y by the
proclamation, wnd expressing a determinn
tion to vresivt coercin fo  far aw it
wns intended to prevent fres  expression
of political opinioa asd lawful efforts of the
Irish tenantry to obtain nbatements of their
impossible rents.  The example of Limorick will
probably find imitation in most of the cities and
towns on which the same unmerited stigmn in
seught to be east by the iznorant and contemy:
tible autocrats who have gob the reins of power
over Ireland fir the present in their hands,
But from the Trish point of view it is infinitely
better that they should exhili t thelr bhutality
holdly and without the shadow ot an excuse,
The eyes of the world are now- fi<ed upon the
stroggie and the sym([]mt.hics of eivilization are
certainly not on the side of our oppiressors.
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THE AMENDE HONORABLE

MADE BY FATHER CURRAN, WHO THUS ESCAPRY
EPISCOLAL CENKURR—THE 3M‘GLYNN OASE
EXPLAINED,

New York, Aug. 13.—By inatruction of
Archbishop Corrigan, Father Lavelle to-day
rtated that Dr. Curran had been summoned to
the Arch'episcopal residence to explamn his con
duct in presiding at a meecting of the United
Labor party. Dr. Curran called on Wednesday
and mode the amendc honorable. Referring to
the caee of Dr. McGlynn, I"ather Lavelle smid :
“It is nonsense to eny that Dr, McGlyon was
excommunicated becaure he is the fricnd of the
United Labor party and the masses. Ivery
priest is the priest of the poor ; norcan it be uuid
that he was oxcommunicated for defending
the Henry George theories, but for his con-
tumacious disovedience of the order of the Houly
See. From this exrcinmunieation of Dr. Me-
Glynn there follows a consequence, and that is
that those who aid and abet him in his con-
tumacy also invite excommunication. Thia is
not o new law, but is the old canon law and is
still 1n effect notwithetanding the changes made
by Pope Fius IX. with regard to those who
communicate with excommunicated persons. In
the cage of Dr. Curran it is not perfectly clear
that he has incurred this nxcommuniestion, but
whether he has or not his conduct hag been vary
offensive and out of place, and he has recog-
nized that fact and bhas made amends for lis
fault to the Archbishop, and there the matter
will end,

HOW COERCION WILL WORK.

ARCHBISHOP WALSH'S OPINION OF THE PROBAULE
EFFECT OF THE CBRIMES BILL.

BALTIMORE, Aug. 8,—The Sun has & letter
from its special Dublin correspondent, which
includes an interview with Archbishop Walsh
on the probable effect of the Coercion act.

The ArchbisHop saya he does not regard it ng
a political question, but as one Eurely gocial and
economic—ope that concerns the domestic wel-
fara and the happiness of every household in the
land. It is quite certain that the liternl execu-
tion of the act would break up, root and branch,
the National League, and absolutely stifle any
upen demonstration of sympathy with home
rule. Itis probablg quite as much on account
of its unusually harsh features as for an
other resson that the nationalists look upon it
as & measure that England would only fully
avail itelf of as an extreme reaort.

HOPEFUL FOR THE RUTURE,

The Archbishop, attaching ouly secondary
importance to this act, and looking upon the
amended Land Bill as removing o large portion
of the injuatices of which the farmers complain,
augurs happy prospects for the future. He,
#n0, thinks thatn a year or two more an Irish
Parhament will again sit in the old Parliament
Hcuse in Dublin. . .

Tn the matter of the evictions, whioh the
Archbishop askes to be stopped, the fact seems
appalling that for the three months endingon
tga 2nd of July, 9,140 sarsqns have been
evicted. Gladetone, bhe sard, did not wang an
appeal to the country this year, when they were
all* as confident as could bhe that (iladstone
would go back to power witha tremendous
majority to back him. .

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EVILS OF LAND-HOLDING.

In a magazine article, Moncure D. Conway
holds that Kngland is more Kepublican to-duy,
in her method of government, than is the Re-
public of the United States. Her trouble liew
not with the crown, for the crown has abso-
lutely no political power ; but it lies with the
land-holders, who, through the primogeniture,
and & modified entnil, manage to keep four-
fifths of the soil of the British Isles in the pos-
gession of some four hundred families, .

“Ireland, with ber teeming population, iz
mostly owned by non-residents, and the cream
of the domain is held in the shape of parks and
hunting ranges. It follows that tenants with
large families have, in many cases, to make o
living off of from two to three acres of soil,
which is poor because they have no means to
enrich it. 'Thus comes atarvation and then re-
bellion. When a man is starving he may as
well fight, 08 he cannot be much worse off.

A sumilar situation obtained in France until
broken by the terrible throea of the _revolution,
Then the first Napoleon, with his supremo
sagacity, abolished both entail and primugeni-
ture, and prescribed by law that the reality of
the decedent must be equally divided among the
heirs of his body. Hence, the small estates of
France ; and hence her amazing finaccial solid-
ity and 1he welfare of tho people.

DUBLIN, August 9.—Alice Barry defied the
police who went to execute a wric of eviclion
agninst her at Knockdale, County Antrim, to-
day. She barricaded ber house, and, with the
assistance of some friends, defended it for a
