oferery kind devastating the entire country.

In Naples the discontent iz very grave, more than
s thousand operatives of the arsenal of Torre del
Greco have been discharged by way of econumy
within the -lasy few days, and eare thrown witliout
menas of gubsistence on the world, beinpg trained to
the foundry of arms, and their special employment
being at sn end. Poor employes of every class are
Gaily redoced to beggary, and the feeling becomes
every moment stronger that maiters maust be taken
euergetically in band. The perty of actiou foster
the discontent in every way, and propose a whole-
saie confiscation of the remuunt of Church property
as tke panzcea ; bucitis a dropn tae ocean of want
acd misery, caused by a triple taxation, and the in-
crease of prices of ell the necessaries of life.

IRELAND Iy THE Excirsm Sexare. —Whatever wel
come French, Russian, Aunstrist or Prussian affairs
find in the Englisk senate, those of Ireland are sure
to find none. Uur demands are scouted with disdaio,
our woes from wmisgovern.nent are said to be the off-
spring of ourown misdoings; and although we ure
plundered by an ' Eoglish garrison,’ and thwarted by
an * Ulster Plantation,’—all the work of English bate
and English tyranny— we sre told thal the state of
Irelend is only to be improved by the union of the
population, and the ckange of oureatire system of
agriculture!

In Bogland and other countries good laws are
¢eemed essential to progress aad improvement ; and
the paternal and {ostering cure of the government is
often required to encoursge the people to persevere.
But =e, 1t svems, are tc becoms united whilst every-
thing is doge to divide us; we are to improve our
farms, although we are ooly tenants at will; we aro
to grow rich, notwithstzoding that we are plundered
of 20,600,000/, a year; and success i3 to crown ail
our laboars, although everyibing possible bas been
doae by English misrule to ruin ua as & nation.

Such are tke ideas of Boglistmen, as developed in
the debate on Mr. Hensessy's motion ir the House
of Commors. The member for King's Conaty
moved * That thiz house observes with regret the
dectine of the population of Irelaad, and wiil reu.fiily
support her Majesty’s government jo any well devised
messure to Stimulate the profitable employment of
tha people, and that an address be presented to her
Majesty fouaded on the foregoing reselution.’ Now
Mr. Heopuasy might have eesily koown that the
"House of Commons held a very different fecling on
the state of Ireland, and thai the English members,
instead of regretting the decline of the population,
were greatly rejoiced at the wholesale emigratiob
of Irish Celts. Ths is what they prayed nnd sighed |
far, ead 1o ask them to regrel it was replied tu when
the motion was pressed w a division. They voted
agaiost it in overwhelmiog nombers,telling Ireland in
plain terms, Lhat althongh they may sympathise with
Italians, who wish to depose the Pope, and desire
to see the slave-whippera of the Southern Siates of
America triumphant, they will do nothing to reacue
Ireland from her fate!

Yes, this is Begland's answer to Mr. Heonessy's
motion : the same that wa3s ever given by ‘Perfidi-
ous Albion’ to Ireland’s calls for justice: and the
same that will be ever given to Irishmen tiil they
resoive to make some fsacrifices for their country and
elect o phalanx of true patriois, and sead them to
the British Secate, to teach the Buglish premier &
lesson on Irish afluirs.

It i3 amasiog to see the false statemenis made by
some of the Eoglish speakers during the debate.

And the wily old Palmerston, the head physiciaa the
mortal foe of Irelard, put oo a long countenance aud
deprecated the application of any of those remedies
which Irishmen pointed out as suitable o the griav-
ances of their country. °©Teoant right, he anid,
¢ was landlord wrong, and could not be tolerated.
t The decline of the population was a blessing! and
the preeent illness of the patient was brought oo by
three bud harvests.’ It is tbe old story told go fre-
quently as an excuse for British plupder and the
British misgovernment in our country. Ibis the mi-
serable excuse of mea who hate ue, eod endeavar to
compuss our ruin whilst they hypoeritically state
that they are our frieads. Let no one say this tone
would have been adopted towards Ireland, had Insh-
men been resoived to work with all eheir might to
improve their country. Itis because we distrust
ench other and do not stand together, that the ens-
my speaks of us in this insulting fashion. Let us
teke advantage of the lesson thus given vs. Let ua
draw closer together, and confide in each otker, and
our strength and our union will be our best protec-
vion. Ths present Irish members, with four or five
exceptioss, are a disgrace to the couniry. If we
desire tenant right we will dismiss them ot the next
election, and 1eturn a better order of men. The re.
medy for our many ills i3 jn our own hands. If we
use it properly and elect bones: men, there will be
an improvement in Irish affaira; bat if we clect
\rajtors and countrysellers, who will wonder if misery
should continus our daily companion, and rags, snd
banger, and wailing and weeping meet us in every
corper of thé land.—Dundualk Democrat.
