
replied that the Assembly bas not the right on any grounds to refuse
toi give effeet to an award of compensation of the Administrative
Tribunal in favour of a staff member whose contract of service bas
been terminated without his assent. As the answer to the first
question was in the negative it was unnecessary to consider the
second question. The opinion was reached by nine votes to three,
the dissenting opinions of Judges Green H. Hackworth (United
States), Alejandro Alvarez (Chule) and Levi Fernandes Carneiro
(Brazil), and the separate, though assenting, opinion of Judge Bohdan
Winiarski (Poland) being appended.

Joint Staff Pension Funud
The report of the Joint Staff Pension Board was noted without

objection by the General Assembly on November 25, 1953. A
resolution concerning the acceptance by the Specialized Agencies of
the juriadiction of the United Nations Administrative Tribunal in
matters involving applications alleging non-observance of the Pension
Fund Regulations was also adopted, as were two amendments to the
regulations of the Joint Staff Pension Fund, and the recommendation
of the Advisory Committee that the expenses incurred. administering
these regulations should be charged to the Fund.
