Mrs. Derek Taylor and Mrs. Maurice
Faraggi, co.-chairwomen of the volun-
teer committee that organîzed "Noël
74" said that the idea was an "out-
growth" of the Museum's effort to ex-
pand its service to Montreal.

Noël 74 this year is in the shopping
concourse and Le Viaduc of Place
Bonaventure becnuse the Museumn is
closed until mid-1976 for expansion
and renovation.

Distribution of the gifts, which will
be accepted up tili December 21, will
be handled by another service orgaii-
zation, the Inter-Service Clubs Coun-
cil. It ineludes ninc organizations -

Toronto and York universities set up
joint East Asian study prograrn

The Donner Canadian Foundation
has made a grant of $300,000 to estab-
lish a joint program in modern East
Asian studies at the University of
Toronto and York Univers ity.

The grant, which was announced re-
cently by Univers ity of Toronto Presi-
dent John R. Evans and York Univer-
sity President H. Ian MacDonald, is
designed to promote the study of
modern East Asia at both universities,
which have already established pro-
grains in this aiea. Special emphasis
will be given to those areas most
directly concerning Canadian foreign
policy, particularly in the Pacifie.

The presidents said that the joint
program would "be conceived, organ-
ized, administered and financed as a
fully co-operative venture between the
two universities with the goal of de-
veloping the study of modern East
Asia at both institutions on the most
efficient basis possible". The program
will also strive to promote these acti-
vities in other Canadian universities,
particularly in southwestern Ontario.

The council of the proposed program
will include representatives ftom
govcrnment, industry and other Ontario
universities, as well as York and
Toronto. Professor William Saywell,
chairman of the University of Toronto's
Department of East Asian Studies, will
direct the project; Professor Daniel
Tretiak, co-ordinator of York Univer-
sity's East Asian Studies Program,
will be the associate director.

The grant is expected to finance
a<tivities for the first threc or four
years, including summer sehools on
the Chinese and Japanese languages
and related East Abian courser.

The combined staffs of East Asian
experts at both universities represent
the laigcst such academic community
in Canada.
