Canada continues to make consistent efforts to introduce %kumcn
in development as a legitimate issue in assessing devclopnunt
effcctiveness. Canada has pursued this approach in the 1)evclc ► p-
nient Assistance Committee of the Of:CD, in the Commonwealth,
in la Francophonie and in numerous multilateral urganizations. As
an example of this multilateral approach, Canada, in cool-icration
with the \Vorld Health Oreanization and the Pan-.\nIcrican Ilealth
Organization, plays an active role in Women, Ilcalth and Devclop-
ment, ►vtiich recognizes the complex intcrrelationships between the
health of women and their social, political, cultural and economic
situations:

• A Special Adviser for International \Vomen's
Programs has been appointcd in the Department
of 1?xternal lffairs to develop and coordinate
Canada's response to, and support for, the FLS.

• Attention will focus on strengthening the plan-
ninp, programming and budgeting systcros relating
to st; ► tus of women Issues within the International
orgunizations to which Canada belongs.
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
