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ARTICLE II

The present Agreement shall be apphlied only to merchandise transpo
from a port of Honduras to a port of Canada directly or in transit throui
country which enjoys the benefits of the British Preferential Tariff or
Most-Favoured-Nation Tariff of Canada and likewise ta merchandise trn
ported from a port of Canada ta a port of Honduras, <irectly or in tra
through countries indicated above.

ARTICLE III

Each of the Contracting Parties shall accord ta the other treatmenl
less favourable than that accorded ta any other foreign country in ail mat
relating to the allocation of foreign exehange for commercial transactions
ta the assignment of quotas for the quantitative controi of imports or exclu
respectively.

ARTICLE IV

The provisions of this Agreement relating ta inost-favoured-na
treatment shall not be applicable to:

a) Advantages that have been accorded or may in future be accol
by Canada or by Honduras exdlusively to contiguous countrWe
facilitate frontier traffie, or ta advantages accorded solely to mexx'
of any future Customs Unioni in which Canada or Honduras
