EXCELLENC Y,

I have the honour to, refer to the negotiations which led to the signature
today of exchanges of,_lettersa modifying the Trade Agreement concluded in
1932 between the Governments of Ireland and Canada"1 ', and, in accordance with,
the arrangcements-made in.'the course of'the, negotiations, to propose that-

1. Canadian goods of.the following descriptions shall enjoy entry free of
customns duty into Ireland:

Tariff heading number.
Ex 44.13

Ex 76.01

Description of Goocls
Conifer wood, of net finished thickne~s
iý î nches and over, planed, but not
fu-rther manuf actured.
Unwrought aluminum.

2. In the case of Canadian goods coming within tarif! headingS 44.13 of the
description-"conifer wood, of net finished thickness 1i inches and over, planed,
but not further manufactured", the existing margin betwcen the lowest rate of
customs duty charged on goods the growth, produce or manufacture of anYr
country other than the United Kingdom and Canada and the special preferential
rate of customs duty shall not be reduced.

3. In the case of Canadian goods of the following description-

tins or cans,
the customs duty charged upon importation into Ireland shall fot exeeed 20
per cent ad valorem.

4. In the case of Canadian goods of the following description:
