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not rule out, however, further methods of approach which

would allow us to co-ordinate our efforts and to establish

the contacts, which we must do, with those not represented
here today. They too may be seeking cons&ltation with

us and with each other. We should make it crystal clear

at the conclusion of this conference that we seek co-operation
which will lead to immediate and effective concerted action

on the most urgent problems,
