In September 1975 the Export Development Corporation
of Canada agreed to discuss projects in Peru up to a value
of 300,000,000. Out of this sum, the Secretary of State
for External Affairs has announced the following loans
totalling Canadian $28.32 million.

1. Sale of construction management services --
Canadian $I.6 million to COFIDE for the sale of
construction management services by Commonwealth
Construction Co.Ltd. to INDUPERU for a newsprint
mill.

‘2. Sale of a steam generating unit -- $3.22 million
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to Centromin for sale of a steam generating unit by Combustion Engineering

Superheating Ltd. to Cap Cartavio, a sugar co-operative.

3. Sale of design engineering project
management and equipment -- Canadian $23.5 million
to Centromin for the sale of engineering services,
pProject management services and equipment for the
modernization and expansion of an electrolytic
zinc plant. SNC of Montreal will provide
the services and act as procurement agent.

The Secretary of State for External Affairs has
announced the gift of an Agriculture Canada Fellowship to
Peru. The one year fellowship will allow the recipient to
obtain on the job experience at the headquarters of Agriculture
Canada in Ottawa. The fellowship is one of ten awarded annually
on a world-wise basis by Agriculture Canada.
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
