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strange when they see the federal and prov-
incial goveroments bonusing people going on
the land, to the tune of 8200 per year, when at
the same time the sons of farmers, the young
men, have no work. The young men find it
impossible to settle next to their fathers. I
believe the government should inuagurate a
schemne whereby the farmers could build decent
homes. I do flot ask for luxurious bouses,
but only for conifortable ones where sanitary
conditions would prevail.

Making these suggestions in al1 eincerity I
believe no man could properly accuse me of
bringing amy political discussions into my
observations. I have always given credit
wbere credit is due, and I believe I indicated
thet fact when only a few moments ego, I
referred in favourable terras to the Mînister of
the Interior. Speaking for the town of
Timmins, may I say that I hope the Minîster
of Public Works will find it possible to give to
the post office in that fine mining town the
seven hundred postal boxes wbicb et the pre-
sent time are particulerly needed. I know
that the minister is fully seized of the faets.
In two or three yeers those boxes would pay
for tbemselves, and would, so far as the
government is concerned, be revenue pro-
ducers.

Speeking for my section of the country I
must say that et least to some extenit con-
ditions are imiproving. The lumberilng opera-
tions have been e little more active during the
lest winter, altbough prices are not yet wbet
tbey should be. It is our hope that during the
present season tbey may be increased. The
nortbern development branch of the Ontario
governiment voteýd this year only the sumn of
$3,500,000, while the usuel vote had been
$5,000,000. While we mey have a more limited
number of unemployed in our section, we
still have a great number of them. I suggest
that the present public works program does
not .iustify the government in shutting off the
relief on July 15. Again, in all sincerity 1
makze an appeal to the government, beceuse a
great many of our rural and industriel popula-
tion in northern Ontario are in the seme
prediýcament they were suffering from two or
three yeers ago. The government must carry
on its initial publie works program; it should
enlarge it if possible, but direct relief is still
necessary for a section of our population, et
least for e certain period of time.

Agein 1 make the fervent request that
before this bill is passed the minister should
take action, if he bas not; alreedy taken it-
I know some statements have been mede-
to give the people in northern Ontario the

radio service to which they are entitled. I
know that if the people in my section of the
country were receiving the service tbey deserve
tbey would be willing to pay not only a two,
dollar licence fee but more if necessary. But
et the present time the Department of Marine
is actually losing revenue, it is flot collecting
more than ten per cent of the radio licences
in the north country, and under the present
public works program it should be possible
to initiate the expenditure of $4,000,000 to
$6,000,000 for radio purposes. I was told that
this metter had been discussed in the radio
committee and that the committee was in
favour of bringing to the attention of the
Minister of Public Works and of the govern-
ment this expenditure of five million dollars. I
do not think there is a member of this parlia-
ment on either side of tbe bouse ivho would
criticize such an expenditure. I implicitly
believe that it would alleviate the present
situation in our part of the country, and
that it would be a permanent remedy, and a
step in the rigbt direction. Our part of the
country bas neyer been sectional in its view-
point. It has always bad sympathy for other
parts of Canada, and I trust that this sug-
gestion will receive the attention wbicb it
deserves from the Minister of Public Works
and the government.
