INQUIRY ABOUT U.S. MISSILE POLICY

Mr. Bernard Dumont (Frontenac): Mr.
Speaker, recently the Secretary of State said 
that the missile policy, to which reference is 
made at the present time, was an escalation 
policy and a threat to peace. Does the Prime 
Minister share the view expressed in Paris by 
the Secretary of State?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
Mr. Speaker, without being rude I would sug­
gest to the hon. member that when he puts a 
question to a minister, he should say at the 
outset what minister he is addressing. I did 
not get the question and he simply mentioned 
my name at the end. I would therefore ask 
him to repeat it.

Mr. Dumont: I apologize to the Prime 
Minister. I had put a question to him but in 
view of the ovation he received, he probably 
did not hear it.

I am referring to the statement of the 
Secretary of State to the effect that the pres­
ent missile policy of the Washington govern­
ment is a threat to world peace; I was asking 
the Prime Minister whether he agreed with 
the statement of the Secretary of State?

Mr. A. D. Alkenbrack (Frontenac-Lennox 
and Addington): I have a supplementary 
question, Mr. Speaker. Will the Prime Minis­
ter say whether it is the intention of the gov­
ernment to implement the recommendation of 
the Auditor General to set up an independent 
management study to root out causes for the 
continuance of wasteful and extravagant gov­
ernment spending?

Mr. Trudeau: We had such a study in the 
form of the Glassco Commission report a few 
years ago, and I must say that the govern­
ment’s record of implementing the over­
whelming majority of the recommendations 
of the commission is very good.

Mr. Baldwin: The seven year itch.

Mr. Stanley Knowles (Winnipeg North Cen­

tre): Mr. Speaker, my question is for the 
Prime Minister and it is supplementary to 
questions asked in the last few days regard­
ing the United States A.B.M. program. In 
view of reports that the Governor General is 
to make a tour of the northern part of Cana­
da to assert our sovereignty there, will the 
government consider shooting the Governor 
General into outer space so that we can assert 
our sovereignty out there as well?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):

member’s question in the sense that the pur­
pose of the visit of the Governor General is 
not to assert our sovereignty there. Our sov­
ereignty in the northern part of Canada is 
very well established.

Some hon. Members: Hear, hear.

Mr. Trudeau: As to asking the Governor 
General to go into outer space, I am afraid he 
will only find members of the New Democrat­
ic party there.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre):
That is right, Mr. Speaker, we are 
everywhere.
