Expenditure authority of 4.7 million budget year dol-
lars was granted to purchase training equipment and
furniture; to carry out minor renovations to an interim
facility; t0 perform project management activities; and to
undertake the design and the development of firmn cost
estimates for the construction of the long-terma facility.

Preliminary approval was given t0 construet a standard
design Naval Reserve Division permanent facility. Final
approval to construct the permanent facility is expected
to be sought during the spring of 1995, after the
preliminary design and environmental studies have been
completed.

Approval in principle was provided t0 lease an interim
facility and t0 purchase the property for the permanent
site. Expenditure authority 10 lease the interim facility
and to purchase the permanent site will be sought after
the market apprasials and property negotiations have
bcen compicted and the offer 10 lease or seIl has been
signed by the owner of the site sclected.

(b) The new Naval Reserve Division will recruit and
train 10)0 primary naval reservisis. New recruits will
initially learn basic searnanship skills, ceremonial drill,
and military general regulations and procedures.

Those who successfully complete recruit training will
be assigned to a specific naval occupation. The occupa-
tional training will include seamanship, navigation, mari-
time engineering, communications, cooking, logistics,
medical support and administration.

(c) Sixteen instructors (reservist) will be needed to
carry out training within the Naval Reserve Division.

(d) Ten fulI time military jobs will be created. No
civilian jobs will be crcated.

(e) The interim facility will be located in the West
Royalty Industrial Park. This is the only location in
Charlottetown with existing facilities which are available
for lease and which, with mincir renrivations, are suitable
for the near-term accommodation requirements of the
new unit. The near-tcrm berthing requirements of the
Naval Reserve will need 10 be met by leasing space at an
existing marina.

nhe long-termn needs of the Naval Reserve Division
will be met by constructing a standard design facility on
the downtown Charlottetown harbourfront.

This location will provide the Naval Reserve Division
with high visibility, accessibility and a distincly nautical
presence within the local community. This image is
important to a Naval Reserve Division because it en-
hances recruitment and determines how well the unit
will be accepted into the local community. In addition, a
Naval Reserve Division needs ready access to ils small
boats and t0 navigable waters 10 carry out afloat training.

The Department of National Defence has asked the
Charlottetown Area Development Corporation 10 iden-
tify a firm site option on the downtown Charlottetown
harbourfront for the permanent Naval Reserve facility.

The cost of the property will flot be known until
negotiations have been completed.

Design activities are scheduled 10 begin in May 1994.
The design work will primarily include the site adapta-
tion of a standard design Naval Reserve Division facility
which was previously developed by the Department of
National Defence. To minimize lime and cost, the site
adaptation will be carried out by Public Works Canada
(Atlantic) in accordance with a specific services agree-
ment with the Department of National Defence.
