1 regret that at the time it would have been possible 

to have placed him on the strength of the Canadian Per­

manent Force, he did not accept thereof, but naturally 

he had other views and supposed at that time that he 

would be able to realise them. I have already given,and 

will continue to give personal thought to this case, but 

I have found it, so far, difficult to make any provision

which could include him in service.
