there Is not a moment when the action

Perhaps more than on other occasions 
the true Interest of the story for the 
western pilnd was Impressively empha­
sised by Richard Gordon, as Dean, the 
beachcomber. What a 'men may become 
under the Influence of ava and the sun­
shine that steals a man's brains, and how 
he may recover himself under the influ­
ences of his native traditions, form a suf­
ficiently Interesting theme, and as a toll 
to the counter-plot of the opposing In­
fluences acting In a reverse direction, 
create a situation which never falls to 
make Its appeal. It merely states a pro­
blem. and tne presentation of both sides 
leaves It delightfully unsettled. It 1» well 
for the girl who goes to her death, and 
it is well for the other girl who goes to 
her love.

Miss Charlotte Monterey, who appeared 
in Toronto for the first time as Luana,
Is particularly well adapted to the part.
Her dancing was full of the subtle fire of 
the Hawaiian bills, and her reading of 
the part Is less sophisticated, more simple 
and direct, than that of some other In­
terpreters. Her singing in the second 
act was In perfect harmony with the 
scene, and there was absolute natural­
ness In the tempests of passion and the 
gusts of love end emotion that alternate­
ly swept thru the brown girl's primitive 
nature.
