Change Hands.

People often ask: “Why, if mines
are so valuable as they are represent-
ed to be, are they offered for sale 80
frequently ?” and the question is easily
mrnswered.

In the first place it is often the case
that a poor man has a good property,
which he cannot afford to own. A
mine that will not yield its wealtn
without the outlay of capital for pon-
derous machinery is properly styled a
rich man’s mine. The way in which
such a mine changes hands is this:
The prospector discovers a claim, and
then gives way to the working miner,
and he in turn to the capitalist. The
prospector is content to demonstrate
the probable existence of pay mineral
in shipping quantity, which the work-
fng miner utilizes to the point where
production becomes a question of the
use of money upon which interest is.
to be earned, and then he is ready to
retire in favor of the man of means.
The progpector is a surface searcher;
the working miner develops to the ca-
pacity of windlass and baby hoist, but
at the heavy machinery stage the capi-
talist or rich syndicate becomes heir to
the property. These are the three
natural stages from discovery to ma-
tured production, and they ought not
to clash.

There are thus two occasions in the
history of nearly every promising min-
fng claim when sales are natural con-
pequences. The professional prospec-
tor desires to realize his profits with
the least possible expenditure of labor,
and he should temper his prices ac
cordingly to be successful in his
chosen avocation. The working miner
works for immediate returns from ore
ghipments until the vein is exploited,
to the stage necessitating machinery
fnstead of muscle, when he usually
wants to sell out. He must then de-
monstrate from the record he has made
what the mine is capable of doing with
fmproved appliances, which he cannot
furnish. His price should therefore
closely follow his demonstration, in-
gtéad of being, as is often the case, an
arbitrary figure in which imagination
rather than mathematics is given pro-
minence,

REV. DR. MACVICAR HOME.

The Principal of the Montreal Presbyterian
College Tells of Wis Recent
Tour Abroad.

Montreal, Feb. 6.—Rev. Dr. Mac-
Vicar, principal of the Presbyterian
College, returned to the city last even-
ing from Europe, whither he went
about nine months ago for the benefit
of his health. Dr, MacVicar was a
passenger on the steamship Canada,
which arrived in Boston on Thuraday
evening last. This morning the rever-
end gentleman gave an interesting ac-
count of his travels.

Since leaving Montreal Principal
MacVicar has visited Glasgow, where
he attended the Pan-Presbyterian
Council, composed of delegates from
all the reformed churches of the world
holding the Presbyterian forms of
worship and doctrine. About 400 dele-
gates were present at this gathering,
representing about 20,000,000 people.
While attending this meeting Dr. Mac-
Vicar contributed a paper on ‘“The Re-
lation of Philosophy to Theology.” Af-
ter leaving Glasgow the reverend gen-
tleman visited Chester, the north of
Wales, Loondon, Holland, Switzerland,
Germany, France and Italy.

While in Ttaly the educational sys-
tem of that country was inspected, and
the great advance of education and
evangelical religion greatly impressed
the visitor. National schools prevailed
in all portions of the country. such
being under the direct control of the
Government. About three-fourths of
the entire school! population of Italy
attended these schools.

The teachers were all certificated
persons, and the inspectors were quali-
fied by a college training.

While in England Dr. MacVicar daid
a great deal of attention to elemen-
tary and higher education. On the
whole, he found that the schools were
somewhat Inferior to those in Canada.

Before sailing the reverend gentle-
man visited Hawarden and London, in
the latter place calling upon Sir
Donald Smith, whom he found in the
best of health.
