Sir Charles Hibbert: Tupper Made an
Enquiry in-the House Yesterday.

Mr. Davin Touches Upon tlhie Trans-

Ottawa, May 2.—(Special.)--Miscellaneous

vate members’ day, and only those Intep-
ested in. private bills, or the ventilation of
grievances, public and otherwise, were in
attendance. Before the orders of the day
were called the Opposition subjected the
Ministers to a fusilade of questions upou
matters of present interest.
Free Licenses to Miners.

Sir Charles Hibbert led off with an 2a-
guiry about free miners' licenses in the
Klondike. He asked the Government's at-
tention to an article in The San Francisco
Examiner, set forth with the following
flaring headlines: “Klondike trade falis to
America; miners may secure free licenses
at the Summit; no need of stopping at YVie-
toria to secure permits; will tuerefore sc-
cure their outfits at some polnt in the
United States; Minister Sifton's new order;
Uncle Sam’s sons win the battle they have
long been waging at Ottawa.”

Phese headlines, continued Sir Charles,
are attached to what purports to be a tele-
gram from the Miuister of the Interior, and
are contained in a special despateh, dated
Vaucouver, B.C., April 18, which suys:
“Indignation here knows no bounds and
eivil war in politics is bound to be the out-
come of -the decision of the Dominion Par-
liament to have free miners’ lcenseés issued
at the summit of the White and Chilkoot
Passes. Within 24 bhours four uf the six
members of the Dominion- House who rep-
resent British Columbia will be asked (o
resign. The following special despatch has
been received from Ottawa to-day.” Then
follows the announcement which has al-
ready appeared in The World to the effect
that the Minister of the Interior had or-
!dered the Issue of free minpers’ certificates
on the passes, revoking . his decision to
have them issued only in Canadian centres,

To Sir Charles’' request for an answer as
to whether such an order had been issued,
Mr. Sifton said: *I will ask the hon. gen-
tleman to let the matter stand until to
morrow, when I will make a full statemeut
in regard to it.” i ‘

The speaker Called Order. ;

Mr. Davin asked whether the G.T.R.
Company has received a contract for car-
rying militia dnd police supplies to the
Yukon.

“"Phe G.T.R.has not recelyed any contract,”
replied the Minister of Militia, “*but the
Government' is sending a portion of its sup-
plies over that road, and a much larger
portion over the C.P.R.”

“T have the honor to report that the whole
of the papers and correspondence on this
subject are of - a confidential or secret
nature, and, while I realize that it is desir-
able that as many people of ‘Importance as
possible should be acquainted with the gen-
eral principles of defence, still I feel that
it would be unwise to make any portion
of the correspondence a Parliamentary
paper, such as would be accessible to the
public. Indeed, In' more than one case the
Imperial Government has definitely request-
ed -that special care should be taken that
the contents of such papers should not be
matle generally known,”
