She scatters the dust over
the corpse, and Creon is informed Of
this by a guard, who is commanded to
produce the culprit or die himself. An-
tigone, who is betrothed to the son of
Creon, is brought before the King, and

|publicly avows that she disobeyed the

command. She is condemned to a vﬁ
lent death. Haemon pleads for his -
loved, but Creon is obdurate, and Hae-
mon leaves the presence of the King,
vowing that he shall never again see
his face. The King orders Antigone’'s
removal, to be placed in a living tomb.
She at once commits suicide, and the
death of Haemon follows by his own
hand. Eurydice, his mother, also de-
stroys herself, and the play ends by
showing the remorse of Creon.

The strong part is the acting of Mr.
Shaw, whose volce is admirably suited
to so heavy a role as that of Creon,
King of Thebes. Mr. SBhaw is a finisheq |
actor; his gestures are dignified and his|
whole bearing graceful
His chief support was given by Miss
Sara Bickell, who, as Antigone, had a|
most difficult bit of acting to perform.|
She has a most charming presence,
and she spoke her lines with a sweet !
expression and grace which was re-|
freshing. Miss Muriel Sherwood, as
Ismene, also did remarkably well, and
Miss Theresa O’Neil, as Burydice, as-
sisted materially in the success of the
production. Ivan L. Wright was happy
in the role of Haemon, and hig denun- |
ciation of the King for the condemna-|
tion of Antigone was a clever bit of
acting.
