The great nobles,
especially those around Moscow, ths
military -services, the ministers evern,
ha\:o a feeling that his majesty’'s hesi-
ta_uon and his nerveless hold on the
au{ministration are responsible for theo
misfortunes that now humiliate the
country. The talk in the upper classes,
the props and defence of the crown, is
that his majesty is too weak for his
work, too weak for Russia, and that ic
were well for the state if he were dea:d
or replaced by another. The ¢zar s
aware of this hostility—mot so far-
reaching, probably, as he imagines—
and he is afraid.

About the year 1842, David Fife of
the Township of Otonabee, Canada
West, now Ontarijo, procured, thrn a
friend in Glasgow, Scotland, a quan-
tity of wheat which had ben obtained
from a_cargo direct from Danizic,
Prussia. As it came to hand just be-
fore spring seed time, and not know-
ing whether it was- a fall or spring
variety, Mr. Fife concluded to sow a
part of it that spring and wait for the
result. It proved to be a fall whoat.
as it never ripened except three ears,
which grew apparently from a single
grain. These were preserved, and al-

tho sown the next year under unfavora-

ble circumstances, being quite late und
in a shady place, it proved at harvest
to be entirely free from rust when ali
wheat in the neighborhood was badly
rusted. The produce of this was eare-
fully preserved, and from it sprung
the variety of wheat known over Can-
ada and the Northern States by the
different names of Fife, Scotch and
Glasgow.
