WINNIPEG, Aug. 27.—An organiza­

tion to be known as the Federation of 
University Women of Canada," was for­
mally launched at the morning session 
here of the first annual convention of 
delegates representing the University 
Women’s Club in different parts of the 
Dominion..

One engineer stated to The Adver­
tiser that he candidly believes that if 
the Talbot road is decided on as the 
road for the provincial highway, it will 
be the Longwood road that will be 
used by the general traffic. South 
Talbot road, from Hon. Finley Mc­
Diarmid's residence, 18 hilly for a dis­
tance of ten miles, many of the grades 
going as high as 10 per cent. The 
road as it runs along the lake shore 
has beautiful scenery, but is not suited 
for the heavy traffic that the Longwood 
road would stand, is the engineer's 
opinion..

The road from London to Crumlin 
is in a bad condition, exclaimed the 
engineer, but he does not believe that 
anything will be done to remedy it as 
the proposed highway will enter the 
city through that road.

There is no provincial road construc­
tion work going on this side of Brant­
ford, and it will not likely be started 
this year.

Lyle Commons Held at Wood- 
stock—Wanton Cruelty 

Alleged.
LONDON, Aug. 27.—(Reuter.)—In 

the House of Commons, C. A. Mc­
Curdy (Northampton), chairman of the 
central committee, established under 
the new profiteering act, foreshadows 
drastic action against food profiteers. 
He says that inquiries will be con­
ducted by small committees of experts, 
representative of employers and em­
ployees into the cost of such commodi­
ties as boots, clothes, underwear and 
household utensils. These committees 
are not appointed to fix prices, but to 
ascertain the facts for public infor­
mation.

"We are," says Mr. McCurdy, "cre­
ating machinery similar to that es­
tablished in the United States and it 
is the intention of the Government to 
make it permanent." The central 
committee, of which Mr. McCurdy is 
chairman, will investigate complaints 
made by traders against profiteering on 
the part of wholesalers, and it has the 
power to institute prosecutions. The 
functions of the local committees will 
not be that of courts imposing penal­
ties, but they will investigate griev­
ances and after making a declaration 
of what a fair profit would have been 
in the cases before them for considera­
tion they will be empowered to order 
a refund of the excess to the pur­
chaser.”
