He
gald he was a “Martyr to a spasm of pre-
judice.”” - He would not, he said, attempt
to run for Congress again, altho he wouil

NORTH YORK FARMERS.

Interesting Meefings of Their In-
stitute Held at Aurora All
Day Yesterday,

The North York Farmers' Institute held
a well attended meeting yesterday at the
Avrora Town Hall, Mr. J. A. Hopkins ot
holg presiding over the three sessions. The
wmcrning session was opened with an ad-
dress on milk testing by Mr. John Echlin
of Carleton Place, and was followed by Maj-
or Sheppard, with an instructive talk on

Tomato Growing.
Export Bacon Trade.

After lunch the chief intérest centred in
an exhaustive address on the Export Bacon
rade by Major Sheppard. The subject
cvidently appealed to the audience, and the
speaker's free and easy style of delivery
kept up the attention thruout. As an idea
of the large part that export bacon is to
pay in the future trade of the Dominion

Mr, Sheppard gave the figures for the year
1891, which was a total of 7,150,750 1bs.,
ana showed the vast Increase niade in 1808,
when the expdrt had reached a total of
79.848.04K8 Ibs. No farmer, he thought, couid
deny that the raising of hogs was an
cssentlal to the general business of the
farm, altho he had found some who claim-
ed that the income from that source was
pot compatible with the cost of production.
Comparison of Prices,

Comparing the value of hogs in the States
with our own market yuotations, the
speaker endeavored to show that, owing to
the large home consumption in the former
country, the market price ‘rhoro was usu-
¢lly higher than here. First-class (‘ana-
dian bacon on the English market always
brought two or three dollars a hundred
pounds more than the American product.

Catered to Packing Houses,

Major Sheppard then touched upon the
tmportance of catering to the class of ani-
mal required by the packing houses, and
dwelt at length on the various objections
raised by the shippers against the animals
now sold to them. ' Among these objections
were enumerated (1) the soft, fleshy animal
produced by feeding on a cheap diet ot
roots, (2) too lean a hog, marketed just
when a small expenditure would pay a
larger return than at any other period, (3)
the short, fat hog, that could be eliminated
by changing the breed.  Attention, the
gpeaker claimed, should also be given to
the best time for marketing these animals.
by the present method of glutting the mar-
kets during the fall months, when prices
were always at a low ebb in England, the
tarmers were heavy losers. The experi-
erce of the lecturer had led him to con-
sder the breeds and crosses of the Tam-
worths, Berkshires and Yorkshires the
very best for making the ideal bacon pig.
Speaking of the best varieties of food,
Major Sheppard advised a mixture of near-
Iy a.l the grains, and stated that the anti-
pathy to corn as a good food was rapidly
dying oat.

Should Join the Institute,

¥'rof. Creelman, superintendent of the
Farmers’ Institute for the province, was pre-
gsent.and recalled the many advantages that
acerned from membership in the organiza-
tion, and asked for a larger support for
the loeal Dbranch, which last year only
showed a membership of one hundred and
seven.

Mr. William Rennie closed the afternoon
meeting with a valuable address on *Cultl-
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vation of the Soil.” The rotation of crop
every four vears was an muuofo pre'-
ser the productive mature of the land,
the speaker claimed.

Gen. Schwan’s Column Drove 500 In-
surgents From Their Entrench-
ments at San Diego.

THE FILIPINOS LOST HEAVILY

American Loss One Killed and
Fourteen Wounded—-Schwan
Moving Forward.

;hnl'la, Jan, 25.—(9.460 a.m.)—A part of
Gen. Schwan’s column, consisting of gix
companies with some artillery, drove a
foree of 500 insurgents from their entrench-
ments at San Diego near San ‘Pablo on.
Sunday. The enemy officially reported tl.at
they lost 67 killed and many wounded. Gur
casualties were one killed and 14 wounded,
the Injuries in most instances belng sligat.

