The announcement of the acceptance
of Hon. J. R. Stratton's resignation
indicates that Premier Ross will prob-
ably meet the .Liberal convenfion to
be held this month with his recon-
structed cabinet. Mr. Stratton’s resig-
nation follows closely on the heels of
E. J. Davis’ retirement from politics,
and these two will be followed from
the cabinet by Attorney-General Gib-
