He held them 
because he feared the moral effect of 
abandoning them, although the military 
peril was unmistakable.

In point of fact, of course, Germany 
had forged the thunderbolt which was 
to strike the Russian lines on May 1, 
and was about to tegin a victorious ad­
vance that was to take her from the 
Carpathians to the Bereslna, While Brit­
ish and French armies were to be on 
the defensive or checked in their first 
offensives for long months, to come.

When Russia had suffered her dis­
asters, when the Germans and jheir allies 
had got to Constantinople, crushed 
Serbia, ruined the Gallipoli campaign 
and marched from victory to victory, 
the whole outlooi changed again, and 
this new frame of mind that resulted 
lasted right through Verdun to the first 
great Russian successes in last June.

Now we have R-irlan, Anglo-French 
and Italian succes .es. They are great 
successes, they art synchronized move­
ments and they may foreshadow the im­
mediate breakdown of the Central Pow­
ers.

Of ultimate German defeat the Tri­
bune has had no doubt for many rornths, 
and its faith in this outcome has drawn 
to rt many jibes ’ from the German sym­
pathizers and press, particularly in the 
flood tide of Teutonic success last sum­
mer.

Extraordinary Shipment of Foreign Pro­
duce-All Classes Show Increase Over 
Last Peace Year Except Fisheries

The June trade statement (prelimin­
ary), which was issued at Ottawa this 
week is the most gigantic monthly 
statement ever achieved in Canada- To­
tal trade for the month was $248,968,544, 
of which $216,888,007 was merchandise 
and the rest coin and bullion. The im­
ports of merchandise Were $66,899,888, 
and the exports $148,988,169, giving a 
balance in favor of Canada of $88,588,881, 
which is far in excess of all records.

This abnormal balance is largely pro­
duced by shipments of foreign produce 
amounting to $54,847,807, as compared 
with an ordinary volume, even in recent 
months, of only five or six millions. Un­
til the detailed figures of the bluebook 
are available it is only possible to con­
jecture as to the nature and cause of 
these shipments ; but the theory at once 
suggests, itself that they are of a military 
character and consist in all probability 
of stores imported during previous 
months—since there was no sudden rise 
of imports in June to offset them. This 
gives Us a further explanation of the 
heavy imports of the last fe\y months, 
and restores the balance of trade figures 
for the three months of the fiscal year— 
April, May, June—to much healthier 
proportions ; the -imports of merchandise 
for these three months were $186,245,480, 
and the exports were $812,870,767, an ex­
cess of $126,125,287, or at the rate of 
$500,000,000 per annum. To this excess 
of exports should also be added the sur­
plus (if any) of exports of gold and sil­
ver coin on purely Canadian account ; 
but these shipments are now so inextric­
ably mixed up with those of the Bank 
of England depository at Ottawa that 
it is impossible to tell anything about 
them, and the published figures of treas­
ury and bank gold ho.d’ngs suggest that 
changes have recently been very slight.

All classes of exports show an increase 
over 1914 except fisheries, and even fish­
eries are ahead for the quarter though 
behind for June. Manufactures have 
reached to six times the figure of June 
1914.
