Paris, Aug. 11—(By the Ass'd- Press)
—The peace conference, it became
known today, is changing entirely its at-
titude toward the Roumanian army in
Budapest. The conference, it is learned,
s not disposed to ask the Roumanians
‘0 leave the Hungarian capital immedi-
itely despite the fact that the supreme
nter-allied council asked the Roumani-
ns not to enter Budapest.

.o Roumania, many delegates to the con-
‘erence are of the opinion that it will be
aecessary for the Roumanian troops to
:emain in Budapest to steady the situa-
tion, at least temporarily. ;

The proclamation declares that every
single members of the proletariat is ready
to give his life for freedom, and con-
cludes as follows: “Soldiers and prole-
tarans, stand together, realize the great
danger and prepare for battle.”

KNOWN DEAD

Foday's Reports Add te Toll In

Disasters at St. Catherines and
Montreal

St. Catherines, Ont, Aug. 11—Ten
persons are dead and sixteen injured, at
least two seriously, as the result of an
explosion which blew off the upper por-
tion of the mammoth government eleva-
tor at Port Colborne on Saturday, scat-
tering hundreds of tons of steel and con-
crete in every direction.

Get to Him in Time—Bronchial Pneu-
monia Cause of Death

Lennox, Mass., Aug. 11—Andrew Car-
negie died at his summer home; Shadow
Brrok here at ten minutes after seven
o’clock. The cause of death was bron-
chial pneumonia.

Lenox, Mass., Aug. 11—Andrew Car-
negie, steel magnate and philanthropist,
died at his Lenox summer home, “Shadow
Brook,” at 7.10 this morning after an
illness of less than three 'days with
bronchial pneumonia- So sudden was
his death that his daughter, Mrs. Ros-
well Miller, was unable to get to her
father’s bedside before he did. His wife
and private secretary were with him at
the end.

Mr. Carnegie had spent most of the
summer in Lenox, coming here late in
May and up to a few weeks ago en-
joyed himself in almost daily fishing

nis big estate, and in riding about his
grounds. He was taken ill on Friday
and grew steadily worse. His advanced
age and lessenéd powers of resistance
hastened the end.

Mr. Carnegie came to Lenox to make
his home in May, 1917, and had spent the
last three summers there. He intended

Carnegie, who was in his eighty-fourth
year, had been an invalid since 1917,
when he suffered an attack of grippe,
the news of his death was a shock to
old friends and former business asso-
ciates here. Since his previous serious
illness he had been under the care of
two nurses.

Owing to his ill-health Mr. Carnegie
for some time had led a secluded life
and his withdrawal from all public ac-
tivities gave rise to frequent statements
concerning his health. After his retire-
ment he was compelled to limit the
number of his daily visitors and until
his last ilmess he met and spoke with
only a few of his closest friends.

New York, Aug. 11—The sudden
death of  Andrew Carnegie apparently
had little effect upon the stock market.
The common stock of the United States
Steel Corporation, of which the Carnegie
companies formed an important part,
lagged behind the - general list, but it
was declgred in well-informed quarters
that Mr. Carnegie’s holdings in the steel
corporation were limited to first mort-
gage bonds.

Pittsburg, Pa., Aug. 11—This city,
where Andrew Carnegie laid the founda-
tion for his vast fortune in the steel
business, today paid tribute to the dead
magnate. E. A. Babcock, mayor, ordered
all flags in Pittsburg lowered to half
mast.

Widening of the breach between local
units and the international heads was
made apparent with receipt of a tele-
gram from R. M. Jewell, head of the
railway division of the American Fed-
cration of Labor, declaring that striking
locals would not be permitted to cast
ballots in the vote being taken on the
question of a strike Aug. 24. Reports
were received at council headquarters
that strikers had burned some of the
ballots sent out from international head-
quarters.
