Against Ugly Outdoor
‘Hoardings

THE COMMERCIAL ASPECT

Question Whether it Pays Adver-
tisers to Offend Good Taste—
An Amusing Incident

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

Paris, Aug. 4—The Commercial Institute
of Paris has a Professor of the Science of
Advertising who not long ago contributed
fan article to the “Siecle” on the question
of defiling the landscape by aggressive pos-
ters. He began by saying that when ar-
tistic advertising firet invaded France it
met with an enthusiastic reception, and
the gay note introduced into the dull and
smoky streets of the suburbs was a joy
to the inhabitants. Gradually it crept
away down the railway lines and interpos-
ed its commercial opacity between the eye
tand the beauties of meadow, forest and
stream. At first it was only in the immedi-
ate neighborhood of cities and towns that
the boardings and posters were seen, but
they quickly ran down the big traffic
routes, and ineolently planted themselves
in the midst of the guietest and most
rural scenery of France. This state of af-
fairs led to a very general outery and to
a discussion® of means for putting an end
to-the nuisance, which has at last resuit-
ed in the propounding of the law recently
passed by the Chamber inflicting heavy
taxes, amounting to fines, upon these
“hideosities.

Professor Gerin, even if against the
grain, is obliged to admit that this attack
upon his especial domain is justified, and
he proceeds to consider the situation from
the advertigers’ point of view. To any-
body who has followed the evolution of ad-
vertising—which is a  most interesting
study—it is clear that the advertisers
have unwittingly become the vic-
tims of their own audacity and enterprise.
Everybody wished to surpass his rival, and

without having to pay dearly in the pro-
cess. To the question if enormous adver-
tising pays, the obvians, superficial answer
is that the permanence and development
of the practice is the best proof of ite ef-
ficacy. Professor Gerin, however, long |
ago, laid down an axiom, upon w!:ich he
bases his teaching, that ‘“an advertisement
acts upon the public in proportion to the
state of mind in which it finds the read-
er,” and this doctrine of “receptivity” has
the corollary that “every article ghares in
the estimation of the buyer the favorable
or unfavorable circumstances accompany-
ing its advertisement.” Good impreesions
strengthen the suggestive effect, and bad
offes. dest¥oy “ib. G¥nsequently,’ a tourist

‘river, and finds 1t cannot get round: gt

‘probably remember the subject of the ad-
vertisement. But his recollection is. as-
sociated with intenee 1rritation, and every
‘time he remembers the article he will also
unconeciously feel an ‘after-taste of his an-
ger at the advertisement. Consequently,
M. Gerin believes that the huge sums
spent in this sort of country advert-ismg
would be better employed in more judi-
ciously chosen sttes, or in newspapers and
magazines.
+Aimost Civil War

An amusing instance of the complica-
tions arising from ugly advertisements may
illustrate eeveral phases of the problem.
A newspaper, the “Cri de Paris,” denounc-
ed not long ago an abominably disfiguring

rcelame’ which a hotel-keeper, who may
be ¢alled A, had posted on the face of thq
hill on which rests the pretty village of
Baux. The Ministry of Fine Arts there-
upon invited the Prefect of the Bouches
du Rhone to have the offending placard
removed. The Prefect forwarded the or-
der to the Sub-Prefect of Arles, who in
turn notified it to the Mayor of Baux.
But M. le Maire was a bosom friend of A,
and took no notice of the letter. The
population, however, got to hear of ‘the
business, and soon eplit into two parties.
The A party maintained that neither the
Ministry of Fine Arts, the Prefect of Mar-
geilles, nor the Sub-Prefect of Arles could
give orders to the Mayor of Baux. Their
adversaries condemned the rebellion of the
mayor, and fortified their case w1tl§ s l.et-
ter from the poet Mistral fulminating
against the inscription on the ro'ck.

Meanwhile the municipal elcetions came
on,-and were fought on the platform of
the advertisement. A rival hotel-keeper,
the Pere B, headed the foe. Not only
does he keep an inn but he is a poet, wears
his hair long, and boasts the friendship gf
Jean Richepin. Naturally his aesthetic
leanings indicated him as a defepder of
Nature's beauties. He succeeded in gain-
ing-a notable advantage by being named
president of the ballot, and this led to
much excitement among the par.txsn.ns.of
A, who would not give him their voting
papers, and sent their wives to vote for
them. Seeing that the day was going
against him, A rushed to the mairie, and
with a violent kick upset the table, but B
seized the ballot box and held fast to it
till the police came to the rescue. In the
end the B party won, and A was fined
$5 for interfering with the election.

The new mayor at once started to re-
move the obnoxious poster, but when .the
workmen had erected a scaffolding againet
the rugged face of the rock, A fetched his

who climbed up. The mayor did not much
like this resolute attitude, and telephoned
to the Sub-Prefect of Arles for instruc-
tions. That official, being well out of
range, 'réplied ‘magnificently: “Order the
men to mount the scaffolding and pull
down the advertisement. The costs of

Encouraged by the authority of Arles
the men swarmed boldly up. A did not
fire upon them, and the poster was yemov-
ed. As the rock retained unsightly traces
an artist who was painting in the »neigh-
borhood offered to restore it gratis, and
so ends this veracious history, which is
mute as to the subject of the offending
advertisement. Probably it vaunted the
hostelry of A, and therefore he and his
friends had to fight out their battle alone,
but had some mighty manufacturer with
deputies at his back been interested, it
would not have been so simple a business.
