THE I'IIILE_!_TIIIFF BILL.

We publish to-day from ‘the Toronto
Globe those schedules of the McKinley
tarift bill, as passed by the Senate,which
will most affect Canada. It is not likely
that they will be altered by the House of
Representatives, so that after the 1st
October next, less than three weeks
hence, the products of Canada will be
subjected to the rates of duty specified
in the article which appears on this
page. A glance at the azricultural sche-
dule will show in an instant how in-
jurious it is likely to be
to Canadian interests. The
duty on eg:s alone will probably put an
end to an export trade which now
amounts to about $2,000000 a year.
There is no change in the duty on coal.
The fish schedule imposes a duty on fresh
fish, which have until now gone in free,
and makes some changes in other kinds
of fish, but not tosuch anextent as to
seriously ‘nterfere with our export trade.
If our coasis are properly guarded
against Yankee poachers we will sell
more fish than ever to the people of the
United States,and our efforts should now
be directed to hreaking up the American
fishing ports on the Atlautic by shipping
direct from our own ports to the
places where the fish are to be dis-
tributed. The lumber schedule does not
alter the duty on sprace boards or
deals but. it reduces the duty on pine
boards aud pine shingles by one half.
Laths will pay the same duty as before,
but the duty on pickeis and palings and
Jumber for wharf building is reduced by
one half. These are the most favorable
features of the new tariff bill which is
calculated to reduce our exports to the
United States to the exient of at least
$10,000,000 and ‘our imports from that
country to a proportionate extent.

HE HlTES_ClIlDI.

The Globe, last evening, devotes al-
most a column of its editorial space
to an attack on an English tour-
ist who has published two fishing
sketches on the Miramichi in the
Illustrated London News, and in do-
ing so made some mistakes in the geog-
raphy of New Brunswick. This gives
the Globe an opportunity of attacking
Sir Charles Tupper, who, in its opinion
ought to take a bundle of maps under-his
arm and go about lecturing in the United
Kingdom on the geography of Canada.
This brilliant idea ought to be communi-
cated to Sir Charles Tapper, who,perhaps
may be impeiled by his affection for the
editor of the Globe to comply with his
request. At the same time we must call
the attention of Mr. Ellis to the fact that
any errors in regard to the geography of
New Drunswick in the article referred
to are of small conseqnence when com-
pared to the gross misrepresentations
of th’s Province which are constantly
appearing in the Globe. What does it
matter that an English tourist should
make the blunder of describing the
Miramichi as a tributary of the St. Jol™,
when weighed against the descriptions
which Mr. Ellis has been giving of New
Brunswick, in his paper, as a ruined
and niterly lost province, whose people
were flvire from it by the thousand. The
tourist’s blunder was a harmless one,
not designed to injure New Brunswick
wbile the misiepreseniations of the
Globe have been deliberate and wilful,
dictated by malice and by a disloyal
desire to haul down the British flag,

THE M'KINLEY TARIFF.

THE MEASURE AS IT WAS FINALLY
ADOPTED BY THE SENATE.

The Schedule Which Most Affeets Cane
adian Interests.

(Correspondence Toronto Glube.)
WasHixarox, Sept. 9.—The Schedules
of most interest to Canada in the new
tariff bill are the fish, agricultural and
lumber schedules. ' They take effect on

October 1st. They are as follows :

THE LUMBER SCHEDULE.

The lumber schedule, known as “Sche-
dule D; Wood and Manufactarers of,”
runs thus:

Timber, hewn and sawed, and timber
used for spars and in building wharves,
10 per cent ad val. .

They
examined the wound in his head, but
could not tell positively whether the skull
was fractured. The doctors agreed that
there was danger of death from concus-
sion of the brain. Up to a late hour to-
night he -had not rallied or spoken
to any one.

The assailant was taken before
‘Squire Frost this evening. He refused
to make any statement, and was com-
mitted to jail to await the results of Mr.
Worth's injuries. He wasin the em-
ploy of Mr. Worth as a hired man, about
two years ago. He was not seen in Sea
Cliff for a long time until recently,
when he reappeared in the village
asking for work. He called at
Mr. Worth’s house on Thurs-
day and was supplied with a meal.
Since then he has been hanging about
the village. He was familiar with Mr.
Werth’s movements, and knew that he
always had a large sum of money in the
office on Saturday afternoon to pay off
his men. There is litlle doubt that the
prisoner intended to get pc ion of
the money in the office.

ing attitude of Major Wissmann, Dr.
Peters, Emin Pasha, and the German-
African companies generally. Stanley
is not the one {o remain quiet under
German fire, atd in an interview on
Thursday with the editor of the St.
Moritz Post he expressed himself very
plainly of Emin. He says:

To a man of such exquisite and mor-
bid sensibilities and most inordinate
sel-esteem nothing can be right except
slavish adulation. He is continually in
the sulks and it is useless to meddle with
him. The negotiations with him began
at Ugogo in October, and Emin’s admir-
ation for the English and gratitude to
them were first checked by Wissmann’s
letter to him wbich he received when
nine days from the coast,and which
said :

“Though English have relieved you, I
hope you will not forget that we are
your countrymen and would do as much
for you ; and I hope you will make your
quarters with us at Bagamoyo.’

“Emin Pasha began to weigh then
what he could get from either party.
‘Wissmann thought he would get him for
the Germans. The fall after the ban-
quet put him in Wissmann’s power. It
was then necessary to keep pegging away
whispering things about me, about the
English,about the Consul-general,distort-
ing and magnifying everything to the
weak, unstable and sick man, who recog-
nized only Wissmann’s magnanimity.
The Germans think they have been very
clever in all this, but one of the officers
of the expedition, as soon as Emin had
read Wissmann’s letter to him, said:

“'ll bet Wissmann willget him,and it
will be best for the English ifhe joins the
Germans, for he is bound to spoil every-
thing he touches.’

“It was a bold prediction, but it has
proved true.”

TRIED TO BLACKMAIL AN ACTRESS.

A Young German’s Attempt to Make
Money Out of a Fellow Boarder.

Paul Seibelking, 25 years of age, came
to this country about 6 months ago, and
got employment as a porter in the china
and crockery warehouse of L. Strauss &
Son, 42 to 48 Warren street. He boarded
with Mrs. Schmitt at 10 Irving
place. A few weeks ago Fraulein
Lemnlein. an actress, came here from
Hamburg, and went to board with Mrs,
Schmitt. At breakfast one morning the
actress said she wanted to send $15 to
her mother in Hamburg, and wondered
whether she should register the letter.
Seibelking volunteered to send the money
for her, and Miss Lemnlein gave him a
letter with the money enclosed.

She thought no jmore of the matter
until she received a note from Seibelking
saying that if she did not give him $250
he would write to her mother that
Miss Lemnlein was not conducting her-
self properly in America. Miss
Lemnlein judged from the lefter that
Seibelking had read the communication
she had given him to send to Germany,
and wrote her mother asking if she had
received the $15. Mrs. Lemnlein replied
thatshe had not, and Miss Lemnlien re-
ported the facts to the police. De-
tective Heidelberg searched Lemnlein’s
room for evidence and found about $76
worth of china, which, it was afterwards
proved, belonged to L. Strauss & Son.
Mrs. Schmitt also told the dectective that
Seibelking had presented to her several
china sets and these she handed over to
him. Paul L. Witzell, the manager of
Strauss’s house, identified all the china
as having been taken from the firm.
Seibelking was held for trial yesterday
in the Tombs Court on the charge of
grand larceny.
