The British gunboat Widgeon is 
leaving Sui Fu for Kiating territory.

All approaches to Cheng Tu are held 
by rioters, the number of whom con­
stantly is being augmented.

received Thursday by Rev. T. E. 
Shore from the Baptist Missionary 
Society at Chung Kiang stating that all 
American Baptist Missionaries had 
reached there, also that the Kiating 
missionaries were en route and that 
telegraphic communication with Yac- 
how and NIng Yuan was cut off.
