Campbell-Bannerman entered the 
parliament with thé greatest majority 
ever given to a British premier.

They escaped from the 
wreck, but the fireman sustained a 
broken leg and other injuries, while 
the engineer was severely bruised and 
shaken up.

Engieer Gollphon and Fireman 
Olsen went down ifito.the wild waters 
of the creek with the locomotive, and 
how they escaped from the wreckage 
is hard to understand. They felt their 
way from under the flat car and man­
aged to reach the surface. They were 
carried rapidly down stream. When 
about 15 yards below the wreck Olsen 
caught hold of some driftwood, and 
was rescued from his perilous posi­
tion.

Engineer Goliphon was swept with 
great speed for about 50 yards before 
he could reach a place where he could 
rSake a landing. It was found that 
Olsen had sustained a fracture of one 
of his legs, and he was taken to the 
hospital at Northport. Goliphon, who 
had remained longer under water, it Is 
thought, than Olsen, was badly bruis­
ed, weak and dazed from his exertions, 
but fortuantely not seriously injured.

FOREIGNERS MUST

Vancouver, April 22.—At 9 6’clock on 
Supday evening off Cape Scott at the 
horthern end of Vancouver Island, the 
gasoline schooner Clara C. blew up. 
The vessel was smashed into a thou­
sand pieces and ali that remained of 
her was a mass of flotsam. Her crew' 
escaped by a miracle and watched the 
explosion from the safety of the ship’s 
boats, fifty feet distant.

The Clara C. was en route from the 
halibut grounds to Tacoma, her home 
port, Capt. H. G. Hanson being in 
charge. She had a crew of eleven men, 
On Sunday evening she took fire. Most 
of the fishermen were in their bunks. 
She was so badly ablaze and the tiré 
so near her oil tanks .that it was im­
possible to save her.

The men jumped into two fishing 
dories and without stopping to gather 
even their private belongings rapidly 
rowed away from the blazing boat. 
They were barely clear of her when 
with a shock that knocked them into 
the bottom of their boats the schooner 
blew up. All that night arid during the 
next day the men were out in their 
dories without food or water. Finally 
they landed at Scarlett Point light­
house. They were rescued from there 
and brought to Vancouver by the 
steamer Celestial Empire, also from the 
halibut grounds.

The company, has 7,700 tons 
of rails and 400 tons of copper already 
on hand and the other shipments will 
arrive as required. The rails, he said, 
were of the 70-pound variety, the same 
as is used dn steam railways and would 
therefore be suitable for the largest 
passenger and freight cars.

Few Invalids have been the object of 
ho mubh solicitude and attention as 
was bestowed upon Sir Henry, there 
having been a constant stream of call- 

at his Downing street Residence, In­
cluding King Edward, who visited him 

. on two occasions; Queen Alexandra, 
the Dowager Empress of Russia, the 
Prince and Princess of Wales, and 
many prominent men In public life.

Sir Henry’s last public utterance was 
a warm letter of thanks to his Scottish 

. friends who presented him with a por­
trait of himself. It is known that the 

, ex-premier was opposed to a public 
|i funeral, and it is believed he will be 
, buried beside the body of his wife at 

Meigle, in Perthshire, without ostenta­
tion.

David Lloyd-George, chancellor of 
the exchequer, on receiving the news 
of Sir Henry’s death, said: “I never 
met a great public figure since I have 
.been in political life who won so com­
pletely the attachment and affection of 
men who came in contact with him.”

Career, Crowded With Honors.
Sir Henry Campbell-Bannerman re­

signed the office of prime minister on 
•April 6th, suggesting in his letter to 
King Edward, who was sojourning at 
Biarritz, Herbert H. Asquith, chancel­
lor of the exchequer, and the then act­
ing premier, as his successor. Mr. As- 
quith was summoned at once by the 
King and received the appointment a 
few days lfttet-

Sir Henry was born on Septeihber 7th, 
1836. He was the youngest son of the 
late Sir Jamcj Campbell, of S traça thro, 
once Lord Provost of Glasgow. He as­
sumed the name of Bannerman under 
the will of his maternal uncle,1 the late 
Henry Bantterman, of Hunton Court, 
Kent, who bequeathed to him a large 
estate. He attended Glasgow Univers­
ity and Trinity college, Cambridge. In 

, 1860 he married Charlotte, daughter of 
Major-General Sir Charles Bruce. She 
died in 1906, and since then Sir Henry’s 
decline iri health may be dated.

For nearlY'forty years he sat for the 
same seat, the Stirling Burghs, and his 
record of office goes back to 1871, when 
he was financial secretary to the war 
office, which post he held a second 
time from 1880 to 1882. During the next 
two years he was secretary to the 
admiralty, and in 1884 he succeeded Sir 
George Trevelyan as Irish secretary, 
filling that office ably tmtil the defeat 
of the Gladstone ministry in 1885, In 
spite of the fact that the Irishmen de­
scribed him as “The Scotch sandbag.” 
In the short government of 1888 he was 
secretary for war, and to that post he 
returned under the last Liberal govern- 

"ment. The Unionists suggested him as 
a candidate for the Speakership, to 
which Mr. Qtilly was appointed.

He was chosen leader of the Liberal 
opposition In succession to Sir Wm. 
Harcourt in February, 1899. The Boer
