On the morning of Friday, February-{
10th, General Miller sent an ultimatum
to the commander of 'the rebels on shore,
notifying him that it was his intention, to :
take Iloilo by force if necessary. Non- !
combatants and foreigners were warned
to leave the town within 24 houirs. The
robels were also warned that they must
make no further belligerent preparations.

The gunboat Petrel was then moved to |
a position to close in shore and near the t
rebel fort, while the ermiser Boston took |
up her station at the other end of the ]
town.

I'riday passed quietly. During the day ! I
many refugees left the town of Iloilo, the E
majority of whom were faken on board‘
foreign ships lying in the ‘harbor, I
Searchlights from the  United States
warships were kept all night long illum- |
inating the town and fits defences.. The
so’ far as the lookouts on ‘the
ships could discover, remained quiescent !
throughout the mnight.

At 8 o’clock on the morning of Satur- .
day, Feb. 11, the gunboat Petrel signal- |
led to the eruiser Boston that the rebels:
were forming .in -their trenches. -In re-
turn the Petrel avas ordered to fire warn- !
ing shots upon the town from her three- |
pounders. ‘This was done, and the rebels
replied with 'a harmless fusilade. The |
Boston and Petrel then hombarded’ the |
rdbel trenches, completely elearing them '
of their oecupants in a very short time. |

After the bombardment hegan flames
broke out simultaneously in’ various parts
of the town. ‘Thereupon 48 marines,
acting. as infantry. and artillery, were
landed fromy - the -eruiser Boston and a
company was sent ashorg«from the gna-
boat Petrel.’ These detachments mareh-
«f straight jato-the towil OF 110il0; «hﬁ(L
hoisting the Stars and Stripes$ ove{ the
fort, took possession of the place in the
name of the United States.

The capture oX the town and its de-
fences having been accomplished, the
marines and soldiers who had been sent
ashore, proceeded to the task of saving
the American, British and German eon- ;
sulates from destruction by the fire which
was raging among the frail and inflam-
mable buildings of the town. The Swiss
consul’s  residence, which was in the
same row as the consulates named, was
burned. The entire Chinese and native
sections of the town were destroyed, but
foreign mercantile property eseaped with
slicht damage.

There was some desultory firing by the
enemy in the outskirts of Iloilo, but not
a single American was injured.

General Miller’s force had complete
control of the -situation when the gun-
boat Petrel - sailed from Tloilo for Ma-
nila. The sixth United States artillery
reziment occupied a position commanding
both the bridges leading into, the town
and the Tennessee volunteers and the
18th United States infantry were occupy-
m : the trenches that had been construct

1 by the rebels.
