Mobs Continue Work of Slasghter at
Odessa—Witte Has Difficulty
is Forming Cabiuet.

Odessa, Nov. 8.—1242 p.m.—After a
quiet night shooting began again to-day.
The Red Cross is busy attending to the
wounded.

Up to the present no Christian shops or
houses have been touched. The principal
hotels are full of the better class of Jews
seeking refuge from the week’s disorders,

There was a veritable reign of terror
on October 31st. After the Emperor’s
manifesto, granting a constitution to
Russia, had been published the Jews
made the Russians furious with rage by
making a prominent display with red
flags, trampling on a portrait of the Em-
peror and tearing down the emblem of
the crown.

Late in the afternoon-there was firing

in the outskirts of the town and the mas-.

sacre of the Jews commenced and lasted
during the night of -November 1st.

All Jews found in the streets were
severely beaten and many killed. Theéir
shops were pillaged. The quarters of the
poorer Jews on the o 1tskirts were wreek-
ed and plundered, the soldiers apparent-
Iy looking on. “Crowds of workmen,
rowdies, women and children, laden with
ali‘kinds .of- loot, walked openly through
the streets quarrelling over the  spoils.
Bombs. were' thrown in various parts of
the town.,

‘FREE PARDON GRANTED '~
"~ TO NUMBER OF PRISONERS

The Decree Includes Political Offences
Committed up to the End of-
October.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 4.—The text of
the imperial manifesto granting amnesty
to political prisoners: signed hy Emperor
Nichelas yesterday, ‘declares that by
virtue of the intention expressed in the
manifesto of October 30th to accord the
population inviolable principles of - eivil
liberty, free pardon is granted to.political
criminals of various categores, which
are enumerated, and:also to participators
in strikes and those responsible for
breaking contracts.

The pardon. extends to. those now in
prison and to those not yet tried or on
whom sentence has not yet been pro-
nounced. Persons convicted - of crimé
and committed over ten years ‘are to be
reledsed and will. 'be sentenced to the
Siberian colonies. : Those who are now
colonists there will be allowed, after four
years, to choose their place of residence
but are prohibited from living in the cap-
itals. of . St. Petersburg or Moscow for
three years,

Conviets -not falling under these cate-
gories have their sentences reduced by
one-half, and persons condemned to im-

reduced to 15 years’ imprisonment.
This .extends: to all prisoners who. bene-

fited by previous! manifestoes. Persons

arrested - by ‘imperial or administrative

penalty commuted to 15.years at hard
labor.

The amnesty : decree includes politi¢al
offences committed up to October 30th.

SAILOR KILLED.

Fell Down.Hold on the American Ship
Benjamin F. Packard.

Port Townsend, Nov. 3.—A  sailor,
name unknown, was killed this morning
on the American ship Benjamin F. Pack-
ard.
