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tunity to return if you will take me back. There is no need for
me to dilate on the principles of the order further than to say that
its fraternal spirit commends itself to all, and I know of no society
in which the members stick together closer. In the United States
the Knights of Pythias rank equal, if not superior, to any other
society, and even here the same feeling prevails. ‘1 am greatly
pleased to hear of the progress made and predict a large and
rapid growth, I again express the hope that your visit will be
pleasant, and if any get intoxicated with the pleasures of the city
I desire to say, as Chairman of the Police Commissioners, that
you have the freedom of the city.

The Grand Chancegllor, in reply, thanked His Worship for the
very kind welcome extended and promised that the generous offer
of the freedom of the city would not be abused.

A few minutes were then spent in general conversation, fter
which the Mayor retired and the Grand 1.odge was called to order.
