hutcheries alene. $23,682.36 of this
som, under the head of ‘Fish Hatch-
eries and Feeding Stations,” was the
amount of money expended fer the
operation of the elder fish hatcheries,
clerk hire and expenses connected
therewith, In addition, there were
twe appropriations of $6,000 each for
new hatcheries at Sebago and Rangely
Lakes.

The latest example 18 the appearance in
the field of Sir William V. Whiteway,
‘Newfoundland’s grand old mam, to
Grganize a paity to oppose the Govern-
munt of Sir Robert Bond, who, for a
numberof years, was Colonial Sccretary
-in Sir William’s Cabinet.

The politicans know that at the present
t:me Cunfederation is unpepular, hence
they eppese is. That unpopularity,
when the peeple aie enlightened, will
probably be dissipated, ‘and then the
politicans may be depemded upon te
become just as ardent Confederates as
they are new anti-Confederates.

CANADA MISSED OPPORTUNITY.

The most persistent, and the most
tirerome argument against Cenfederation
that I have met with has been that
Cabada refused in 1895 to accept New-
founcland’s offer te eatec Confederation.
The piedominaus epinion, openly express-
ed on all sides, is that Cavada at that
time tried to tuke advantage of New-
foundland’s distress, that it regarded the
islaud as & bankrupt comeern, and that
without any coneideratien at all of its
assets, when properly developed, it pre-
ceeded to offer 830 many cents on the
decllar. “You had the chance to take us
in then, whem we were in treuble, and
you turned us down; now we can do
without yon, and we mean te,” is the
first sta‘ement made by almost every
o-dinary Newfounilander when approich-
ed on the subject. Newfoundland’s
pride was hurt, .and it will need the
cleverest diplom oy to heal the wound.

NEXT OVERTURES FROM CANADA.

It may be taken for granted, isis not

nter-

never sgiin ask Canada to admit 1% into
the Dom nisn. The next overtures mus:
come from Cansda. The Deminion will
have te make a brnad and generous effer
wu & differeut basis entirely from the
offer of 1895. The terms which Naw-
foundland was willing te socept them
weuld net be considered now asat all
acceptable by even the strongast advecates
of Confederetion in the_.coleny. The
‘i-land has been developed tremendeusly
inthe eight years that have passed, and
permaneut resources have been revealed
that wers then mere chimeras.

To one ef the leading statesmen of the
wlaod I put the questien, ¢ What saould
Qanads do, supposing it were desirous of
Newfonndland enteiing Confederation?”
Ho replied:’ *‘Your terms of entry would
haye to be. far above what  they were
in.1895,, You would have te show our
people that their position weuld be
materially benefitted, You would have

out harbors, etc., for the advantage of the
fishermen, autline a scheme of develepe-
ment, and previde sufficient - guarantees
that that ssheme would be carried eut.’
_The principal obaticle to unien is the
probability of Newfouadland demanding
extravegant and impossible terms, as the
resnlt of its' present prosverity and the
agsuring eutleok for contimued develope-
ment.
