Q-—~What ‘are the obligations and
responsibilities of the sald two rail-
way companies under the contracis
and statutes providing for the com-
struction of the National Transon:
tinental Railway?

A.~The obligations and r
ities of the companies are set forth
in the contractual and statutory pro-
visions which are embodied in Chap.
71 of the Act of 1908, entitled “an
Act respecting the Construction of
the N. T. R.” and Chapter &4 of the
Act of 1904, entitled, “an Act to
amend the N, T, R, Act.” Both com-
panies are also subject to the provi-
slonys of the general statutés of Can-
ada relating to rallways under feder-
al jurisdiction, that is to say, Chap.
68 of the Acts of 1903 entitled “an Act
to amend and consolidate the law re-
specting railways,” and various acts
since passed by parliament in amend.
meént thereof.

OLD VETERAN

Widow of Fafhous Confederate
General Will Aid Hushand's
Civil War Foe — General
Sickles Not Arested.

New York, Jan, 27.—Mrs, Helen D.
Longstreet, widow of the famous con-
federate general, came to the aid of
Ler husband’s civil war foe, General
Danie} E. Sickles today, with an offer
to raise $23,476 among the “ragged
and maimed followers of Lee,” to pay
General Sickles’' alleged debt to the
State of New York.

Sherift Harburger also, who arrest-
ed General Sickles today in the civil
suit brought by the State to recover
the money, indited a letter to the
richest men in New York, appealing
to them to aid the aged veteran. The
Sheriff addressed his letter to J. P.
Morgan, John D. Rockefeller, Andrew
Carnegie and the 450 members of the
Sherift’'s panel, composed of wealthy
New Yorkers.

Sherift Harburger dealt gently with
his 92 year old prisomer. Instead of
serving the order of arrest immediate-
Iy this morning, he waited in his office
till General Sickles' lawyer, Daniel
P. Hayes had arranged with a surcty
company for a $30,000 bond for the
veteran's freedom. The issuance of
the bond makes it unnecessary for the
Sheriff to place General Sickles in the
Ludlow street jail, as he feared Sat-
urday he might have to do.

Message to Stat;a Legis*-
lature Strongly Urges
Reforms

TO SHIELD UNWARY
FROM SHARP TRICKS

Suggests Laws to Pre-
vent Stock Juggling,
Stock - Pools, Mislead-
ing Advertising, and to
Give Public a Square
Deal.

Albany, N, Y., Jan, 27.—State super-
vision and regulation of the New York
stock exchange and other stock ex-
changes are advocated by Governor
Sulzer in a message sent by him to
the legislature tonight. The time is
ripe, in the governor's opinion, for
the state to step in and end “flagrant
abuses, shifty schemes and clever com-
binations to catch the unwary and mis-
lead the public.”

To effect this he recommends the
enactment of a group of laws, at least
one of which shall provide imprison-
ment as & penalty for its violation.
Thege laws, the govegnor says, should
apply to certain practices which have
been shown to exist by the Pujo com-
mittee of the house of representatives
and other investigators.

“The testimony of some of the gov-
ernors of the exchanges,” Governor
Sulzer says, “leavea no doubt in the
minds of men of judgment that the
exchanges have been either incapable
or unwilling to devise measures that
will effectively eradicate the evils. It
is mow the obvious duty of the state,
it geems to me, to devise the remedies.

Suggested Reforms.

Among the ‘measures Which Gover-
nor Sulzer would have enacted into
law are:

A law to distinguish clearly proper
transactions of purchase, of sales drom
those that are the results of combin-
ations to raise or depress artificially
the prices of securities without re-
gard to their true or legitimate supply
and demand.

A law to prohibit brokers from sel-
ling backward and forward among
themselves blocks of particular stock
with intent to ‘deceive or mislead
outsiders.

A law to prohibit brokers from sel-
ling for their own account the same
stocks that they have been ordered
to buy for their customers at the time
the customers’ orders awe execucted.

A law clearly prohibiting insolvent
brokers drom continuing to buy and
gell after they become insolvent.

To Prevent Fake Advertising.

A law making it a criminal offense
“io issue any statement or publish
any advertisement as to the value of
any stock or other security or as to
the financial conditon 6f any corpora-
tion or company issuing or about to
issue stock or securities where any

Calis Allies Obstinate.

Rechad Pasha, head of the Turkish
delegation, in an interview tomight,
said that he deeply regretted the ob-
stinacy of the allies which he declared
was not only against Turkey's, but
against their own true interests. He
added: This obstinacy is the more re-
grettable because, while Bulgaria does
not need Adrianople, either for defen-
sive or offensive purposes, this town
is indispensable to Turkey on account
of history, tal and igi
associations. In fact,” Turkey would
be weaker from a military point of
view, possessing Adrianople than
without it, as the presnt wan proves,
for a whole army is now mobilized in-
side that fortress.

“Tugkey has shown a yielding spirit
toward the Allies, ceding a larger
area than thelr own countries before
the war. What was the use of assem-
bling & conference if the Allies were
determined to make no concessions
