On Sunday, the 6th of November, at 10
¢ileck, the new Catholic Church of St.
Yary's, corner Cralg and Panet streets, was
gened in due form by His Lordship the
Blshop of Montreal, and the Holy Bacrifice of
the Mass was celebrated within its walls for
ibe first time. It was crowded to the doors,
ot the firat thing that etruck every ons who

had not seen it before was its extreme beauty,
itz chaste appearance, the elegance of the
porkmanehip, its marvellously beautiful altar
ind the harmonious proportions of the in-
erlor in even the minutest particulars. The
oloring was especislly pleaslng to the
sthetic oye, subdued from & pure whiteness,
sit wag, to o faithfal imitation of Carrara
marble. From time to time, according us the
building progressed, it has been noticed in
i columns of TeE PosT, and the facts and
jzures connected with it given to thé public
» such ap extent as to render repetition un-
becossary here, except outlined in the briefest
panner.
St. Bridget's parish was cananically estab.
ished on the Tth December in the year 1867,
lor the entire eastern portion of the city,
vhich was for seme years becoming more
ud more thickly populated, there existed
itea but the church of St. Peter and the
wumble chapsl which was situated over the
Brothers’ school on Dorchester sirest, and
which received the name of 8t. Bridget. Up
fo yesterdsy this chapel was used in turn by
the French and Irish population. The need,
j therefore, of a separate temple of prayer, the

B uee of which would be undivided, bas long

been felt in the East End, and it is now over
thirty yests since the project of building
8 chorch for the Iriskh Qatholic population
wesmooted. At that early period, the firat
{0 interest himself in secnring a place of
sorship for the people was the late lamented
hitber O'Brien ; for some time he did all in
ifs power to push on the good work, when it
fll to the lot of the Rev. Father O'Farrell,
wr Blshop of Trenton, to follow in the same
drection. ‘Their zealous efforts, however,
tough pot in vain, did not accomplish the
Nect in view. They however, left to their
pecossors a certain nmount of money which
i been collected for that purpose. For
me years after the project was laid in abey-
e, until the Rev. Father Lonergan set
s beart on the holy work, and his mind and
biod to carry it out.

Finally, we see the progress and the success
which has attended the organization of the
St Bridget's Catholic Young Men's Associn-
tion, Then there is the Ladies’ Rosary and
Benovolent Society which numbers ever 250
embers. The lsdies of this Soclety bave
Gevoted comsiderable of their time and
abor to the building of the church, and
hey now intend to purchage the
puattle altar, which will be rendy for, and will
08 ¢rected ow, the lst of Mebruary, 1882.

The church wascrowded to its fullest capa-
city, the gallery, which is to bave pewsalso,
had its share of worshippers. And here it may
be remarked that the gallery curves out into
the body of the building in the segment of a
circle, except the wings which are thrown
back in lines running parallel with the altar,
a8 also that the whole is arranged with the
greatest care in the way of acoustics, so that
a sermon can be heard from all parts of the
Bacred Edifice with the greatest ease.

cals. The officiating prlests were Father
Plasmondon, Father McAuley, of Stanstead ;
Father Lefevre, Superior of Oblate Fathers,
Mass was celebrated by Father Dugas, assisted
by Father Brown of St. Hugee, and Aubrey
of St. Gabriel. DBefors the celebration of
Mass, the Wardens of the church presented
themselves before His Lordship on the gpace
to the right of the altar,and Mr, Riordan read
the following address :

To His Lordskip E. C. Faspe, Buwshop of
Montreal :

Ay Lord,—The pastor and parishioners of
St. Mary’s are proud to great your Lerdship
this morning in the new 8t. Mary's Church,
They hail in your person the representative
of authority, the firet pastor of this vast and
flourishing diocese ; moreover, thoy receive
as friend and father one whose interest in
their welfare has been evidenced most clearly
during the building of this church. Usseless
to recall on this solemn occasion the many
trials we have gone through before seeing the
completior of the good work,

For over thirty years have we struggled to
build up in this eastern part of the city a
monument of our faith and of our love of
religion. We thought it right to erect hera a
standing and elogquent proof of Irish faith.

QOur number is few, our strength limited,
union has been our strengith and obedience
our force,

It 1s our greamtest comsolation to-day to
state that not one etep has been taken in
this enterprise without the sanstion of au-
thority, We know full well, “except the Lord
build the house, they labor in vain that build
it,” and unless authority, contribnted by God
$0 govern here below in His stead, biddeth or
permitteth, God Himself bids not ana per-
mits mot.

My Lord accept our thanks for your kind-
ness, and bring bome at the same time to
your noble predecessor the deep expression
of our gratitade. Tell him that his name as
well as your own shall be engraved on our
hearts more 8olidly than cn the walls of this
sanctuary ; that his name and your own will
go down to posterity blessed and cherished
by the Catholics of the East End. ]

May tbis monument of faith, the price of
many sacrificee on the part of both Pastor
and people, uraw down on our homes the
choicest blessings of Heaven. Our .first
prayer here 18 a prayer of thanksgiving to
the Almighty, and our first demand is a sup-
plication on behalf of St. Mary's parish, on
bebalf of Canada, our dear adopted land, on
behalf of Your Lordship's welfare, and last,
but not least, an ardeut prayer for our dear old
Ireland.

