Procure wide-mouthed glow jars. To fill 
four quart bottles take two large perfect head» 
of cauliflower, divide them into small but 
shapely pieces, so as to leave a little of the 
blossom unbroken on each one. One quart of 
cucumbers not over two inches in length, one 
dozen small gréen pepper pods andone quart 
of garlic cloves or tiny onion bulbs, peeled; 
half a pint of nasturtiums may be added or 
not, as you fancy. . Steep the vegetable, for 
twenty-four hours in brine, firs» scalding the 
garlic or onions and leaving them in salt water 
w themselves. Next morning mix all to­
gether and lei them drain for two hours in a 
colander.. If they aw too s.lt to the taste, 

little hot water over them while still in 
the colander. * Next-put them in a preserving 
kettle over the fire, sprinkling through them 
two ounces of tiwmerier two scant table spoon 
fuis of cayenne pepper and a quarter 
of a pound of of English mustard, mixed 
smooth with a teacup of boiling water that has 
been allowed to grew takewann. Add suffi­
cient eider vinegar to «wee well, and simmer 
until the vegetables are tender, watching and 
stirring from time to time. A little sugar may 
be added, but the imported has none.
