It is
perhaps unnecessary for me to say that the officer I have selected to
conduct this investigation is an able lawyer of irreproachable reputation,
in no way connected with any of our officers on the Pacific Coast and with-
out knowledge of the previous state of affairs. When this investigation

is over we will certainly dismiss from the service anyone who is found
guilty of acts which effects their usefulness,and I am also going to dis-
charge anyone caught making malicious charges.”
