Norse.—The parts of all streets (extending north and south) north of 

King Street, are designated by their names proper, as James Street, Hugh- 
won Street, whilst the nart south of King Street is denominated Upper, as 
Upper James Street, Upper Hughson Street, and by the same rule the 
streets extending east and west ; those east of James are called by their 
proner name, as King Street, while those west of James Street have the 
prefix of west, as west King Street. In King Street, and all streets parallel 
with it, the ^numbers commence at James Stpeet, and run east and west, 
the odd numbers being on the south side, and the even on the north, viz. : 
W. P. McLaren’s number is 1 King Street, while on the opposite* or north 
sida, Lawson 6c Brother’s number is 2 King St. ; also, Canada Life Assurance 
Offloe is No. 1, while opposite, Hamilton ic Kneeehaw’s number is 2. In 
James Street, and all parallel streets, the numbers commence at King St., 
and run north and south, the odd numbers being on the west side, and the 
even on the east, viz. : J. Hutchison’s number is 1, and on the opposite side 
Field 6c Davidson’s Is No. 2.
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
