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AGRICULTURAL NOTES.

—Manitoba potatoes are being 
shipped to Ontario. The crop is 
excellent.

—The potato crop throughout 
Ontario is reported to be an entire 
failure, and dealers will have to de­
pend upon the Mai iiime 'Provinces 
and Manitoba for their sopjtfÿ^'

—A Vermont farmer gave a patent 
medicine man permission to paint his 
advertisements on 500 rods of fence, 
and when the ornamentcr of rural 
scenery hired a team and drove out 
to the farm he found it was wire 
fence.

—Harvesting in Manitoba is nearly 
finished, an average wheat yield of 
between twenty-five and thirty bush­
els to the acre being assured, with 
other cereals in proportion. It is 
estimated that at least seven million 
bushels of wheat, and probably more, 
will be available for export.

—Up to the end of J uly there bad 
been exported from Canada cheese 
of this season’s make to the value 
$2,597,000, an increase over the ex­
portation for the same period of 
1886 of $1,153,000. The high 
price which now rules for butter as 
for cheese will make this a very 
profitable season for dairy farmers.

—Bluberries are now largely ship­
ped from different points on the 
Now Brunswick railroad to Maine 
apd other States. A large number 
of American firms are engaged in 
the business which is a good one 
while the season lasts. The pick­
ers get good pay, and many are en­
gaged in gathering the berries. It 
is estimated that the season's ship­
ments will be worth $10,000.

—A potato digger has been pa­
tented by H. D. Binkley of Ham il 
ton, Ont., and has been throughly 
tested with the most satisfactory re­
sults, and it wonld be difficult to 
eonceive how the work could be 
done bettor. The machine is drawn 
by two horses, and will dig about 
four acres per day, leaving the potn 
toes nicely shaken out by the double 
picker attachment and unbruised on 
top of ibe ground. The work is 
cleaner and better done than if by 
band. It has been patented in Canada 
and the United States.

Forty-four Years of Wheat Growing 
on the Same Field.

John J. Willis, Superintendent of 
Lawes and Gilbert's famous Expert 
mental Farm at Itoibamsted, Eng­
land, writes to the American Agri 
culturist for September :

Among the many invaluable ex­
periments here, there are none more 
interesting, and certainly none more 
important to the people of the world 
at large, than those on the contin 
uous growth of wheat for nearly half 
a century on the same land, com­
mencing 1844, and continuing up to 
the present time, together with the 
investigations of the chemical com 
ponents of wheat products in the 
mill, according to the conditions of 
growth, or the circumstances of their 
preparation.

The records, then, of a field of 
fourteen acres, on which wheat has 
been, grown without manure, and 
by different kinds of manure year 
after year for 44 successive seasons, 
without either bare-fallow, or a fal­
low crop, and in which the lowest 
production per acre in the first year 

,/ on any plot was 15 bushels of dress 
ed grain, and in 1886, the last year, 
9 bushels, and highest in the first 
year 24£ bushels, and the last year 
45£ bushels ; with an extreme range 
of from 5 to 66 bushels of wheat per 
acre, cannot fail to be of much in 
terest at once to the. practical farmer 
the miller, and economists. It has 

^bcen demonstrated bv numerous ex­
periments, both in the old world and 
in the new, that not only may the 
relative proportions of the different 
parts of the wheat plant vary con­
siderably in different specimens, but 
also that the composition of the 
berry itself is liable to great changes, 
according to the variety employed, 
the mode of culture, the season, the 
nature of the soil, and the manurial 
ingredients used. In fact, the more 
wheat, which is characteristically a 
starchy product, is perfectly matured 
whether through the influence of 
variety, soil, season, or manure, the 
higher will be the proportion of flour 
obtained by milling, and as a rule 
the lower will be the proportion of 
nitrogenous substances, the lower 
that of the bran, and the higher 
that of the starchy compounds.

—Col. Goldie is now buying 
horses in Western Ontario for the 
British army, and is meeting with 
a very satisfactory measure of suc­
cess. The shipments made this sea­
son have met with the warmest ap­
proval of the Imperial authority, 
and Col. Goodie is now virtually at 
liberty to buy all the horses that 
are oàored within the prices named, 
that meet with his approval.

