What must be thought of the \ 
consistency of the man who most 

this measureenthusiastic perseverance, never j eoleroaiy "condemns 
flagging in bis devotion and never before the whole people and within 
being turned aside from his chosen » year, afterwards committed the
path by the cries of the mob, never 
intimidated by t’he fear of obloquy 
or the shout of reproach, or by the 
suggestion of self-seeking motives. 
All the great moulders of thought 
and the inspirera of national 
sympathies belong to this class. 
The Ilampdens, Cromwells, Pitts, 
Bussells, stand forever like beason 
lights, a perpetual guide and in- 
spii ution to the political mariner.

To the’'other class belongs the 
man of no political convictions, and 
whose only aim and ambition is 
Political Power. Whether a man 
bas or has not political beliefs sin­
cerely and conscientiously held may 
be tested by the consistency of bis 
career. If he is one thing to-day, 
another to-morrow ; each thing by 
turns and nothing long; always 
on the winning side ; if he is 
especially a man of loud professions 
of personal honesty, while bis op­
ponents are all knaves and cor­
ruptionists ; if he alone is the friend 
of the people and the defender of 
their rights, write such a man down 
as a political pbaiisee, a canting 
humbug—a mouthing demagogue, 
who too often rises to place and 
power on the wave of prejudice and 
passion. To which class does Sir 
A. J. Smith belong ? We appeal te 
his political history for a reply. 
When Sir A. J. Smith first offered 

■^bis services to the people of West­
morland, twenty-six years ago, he 
issued a hand-bill (April 12th 1852,) 
pledging himfelf to the following 
platform :

1. Members of the Legislative 
Council to be elected.

2. Vote of ballot.
3. Biennial Parliaments instead 

of four years.
4. Removal of Seat of Govern­

ment to St. John.
5. Strict Economy in Public Ex­

penditure.
6. Reduction of Governor’s Salary.
7. A proper system of Agricul- 

tuic.
How many of these planks on 

which he ran his first Election, has 
he honestly fulfilled—or has he even 
honestly striven to fulfil? Tis said 
that Jove laughs at lovers’ oath. It 
is sure the devil laughs at politicians 
promises. While Sir A. J. Smith is 
frantically racing about the country 
promising to do anything and every­
thing if he is only returned again, 
it may not be out ‘ f place to enquire 
of him how many of these promises 
has he fulfilled?

1- Has he made the Legislative 
Council elective?

2. What part had ho in securing 
vote by ballot?

3. How long since he made 
Parliaments biennial?

4. Dili he remo, e the seat of Gov­
ernment to St. John?

5. What measure of economy did 
he ever introduce ?

6. \ybat reduction did he make in 
the Governor's salary?

7. The Farmers are no doubt 
curious to learn how Sir A. J. Smith

' succeeded in introducing a14 proper 
sysieui of Agriculture” and what the 
exact improvements arc for which 
the people are indebted to him. 
Judged by the light of later events, 
Sir A. J. Smith must himself con­
fess, cither that his first platform 
was all clap-trap and gammon put 
forward to secure votes, or that he 
has exercised the most weak and 
feeble influence on the "political 
institutions of the country ? Was be 
insincere, or was he i political no 
body ? Which was it ?

Passing on from 1852, we next 
find Sir A. J. Smith pledging him 
self to oppose a cnrnp of Instruction. 
(Sec Telegraph, May 22, 1866.) 
How did ire carry out his pledge ? 
He himself actually brought in a bill 
in the Local Assembly to establish it. 
During the first few years of Sir A 
J. Smith's political life, he was a 
prominent opponent of Railways. 
Previously to his connection with 
the TilleyGoverument lie was violent 
and outspoken on the subject ; he wan 
unceasing m his predictions as to 
the ultimate ruin that would follow 
railway extension. The heavy in­
debtedness incurred, would be a 
millstone around our necks dragging 
the country down to utter insolvency 
He orginated the £200 per day 
interest cry. At the Legislative 
Session of 1804, when the Tilley 
Government introduced a bill to sub­
sidize Western Extension, Albert 
Railway and other lines to the 
extent of $10,000 per mile, he 
voted to give t^e bill a three 
menthe hoist. Mark now his con­
sistency. As a member of the 
Government, he afterwards adopted 
Western Extension, without the con­
sent of the Governor in Council. 
This hasty and ill-advised act, was 
the means of placing the control of 
that road which was bnilt by 
local subsidies in the hands of 
Yankee speculators, who bonded it 
to English Capitalists, and thereby, 
made large fortunes out of the rate 
payers of this Province 1 

