Miss Conley, though the‘
most enormous of her sex, weighing |
as ghe did 497 pounds, fell far short of |
that prodigy of human bulk, the fam- |
ous Dauiel Lambert, who died in 1809, |
daring Stamford Fair, at the age of|
forty. Lambert weighed no less than |
52 stone 11 pounds, that is 739 pounds,
or close upon half as much again as
the]American lady.

He never
drank anv beverage but water, and
slept less than eight hours per day.
The “ Claimsant” at his stoutest weigh-
ed 26 stone, or less than half the
weight of Daniel Lambert.

Roting in Scotiand.

LoNDON, Aug. 20.—There was seri-

ous ricting in the town of Coalbridge,
Lanark County, Scotland, on Satur-
day, between Orangemen and Catho-
lics. Twenty-six men who participat-
ed in the disturbance were arrested.
Two police.officers were dangerously
wounded in ellitg the disorder.
The rioting was resumed this morning,
when a number of Catholics, armed
with picks and hammers, paraded the
main street of the town in search of
their religious antagonists, and resist-
ed all efforts of the force of police
sent to disperse them. The officers,
unsuccessfal in their attempt to break
up the mob, were subsequently rein-
forced by a body of mounted police-
men, and the combined forces, after a
sharp fight, charged upon and dis-
persed the rioters. Twenty were ar-
rested. The town is in a staie of great
excitement, as tresh trouble is expect~
ed.
Rioting was renewed at night. The
police were stuned by the people.
When the Riot Act was read the pelice
charged and dispersed the mob. A
number of Catholics severely beat
two Protestants, one ot whom is now
lying in a dangerous condition. Fifty
of the rioters hava been arrested.

Storm at Weeodstock.

WoobsTock, N. B. Aug. 28.=-The
most terrific thunder storm experi-
enced for years passed over the town
about three o’clock. E. B. Jewett’s
residence, situated on an eminence
near Main street, was struck with
lightning and badly damaged, setting
it on fire. The fire was quickly ex-
tinguished.
