HOW JO DC ST A ROOM.
-Many eareiul hotwekeejters complain 

at the accumulation oi dust on the 
smaller articles in their rooms.

Despite the fact that they dust every 
day ihere seems to b'* an invrea-sing 
amount.

They would probably l»n offended at 
the insinuation that they had not con­
quered the ait of dusting.

The mere flicking of objects with a 
feather duster is not sufficient. If the 
w indows arc closed this results only in 
shifting the dust from one part of the 
loom to the other.

A cheese-cloth duster is the most, suit 
able one for this purpose, for it holds 
the dust, once it is gathered up.

Every bit of furniture in the room 
should be gone over, particularly the ob- 
«•live out-of-the-way comers, around the 
woodwork.

All small articles should be removed 
from the ptoees where they stood, and 
the places where they rested dusted, in­
stead of wiping around them.

To dust the walls and ceilings, the 
head of the broom should be covered 
with oauton flannel, and used as a mop.

The cloth with which furnituer is dust­
ed should, l>e dipped in water to which a 
littlte kerosene has been added. This will 
impart an added polish to the wood.

HOVV TO PACK YOUR TRUNK.
The lowest layer iu your trunk should 

consist of underclothing, smoothly and 
compactly packed.

Then place a hat-box containing your 
best hat on top of these. Pack the hat 
in tissue paper along with any soft 
things in your wardrobe, such as neck­
ties, belts and scarfs.

Another box for shirt waists, blouses, 
etc., may be placed next to this one. &nd 
serves to preserve their freshly-launder­
ed appearance.

On top of these place your heaviest 
skirts, and in the middle trap pack your 
evening coat, and the skirts of your 
best gowns.

Reserve the top tray for your good 
Indices and evening gowns and more 
elaborate one-piece dresses.

TOURISTS HAD REVENGE.

Guide Fined as Result of Charge He

Christian Science Church, and a mil­
lionaire, is in the psychopathic ward 
of Bellevue Hospital, a victim, he be­
lieves, of malicious animal magnetism 
exerted against him by Mrs. Eddy and 
Mrs. Augusta E. Stetson. Unless old 
friends come to his aid he will be 
sent to Ward'» Island as a public 
charge. His insanity has reached 
such an advanced stage. Ur. Gregory, 
the superintendent of the ward, said 
last night, that there is hardly a
chance of his recovery.

“Malpractice'' is the term Toler 
used in discussing his trouble with 
Dr. Gregory. Instead of trying to 
cure him. he declares, Mrs. Eddy and 
Mrs. Stetson arc bending their will 
power to end his life. He is in con­
stant suffering from shooting pains 
through the head, which lie believes 
are the manifestations of the “M. A. 
M..’’ to use a technical expression of 
Christian Scientists.

He became convinced a few months 
ago that he, was to be a new Mes­
siah, that he would soon be crucified, 
but that he would return to life to 
fave all mankind. It was iu fear of 
his power, he told Dr. Gregory, that 
Mrs. Eddy and Mrs. Stetson exerted 
their power of malicious animal mag­
netism against him.

Toler gaw $50,000 toward the erec­
tion of the First Church at Contrai 
Park, West and Ninety-sixth street, 
and indirectly sacrificed the greater 
part of his fortune, estimated at $1,- 
000.000, to the movement. A happv 
married life was abruptly ended 
when he and his pretty young wife 
separated five- years ago because of 
his determination to live a life of 
celibacy. A successful partnership 
with Charles D. Halsey, his old 
Princeton roommate, was terminated 
because of his religious enthusiasm, 
and now, with all his fortune gone 
he may be left to die in a public asy-

In business he was .successful. First 
on the Consolidated and later on the 
Stock Exchange he made money rap­
idly, and until 1901, when he embrac­
ed Christian Science, after what he 
regarded as a miraculous cure, he 
was looked upon as a rising power in 
finance. He sold his seat for $53,000 
and plunged into a scheme to reclaim 
moat of Harlem from its present own­
ers and establish there a new Jeru­
salem.

After several hundred thousand dol­
lars had been spent, the whole plan 
was dropped by order of Mrs. Eddy.

The Mississaugas, a tribe of Indians of 
Brant and Haldimand, took action at 
Osgoode Hall to have a judgment 
against them for $10,824.01 for legal ex­
penses set aside.