Another battalion, while executing a
flank movement, came upon a hundred
othep rebels in an entrenched position, and
routed them, killing 15, The Amei:lcaus
had two wounded.

Gen. Schwan moved agalnst Majayjay,
Laguna Province, on Tuesday. He found its
pusition almost impregnable, but by low-
ering men down the steep river banks by
ropes, flanked the enemy and drove them
out. A part of his command ‘proceed:d to
San Cruz, killing insurgents.

ong and Guam.

Toads and Frogs.

Some tralts of “Thé Mediaeval
were recounted In a paper written by Mrs.
Frances M. Butler of Snow Hill, Md,, and
read by Mrs. John C. Wrenshall at the
monthiy meeting of the Baltimore Folklore
Society. In the time of Shakespeare, it
stated, the toad was credited with secret-
lng a poisonous venom while in hiding,
which 1t spat out indiscriminately at mun
iand beast. The cattle piague in kKngland
and many mysterious human deaths were
attributed to the work of the toad. The
!spider was supposed to equal the toad in
|venom, but in these days toads eat spiders
‘with apparent impunity.

The American toad, Mrs. Butler stated,
iis larger, not so dark, and more agile than
its~ Engish brother, Toads dre ported
iinto Engiland from Austria, packed in moss
'and sold at £3 or £4 a hundred.

Toad™

In physic the toad, or-part of it, has
always' been credited with great powers.
IFor fistance the right eye of a frog wrap-
ped th russet cloth and bhung around the
|neck ‘was supposed to cure the right eye
of the wearer of bleariness. The same
| was true of the left eye of the frog for the
left eye of the wearer. A toad, dead or
lalive, placed at the back of the neck was
supposed to stop nose bleed. Dried and

wdered, the trog was supposed to be an
rresistible love philter.

1t is relaied of the American Indians
’that they believed that a council of the
|gods was held for producing light at night.
I'he whippoorwill made the moon out of a
ilarge frog, and the coldness of the moon is
attributed to the natural coidness of the

rog.

Another tradition related of savage tribes
is that the toand guarrelled with the woed-
pecker, and caused the Deluge. It is said
that they disputed over honey, which the
toand was induced to climb a tree in order
to obtain, Then the woodpecker knocked
the toad out of the tree, and in revenge
the toad drank up all the water on earth,
leaving the birds dry and thirsty, In a
subsequent quarrel the toad Incautiously
dancea about, burst, and the water covered
the earth in a flood.

In Maryland the bite of the toad is con-
!sidered poisonous, if not deadly. An old
 Superstition is that handling toads will
cause warts to grow on the hands.

A Powerful Gun,

In a very short time an experiment will
be made at the U.S. Government testing
grounds, Sandy Hook, which will probably
establish the fact that that country has
produced.a gun capable of firing a ball with
stifficient momentum to pierce the most
powerful steel armor manufactured at the
present tlme. The new 10-inch segmental
wire, made during the last year or two,
is an entire novelty in methods of construc-
tion. It has taken three years in manu-
facture, and it has cost the United States
something like $35,000 or $40,000. Those
who have had charge of the: experiment
express great confidence in the outcome of
the test. as a smaller gun, built on the
same lines, was tried and found not want.
ing. This new gun is expected to throw
a projectile, weighing 600 pounds, at -the
rate of 3000 feet a second. It is built in
a peculiar way. It has a barrel, made of
300 hard steel segments, each less than a
quarter of an inch thick, and 37 feet long.
Around these segments is wound>the high-
est grade of steel wire, rolled square, and
tested thoroly, Around this wire  jacket
is placed another thin steel jacket. The
breech of the gun is additionally strength-
ened and made capable of greater. resist-
ance than rival guns now in use, Another
ihing-in favor of the gun fs the fact that
it can be constructed very much cheaper
than the gun with which the navy and
seaboard fortifications are equipped. It is
an experiment that will be watched with
jnterest, not only by military experts im
America, but by the world as well.