His Lordehip briefly replied. He, from the
bottom of his heart, congratulated the Catho-
licv of the. East End in having raised such a
noble edifice to the glory of the Most High
God. They had worked with zeal, fsith and
earnestness against very great difficulties and
they had succeeded. The English speaking
Catholics who wrought the good work were
comparatively faw {n number, but they were
gtrong in religion and thelr efforts should be
an example to inciteothers to glmilar action.
@od crowned their efforts and those of their
pastor, because their faith was strong snd
thelr sacrifices generous. The intention at
ficst was to call the new Church St. Bridget's,
but, on conslderation, it was given what His
Lordship thought the most appropriate name
of St.Alary. It was situated in St. Mary’s Ward.
Ask the coungel of this Blessed BSI. llary
when in difficulties and;it will be granted, snd,
remember, She i8 always present. His
Lordship concluded by thanking the wardens
of St. Mary’s Church fcr their address.

Before service commenced, Father Simon
Lonergan sald he would speak a few words of
explanation. Bishop Cleary, of Kingston,
had promised to preach the sermon of the
accasion, but, he regretted to say, owing to
tho amount of labor which devolved upon
him in commnection with the Synod, and the
continuons demand upon his time of late,
His Lordship found it impossible to come to
Montreal. In this extremity he bad rapped
at the door of the Redemptorists’ of Quebec,
apd Fatber McCarthy had kindly responded.
While spesking ho (Father Lonergan) would
tako the opportunity of quoting an old pro-
verb, # A frlend in need, is a friend iudeed,”

he had obtained material nassistance was
Father Compion, of $t. Bridget's, whom he
had indeed found a friend in need.

Father McCartay is an easy, graceful
preacher, whose words fall slowly aud pleas-
antly on the ear, and whose diction and
elocution are faultless. He took for his text
the 8th verse, fifth chapter of the Book of
Psalms :—¢ Bat as for me in the multitude of
thy mercy, I wiil come into thy house; I
will worship towards tby holy temple, in thy
fear’* We regret the limited space at our
command will not permit of a verbalim report
of .the eloquent sermon of Father McCarthy.

rations. Your faith teaches you that itis
one of the grentest privileges to psrtake in
the building of a church to the Majesty of
God. You can imagine you can hear our
Divine Saviour telling you he is pleased with
your building Him s house and thet He also
will build you a home in heaven. Tho only
time our Blessed Lora ever complaincd was
when He said: «the birds of the air have
nests, foxes have their holes, but the Son of
Man bhes uot where fo lay His head.” 'The
Catholic Church has, in every age and clime,
tried to blot out this reprosch of our Re-
deemet ; it has tried {o make amends for the
omisslon of other days by raising noblo build-
ings to God all ovar the earth, It is charaie
teristic of Catholicity to encourage the erec-
tion of temples to God; it is her duty, and it
is the duty of all of us. We must do it, and
you can look round you to-day and rejoice
that you have performed that sacred duoty;
the consclousness of it will be to yom

aslways a comfort, for hers yeu can
pour out your heart and Iimplore
temporal and spiritual blessings before

the altar which your zeal and pisty have
erected. It in written that God would bave
spared Sodom und Gomorrah it ten good men
could have been counted in it, but surely we
are warranted {n supposing that -here in this
church, before God’s holy altar, there are not
only ten but hundreds of good christians.
This, then, is a sacred spot, hallowed and con-
secrated, where for centuries to come praver
will ascend and sacrifices be offered for epiri-
tual and temporal gifts by the descendants of
those kneslipg here to-day. God's presence
fills the whole universe; Heaven is Hig throne
and the earth is His footstool, and Hecan hear
the prayers ot His ¢hitdren from any part of
created nature. But he has from time to time
expressed the wish to be gerved in particular
places. Jacob slept with s stone for his pil-
law, he wrestled with an angel and he said,
t this place shall be a house of God.” When
Moses approached the burning bush a voice
said, ¢ take the shoes from off thy feet, for the
place whereon thou standest is holy ground.”
The Israelites carried the Tabernacle with
them in their wanderings: David danced for
joy before it, but it was reserved for his son
Solomon to erect the most magnificent temple
history has record of. A cloud rested
over the temple on which was the
Lord; ond the oblations placed on
its altar were consumed by o miraculous
fire, If such grandeur was oxhibited in the
old law, what must it be in the new law,
Solomon's temple with ell its glory, its
riches, its gorgeousness was but a figurs of the
Catholic Church. The blood of oxen was
oftered up 1n it, but behold how we have the
blood of Jesus Christ, the Son of God,as a
sacrifice! He is always here on our altars by
day and by night. David had the Ark of the
Covenant brought to his capital, but here you
are before God himself, They had the
shadow, we have the substance.