—It has been decided to arm the 
whole of the Austro Hungarian re­
gulars and militia before 1891 with 
Mannlicher repeating rifles. The 
number required will be 1,200,000, 
and the cost will bo $18,000,000.

—Proprations are being made on 
a scale of unparalleled mangiflcencé 
for the celebrattion bf the Pope's 
jubilee, which will commence next 
menth.

—Gladstone says that “Wales is 
the most Protestant country in the 
whole world."

Life in Old Times.

One of the truest remarks ever 
made was that “all times are good 
when they are old.” For there was 
never yet an age in which people 
did not think that their fathers were 
better off than they. Regrets for 
the so-called good eld times are per­
haps more frequent than hitherto- 
fore, owing to the quick and radical 
changes that science has accomplish­
ed during the last half century. 
One of eur English contemporaries, 
apparently disgusted with the too- 
common complaint concerning pres­
ent evils, has sought to comfort its 
readers by picturing the conditions 
of life as endured a few centuries 
ago. We reprint below portions of 
the article in question ;—“The 
artisan stopped out of his mud hovel 
into a muddy street, and this at a 
time when the Moor at oqe corner 
of Europe and the Florentine at the 
other were enjoying the advantage 
of a polished capita). The un- 
paved streets arid lanes had a gutter 
running down the centre, into which 
muck was thrown from the windows, 
undt hrough the narrow lanes came 
strings of pack horses to make them 
still more dangerous. There was an 
absence of all due means of clean­
liness and health. Here and there 
hung at night, a tew oil lights. In 
the houses the smoke from the char­
coal fire escaped through a hole in 
the roof, since chimneys for private 
rooms did not come into use until 
the fourteenth century, and were not 
common until Elizabeth’s reign 
Candles were dear—nearly 2d. £ 
piece—that is, five cents of our 
money. At last Amyot, the french 
translator of Plutarch, had to read 
by the light of the charcoal In the 
brazier. Men could not afford to 
read in their rooms after dark. The 
dining halls were strewn with 
rushes into which all sorts of nasti­
ness wore thrown, and after about a 
fortnight they became unendurable, 
and there was, or ought to have been 
a general cleaning. The sweating 
sickness of Tudor times, like other 
plagues, was largely due to the filthy 
mode of living ’-

The Late Dr. Kennedy.

(Montreal Witness.)
The Rev. Dr. David Kennedy, 

Principal of the Stanstead Wesleyan 
College, died of typhoid fever on 
Sunday morning last after an illness 
of tea days. - —

A native of Western Ontario, Dr. 
Kennedy was the descendant of 
Christian parents, whoso influence 
he remembered to the last, dying, 
after a forty-eight years’ career of 
usefulness with the words on his 
lips :—“I dfe in the faith of my 
father.” He entered the ministry in 
1864, and after several years of pas­
toral duties at Huntingdon and else­
where, entered upon educational 
work at Mount Allison University, 
N. B. In 1884, the authorities of 
Stanstead College secured his valu­
able services for that institution. 
Under his wise and able ministra­
tion the College has made very 
marked progress, and his death is 
felt to be a serious blow to the in­
stitution.

The funeral services were conduct­
ed by the Rev. A. B. Chambers, pas­
tor of the Stanstead Methodist 
Church, on Tuesday, and a very 
large number were present, includ­
ing all the students of the institu­
tion. Suitable addressee were de­
livered by the Rev. Professor Shaw, 
of Montreal, and others. The last 
words of the deceased were beauti­
fully represented in laurel leaves, the 
church being decorated for the oc­
casion by the residents of Stanstead 
and the students. He leaves a 
widow and one daughter to mourn 
his loss. A brother, a doctor in 
Now York, was present at the 
funeral. _

WOMEN S COLUMN.

Essay on Tobacco Smoking.