Sir A. J. Smith’s course during 
the Confederation agitation, was a 
mixture of cowardice and duplicity, 
such as is rarely witnessed. At the 
first Confederation election, Tilley 
and his colleagues, were -swept out 
of existence on a great tidal wave, 
and the Government fell into the 
hands of the Smith-Anglin parly. 
The Legislature met in March 8th, 
1806, and Sir A. J. Smith bad an

Government and people to it? What 
must be thought of bis convictions, 
when at one time be goes through 
the land predicting only the most 
terrible ruin and destruction from 
it, and then turns around and at­
tempts to fasten these every evils 
upon the people? But Sir A. J. 
Smith not only proved faithless to 
his electioneering speeches and 
pledges ; ho played fast and loose 
with his colleagues. This clause in 
the speech was said not to have been 
divulged to Hon. T. W. Anglin, the 
Provincial Secretary, and others, 
of the Government, when de­
termined on, Smith evidently trust­
ing to the chapter of accidents to 
reconcile them to it! They indig 
nanlly refused to dccciVo and be­
tray the people by supporting Sir 
A. J. Smith in carrying it out. 
Messrs Anglin and Wilmot resigned. 
Sir A. J. Smith finding he had made 
a mistake, then picked a quarrel with 
Governor Gordon,-in order that the 
odium of the transaction might be 
thrown upon him. The result was 
the second Confederation election, 
when Sir A. J. Smith who had had 
about thirty-five supporters, was re­
turned with a corporal’s guard of 
four ! Without dilating on the 
figure cut by Sir A J. Smith in Par­
liament in the first five years of Con­
federation—like the idols of Baal, 
eyes had he and saw not, ears had 
be and heard not, and a tongue had 
he and spake not—bis perpetual co­
quetting between the Government 
and Opposition, until he was finally 
shamed into supporting the policy of 
a Government that had done and 
was doing so much for the Maritime 
Provinces ; it is with the manner in 
which he has fulfilled bis pledges and 
promises the last five years, since 
he lias occupied a position of groat 
power and one capable of being ex­
ercised for the great benqflt of the 
people, that we wish to call public 
attention. The first subject is the 
Cape Tormentine Railway. In the 
first year or two of the agitation for 
this Railway Sir A. J. Smith believed 
the Iiiitway ought to be built by the 
joint aid of the Local and Dominion 
Governments. A Company was 
formed to build it on tlicU basis. Sir 
A. J. Smith was frequently consulted 
by the Members of the Company, 
and up to the very day whsn they 
had obtained an act of incorporation 
secured $175,000 subsidy', gone to 
the expense of surveys, and had let 
the work subject to obtaining rails, 
did Sir A. J. Smith ever intimate 
them directly or indirectly, they were 
not proceeding with his fullest ap*- 
proval and had his complete sym­
pathy and support ! After going to 
a great amount of labor and incur­
ring considerable expense under the 
lull belief that Sir A. J. Smith stiH 
believed that the Road ought to be 
built by such joint aitl, and that he 
would do his part cf the work by 
giving the rails, they were then at 
the eleventh hour told by him that 
after obtaining the rails they would 
be utterly unable to build it * * * the 
Dominion would, ?io doubt, build it in 
a few years. In short, fearing that 
the Company would build it and take 
the work and patronage out of his 
hands, lie coolly abandons the joint 
aid idea and pooh-poohs the scheme 
of a company undertaking and by 
depriving them of rails prevents the 
work being commenced. If lie had 
changed his own policy, common 
decency ought to have 
the necessity of informing the Coni 
pany (before they had gone so far 
with the work) they could count on 
no aid from him.

If Sir A. J. Smith is the States­
man he would like this constituency 
to believe, he would before Ibis have 
told the people the great things he 
had done for a work which he lias 
dozens of times declared to be the 
most important and necessary public 
work in the Maritime Provinces—we 
refer to the Bay Verte Canal.

lie has declared that work to be 
” a fixed fact on the Dorchester 
Hustings on 3rd August, 1872, when 
Mr. Knapp let fall some satirical re 
mark respecting the Canal and win 
he (Smith) had doue, lie sternly re­
buked him and staled that “ as thi 
result of quietly agitating the sub­
ject MR. MACKENZIE STANDS 
PLEDGED to the measure.”