The sweet mame of Mary, the Blessed
Virgin and Mother of God, 1¢ associated with
the Church. Urder Her powerful patronasge
meny generations will grow up around it
and give praiso to God before this altar. The
beautiful building is a credit to St. Mary’s
Ward. I had no idea it was eo grand uantil
to-day. Your charity, my beloved brethren,
s not cold ; your faith is not dormant, ana
your generosity 18 glorlous. Let the good
work continue ; every stone in the edifice Is
sacred ; it was a mere bullding yesterday,
henceforth it will be the Church ot God for.
ever., Always romember when you enter
that God Is here ; say, like Jacob, ¥ This is no
other than the House of God;"' from here
prayer will ascend to Heaven like incense.
He will not despise a contrite heart bessech—
og Him from here. :

All honor and glory must he given to God,
my beloved brethren, end He will give us
grace and strength in return. Let us bs
thankful for this great mercy,and let us say,
like the Paalmist: ¢« Lord, I bave loved the
beanty of Thy house and the place wherein
Thy glory dwelleth.

When the preacher had concluded his ser-
mon the following address was read to Father
James Lonergan :(—

We, the English speaking perishioners of
Bi+ Bridget's, respectfnlly beg to express to
you our sincere gratitude and best thanks on
this auepicious occasion, namely, the formal
congecration ot tho new 8¢, Mary’s Church by
His Lordship the Bishop of Montreal.

After many, many long years of expectation
ond disappointments this great labor of the
erection of an Irish church in the East End
of the city has at length been frzlly accom-—
plished.

All must admit that to your untiring
energy, zeal and indomitable exertions, under
the guiding hand of Divine Providence,
whose devoted servant you are, this great
work, this beautiful church, the new St.
Mary’s, has been brought to completion.

It is a fact patent to all that for upwards of
twenty-five years, efforts have been made’
without any practical result in tho direction
of erecting a church for the Irish in St. Bria-
get's ; but not $ill your advont as Paris
Priest was the realization achieved, and
prought to a successful conclusion.

When you took charge of St. Bridget’s, only:
a few years ago, you found us without a
cburch. You immediataty set to work with
that business talent and vignur of which you
are possessed in a remarknblo degree, and
determined that this state of things must not
exist.

You called a meeting of the parishioners
and decided apan the erection of this church,
-and in which Divine Worship has this mom-
ing been celebrated, costing, I believe, up to
this date, nearly $40,000. - ’

Rev. Father, let anyoue view the exterior
and interior of this chuich and he will admit
that it 1s u credit to the parish, to our race,

THE U. 8. WARSHIP « ALLIANCE."
A FOUR MONTOS' CRUISE IN THE ARCTIC SEAS—
X0 TIDINGS OF THE % JEANRETTE."”

Havrrax, Nov, 1.—The U. §. warship ¢ Al.
liance,” Commander G. W. Wadleigh, which

for the past four months has been crulsing
in the Arctie Seas In search of the missing
exploring ghip ¢ Jeannette,” arrived here to-
day on her way to New York, having durlag
her absence seen or heard nothing of thot
vessel. ©On the 16th of 1ast June,
having Ianded ber Dbattery, keeping
only one &mall gou for firing sig-
nals, the ¢ Allinnce” gailed for Nor-
folk, Virginis, on ber way to the Northern
reglone, touching at 5t. John’s Nfld; Reik-
javik, in [celand ; Hammerfust, Norway and
Spitzbergen for coal and other neccessarles.
In running along the ice limits between
Spitzbergen and Greenland, Greem Harbour
aod South Gat were visited. The whole of
August and half of September were spent in
cruising under steam and gail, but not a
sign was seon nor could any tidings be ob.
tained of the « Joaanette,” The ship manag-
ed to get s far north as eighty degrees ten
minutes, but further it was impossible, ice
being packed firm and impenetinble. Onthe
16th of Beptember Hammerfest was again
vigited, cpal was taken in, and the ship re-
turned to.Spitabergen, making further search
until the 26th. ‘T'hey then proceeded
to Reikjavik, skirting the ice pnck,
and from there came direct to Hali-
fax, mnking the pagsage in seveunteen
days, and encountering no ice whatever on
the Banks of Newfoundland. The lowest at
which the thermometer stood during the four
and a half monthy’ voysge was 232, and
during Auvgust, when in Spitzbergen, it was
as bigh attimes as 50°. Oa the 18t of Sep-
tember gales of wind and cold, accompanied
by heavy snow und sleet storme, commaenced,
and until arrival here it was very tempestu-
ous, gales blowing continuvally from the
southwest and southeast. During Aupgust
the weather was fine, with the exception of
an occasional 1mild snow storm. Observa-
tions wero taken at different times in Ice-
land and Spitzbergen tor the dip and varia-
tion of the cowmpass, and a collection of
fauna anid flara was made at the latter place.
As far as practicable observations +were alao
taken of toe temperature of the sen, The
healtk of the crew in the North was excel-
lent, aud no complaints of any kind were
houre. Wince leaving Norfolk Iust June, un-
til her arrival here to.day, but twenty-two
days were spent in port by the 4 Allianca.”
Upon her return to New York, for which
piace she wlll leave about Sunday, the ship
will be re-equipped as a regular man-of.war,
with her battery, &c. :