At the meeting of Blairgowrie and 
Rattray Y. M. C. A. one night, Mr. 
James Thompson read an essay on 
“Tobacco.” He gave a short sketch 
of its history, nature and effect. 
Tobacco, he said, contains a deadly 
poison, the evil effects of which those 
who use it cannot avoid. The fore­
most men among cricketers, oarsmen, 
athletes, marksmen, runners, walkers 
arid billiard players condemn tobacco 
as antagonistic to cool and steady 
nerves. Professors of rhetoric aud 
vocal culture condemn tobacco, be­
cause it spoils the voice. Tobacco 
amoking puts the heart out of its 
regular action, and in the case of ex­
cessive smokers tends to heart disease. 
The essayist spoke against tobacco:

1. Because it is unnatural. It is 
an acquired habit, against which nat- 
ur'c always at first rebels.

2. Because it is expensive. In 
Great Britain about £16,000,000 arc 
spent annually on pipes and tobacco.

3. Because it is dirty. The 
constant expectoration by the user of 
tobacco is not among the things that 
are pure, lovely and good of report.

4. Because it is dangerous. No 
man can tell the number of farm 
buildings, forests, houses, ships, mines, 
that have been set on fire by smokers.

5. Because it is injurious. It in­
jures the intellect, the memory, the 
body, the offspring and the manufac­
turers. No less than seventy-eight 
diseases are traced to it. The saliva 
—first poisoned and then spit—ought 
to go to nourish the body.

6. Because it is annoying. Ladies 
and others are compelled to endure 
the nuisance.

7. Because it is troublesome to the 
smoker himself.

8. Because it is degrading. The 
smoker first masters his pipe, and 
then the pipe masters him. Every 
confirmed smoker knows it is difficult 
to give up tobacco.

9. Because it often leads to drink­
ing. The pipe and the pot are gener­
ally in alliance.

10. Because the smoker sets a bad 
example. All are agreed that it is 
not desirable for boys to smoke, but 
few smokers ç.et the right example by 
putting out their own pipes.

11. Because smoking condemns it­
self, The essayist never yet met a

Jit...who advigod him to learn, 
although many had advised him not 
to do so.

12. Because it is selfish. The 
smoker is usually a selfish man. If 
he is poor and times hard, he will 
smoke his tobacco. Self-denial is a 
Christian duty. How can any one 
deny ungodliness and worldly lusts, 
and yet be a slave to this pernicious 
weed! Smokers should consider the 
matter solemnly before God, and 
abandon it.—From the Blairgowrie

How to Save Garden Seeds.

Peas and beans should be left on 
the vines until the pods are well 
wrinkled, when they should be pick­
ed and spread until they are quite 
dry. Small quantities may be 
shelled by hand, large crops are 
threshed with a flail. Keep them 
in a dry place.

Melon, cucumber, squash and 
pumpkin seeds should be taken on­
ly from ripe, perfect shaped speci­
mens. In a small way ‘lie seeds 
may be simply taken out, spread on 
plates or tins, and dried. Larger 
quantities have to be washed before 
drying, to remove the slime that ad­
heres to them. When the seeds, 
are thoroughly dried, tie them in 
bags, and keep in a dry place secure 
from mice and rate.

Beets, parsnips, turnips, carrots, 
onions, cauliflower and cabbage will 
not produce seeds until the second 
year. Set out in early May, strong, 
well matured plants of last season’s 
crop. When the seed is ripe, cut 
the stalks and put under cover le 
dry ; then beat out the seeds, and 
tie in paper bags.

Seeds of all kinds should be fully 
ripe when gathered, but it is also 
important to harvest them as soon 
as they are ripe. For keeping small 
quantities of seeds, paper bags are 
preferable to clotb, as they afford 
better protection against moisture 
and insects. Always mark each 
package with the name of the seed 
contained in it, and the year in 
which it grew. Gold does not in­
jure the vitality of seeds, but mois­
ture is detrimental to all kinds.— 
American Agriculturist for September.

Lectures inWomens Temperance 
Japan.

(tkamslatbd tokio N’eus CP MAT 13, 
1887.)

The ladies of the XV. C. T.U. held 
a temperance meeting at Koseikan, 
Tokio, on the 2nd of May. The 
president of the W. C. T. U., Mrs 
Kachi, Yashima, presided. Rev. J. 
Iwamoto offered prayer for the success 
of the women’s rights movement, in­
voking a continued blessing.