I can assure you tbe Bay Verio 
Canal is no electioneering dodge.” 
Even two years later, when he had 
goV into power, ho assured tile elec­
tors (25th January, 1874) that the 
“ Bay Verte Canal. is- of great im­
portance to this country.” Now, 11 it 
is of great importance to this country, 
why is it not built ? What has Smith 
been doing? Where is his power — 
his influence—his assurances that 
Mackenzie stands pledged to it? 
Why did he not explain these things 
at Petitcodiac? Ou his representa­
tions and at his solicitation Dr. Tup- 
per, when a Minister, withdrew ad­
vertisements for tenders for the ac­
tual construction of the Canal in 
order that the different routes might 
be more carefully examined ; when 
be afterwards became a Minister, 
why did lie not then proceed with it? 
Like potter’s clay lie Is moulded, to 
suit tbe political shapes and exigen­
cies of the hour ; totally incapable 
of impressing any great tbougbt or 
any great measure upon the country ; 
he has not made even one respectable 
speech in Parliament la ten years ; 
faithless to party, lie turned a cold 
shoulder to Mackenzie when lie was.

While the Opposition leaders have 
never doubted they were able to de­
feat Sir A. J. Smith, to a large body 
of the people the task has heretofore 
seemed quite Impossible, he bad 
represented the County so long unop­
posed and possessed such abundant 
political power and means, to buy 
bis way back to Ottawa. Within a 
week or two, public sentiment has 
been revolutionized. Even Sir A. J. 
Smith’s friends are beginning to re­
cognize that he is in a very pre­
carious situation, and that if the Op­
position claims are at all well found­
ed, bia defeat is a foregone con­
clusion. On the other hand, those 
in . the ranks of Opposition are be­
ginning to have a sense of their 
own power, and to learn that if they 
act discreetly and, manfully, the 
victory is theirs. In order that out­
side parties may learn something of 
the real situation in Westmorland,

Duke of Cumberland, «fee., «fee., but 
we forbear ; the above is, perhaps, 
sufficient to establish Sir A. J. 
Smith's character as a prophet.

In looking back over the records 
of those old conflicts and comparing 
them with the present condition of 
Canadian affairs ; in beholding these 
oncedsoiitted and outlaying Provin­
ces now gathered together and con­
solidated in the bonds of an indis­
soluble Union, and animated by a 
growing patriotic sentiment and by 
a national pride in their free institu­
tions and their heritage of half a 
continent, one looksv back with 
wonder at the pitiful drivel, tho con­
jured bugbears, the painful ignor­
ance and narrow prejudice that marks 
the statesmanship of Sir A. J. Smith 
at that period, and tho wonder is in­
creased when it is considered that 
an intelligent and educated people 
received such trash as political law 
and gospel.

Sir A. J. Smith was a quarter of 
a century behind tho age then : he 
is half a century now. If he was 
not entitled to political credit twelve 
years ago, he is not to-day.

Tue rich men of Stj. John, the 
hankers, brokers, note-shavers and 
annexationists who could not find 
money cnongh to keep Mr. Tilley 
out, are the men opposed to Con­
federation, says the Telegraph. The 
date is not August 1878,but June 9th, 
18G6, but the remark is just and true.

A Prophet Abroad.

To his other gifts, Sir A. J. Smith 
claims the power of prophecy—of 
political foresight, as witness his 
speech at Petitcodiac :

“ I do not claim to be a prophet, but I 
prophesied previous to Confederation, the 
people would be more heavily taxed.”

Ho also made other prophecies at 
the time of Confederation, which he 
omitted to refer to and to dilate 
on as their merits demanded. On 
20th January he spoke at Sack ville 
and said amongst other things of the 
scheme :