The speakers were four ladies, Miss 
Kelsey, on “Health and the body 
Secretary, Mrs. Sasaki, on “The Work 
of Woman’s Civilization;” Mrs. 
Yebina, of executive committee, on 
“Advice te our Japanese Sisters,” and 
Mrs. True, the principal of the Sak- 
urai Girls' School, on “The Value of 
Good Examples.”

An audience of 1,500 filled, the 
house. It is said tliat this is the 
greatest number of women ever as­
sembled in Japan to listen to lectures 
on temperance. Japan seems to be 
desirous of raising a Frances E. 
Willard from Japanese girls.

The wonderful movements among 
women in Japan indicate a rapid 
progress of the whole nation. Also 
on the 13th of April, at Okayama, 
400 miles south of Tokio, a temperance 
lecture was held. The speakers were 
Messrs. Yoshioka, Fuge, Ishiguro and 
Aby. The audience numbered 400* 
people.

In all branches of Christian work 
in Japan great advancement is being 
made and the influence of the gospel 
is triumphantly spreading. On the 
evening of May 5, a preaching service 
was held at Koseikan. The spirit of 
God was present and the audience was 
greatly moved. A collection was 
taken afterwards. One man gave $10 
in gold, two others took two stiver 
pipes from their pockets and offered 
them for the expense of preaching, 
and promised that they would hence­
forth stop smoking. One woman 
gave the little sum that she had put 
aside to pay for jinrikisha (carriage) 
for her return. The collection 
amounted to $55.75.

—There is still another new parly 
organized in the United States. It 
is based on a revival of the old Na­
tive American party, in faot the old 
doctrines in a new organization. A 
call for a convention to meet at Phila­
delphia inSeptember hasbeen issued. 
The prominent objects which the 
new party will advocate are the re­
striction of immigration, enactment 
of temperance laws, extension of the 
free school system, and the reserva­
tion of the remaining public lands 
for Americans alone. On the sur­
face it looks vory like another bolt 
from the Republican party.

Three of the caissons 
are finished and launched and will 
be used early next week. The 
work of sawing off the piles under 
water is progressing, two of the pier 
foundations having been made ready 
for the caissons.

The report of the Deputy Minister 
of Finance states that silver to the 
value of $185,000 and copper to the 
value of $53,000 were imported by 
the Dominion, and the profits re­
alized amounted to $55, 150, a sum 
almost equal to ibe salaries of the 
department for the year.

Marriage in Ann am.

Marriage settlements and dowries 
are not recognized, on account of 
the difficulties that might arise in 
case the marriage is dissolved. Ac­
cording to Annamite custom, the 
woman should not bear the charges 
of marriage, because she takes the 
name of her husband and associates 
jherself with him in order to perpet­
uate his family, not for the sake of 
her own. It is just for the husband, 
in his own personal interest, to 
furnish all that she and her children 
may need ; yet, according to another 
custom frequently followed, the 
suitor whoso character is not well 
known should make several visits to 
the family of his affianced, so as to 
submit himself to a kind of testing 
often very severe, which shall per­
mit his value and the amount of hie 
knowledge to be rated. This stage 
of the negotiations sometimes lasts 
for several years.

Marriage is usually contracted by 
inclination, without money consid 
orations outoring into the matter, 

family ia regarded as a moral 
union, and not as a business asso­
ciation. Hence it is common to see 
a wealthy family allied with a poor 
one. It is considered that, when 
man marries a girl without fortune, 
but wisely brought up, she will be 
easily touched by the care he will 
take of her, and be obedient to his 
authority. Then, it is not right to 
exact a dowry from a girl whose 
education has already imposed on 
her parents large sacrifices of time 
and money, and who has, moreover, 
abandoned her family name to take 
that of a stranger, so there is no 
dowry. The parents give their 
daughter what they please, without 
the young man being allowed to 
claim or stipulate for anything. 
Sometimes they require him to make 
considerable presents, which will be 
the sole property of the wife. It 
must not be supposed that the con­
dition of wives is the same in Annum 
as in China. The six ceremonies of 
marriage are, it is true, nearly the 
same in both countries; but while 
the Chinese wife has to keep to her 
apartments, the Annamite wife is 
treated as the equal of her husband.