It 
had been said we should receive as­

self. Were roads and bridges im­

(last year it was about $120,000.
Ed.) Canada would extend her 
canals and we would be fiable to be 
assessed (ot their enormous expense 
for her befieCt. If we had an Inter­
colonial Railway, Canal Extension 
would interfere with its rightful traf­
fic, «fee-, <&c.” At the.Mechanics’ In­
stitute, Jan. 31, '65 : “Where is 
there any young country that has 
ever been called upon to defend it­
self? Not one. It is not expected 
of us. (The Knight voted for a 
grant of $976,000 last winter for 
Militia and Defence). Look at the 
cost. A thousand men would cost 
£100,000 per annum, half ol our 
revenue, while 10,000 men would be 
little enough is the way of defence 
Ho read from Mr. McUee’s speech 
in Canada where that gentleman 
speaks of tbe sailors of the Maritime 
Provinces as just tbe thing to fight 
Canada’s battles on the Lakes, and 
he asked them what would become of 
oiir ships when our sailors are gone?
There is nothing under the proposed 
Confederation to prevent the Gover­
nor General calling out our men to 
march to any»point in Canada * * * 
in reply to the argument that the 
opening of the Canals in the West 
would be for our benefit, lie shewed 
that this was impossible, then ves 
sels could pass directly to the Lakes 
and we would certainly he heavy losers 
by the construction of the canals.
Free Trade with Cgnada he consider­
ed a doubtful benefit. He believed it 
would be withering to our manufac­
tures. (The manufactures of St.
John nearly doubled in the five years 
after Confederation.—Ed). West­
ern Extension is worth ten thousand 
Intercolonial Railways- for if the 
latter should go by the, North Shore,
St. John would be ruined, yet the 
Government is willing to give £3,500 
per mile towards the latter and only 
$10,000 for the former. He predict­
ed the most direful results to St. John 
from the construction of the St.
Stephen Branch. He believed that, 
by Confederation we would lose our 
identity and influence as a Province ; 
we would lie powerless at tbe feet of 
Canada ; our legislature would be a 
mere sham, a burlesque, lo which no 
young man of standing or talent 
would aspire. It had becu argued 
that our Province was too small for 
carrying out Responsible Govern­
ment. How would it bo after it had 
lost all its dignity? and what a farce 
would bo a want of Confidence De­
bate. Tho speaker ridiculed these 
things at some length. Then where 
differences arose between the General 
and Local Governments as was fre­
quently the case in the United States, 
wo had no judge to appeal to as 
they had. To be sure there would 
be a Court of Appeal, aud here he 
referred humorously to the biogra 
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In this as in the former. Moncton, 

Salisbury and Westmorland went 
strongly against the Smith ticket,' 
while Shediac and Dorchester, aided 
by Botsford, give them thèir ma­
jority. Admitting that Sir A. J. 
Smith, will in this contest, divide 
Westmorland, Sackville, Moncton 
and Salisbury, and we think that not 
even tbe most enthusiastic supporter 
of his will claim more, the question 
is, will not Dorchester and Shediac 
decide tho contest now as in previ­
ous elections? Assuredly. Will their 
votes be thrown in favor of the Gov 
eminent or Opposition? Now Sir 
A. J. Smith, in his canvass, profes­
ses to be able to sweep those parishes, 
which be cannot do without the ac­
tive aid of the Priests. Will he ob­
tain that aid? Rumors have been 
floating around that he has secured 
their influence ; some of his support­
ers have openly boasted that hti has 
placed that interest in pecuniary 
obligation Jo him, and that they 
must go for him. Money may 
remove mountains ; money may cor­
rupt and debase a constituency ; 
money may keep a man before the 
people for twenty-six years ; but we 
put from us tbe idea as utterly in­
credible, that Sir A. J. Smith can 
purchase the priests of this county. 
Let the result shew ! Now, without 
actually knowing the facts, we confi­
dently believe the names of the rev. 
gentlemen are used without their 
consent, and that they intend, dur­
ing this contest, to remain rigidly 
neutral, giving neither aid nor com­
fort to either party, Should They 
take that position—and it would be 
a most dignified and creditable one 
for them to maintain—can any one 
at all conversant with the Catholic 
people of those parishes doubt, for 
one moment, that Mr. Chapman will 
poll a very large majority ?

We arc aware that Sir A. J. Smith 
claims live-sixths of Botsford ; West­
morland is his to- a certainty ; tbe 
Telegraph says he met with a most 
enthusiastic reception at Sackville ; 
he will sweep Salisbury ; Moncton is 
his tower ; jShediac his stronghold, 
in short be will have at least 1000 
majority 1 Possibly be may I—we 
do not believe there is a same man 
in Westmorland who for one moment 
believes it.

We congratulate Mr. Chapman on 
his very brilliant prospects of suc­
cess, and whether victory or defeat 
is his, we trust his friends will fight 
the battle out honestly and manfully, 
because an honorable defeat is more 
to be prized than a victory tarnished 
with dishonor. We have no fears of 
defeat. Barring unforseen contin­
gencies that may arise in any con­
test, Chapman’s victory by between 
300 aud 400 votes is a certainty.
