British Engineering Students Here 
—Street Watering Resumed._

The scarlet fever epidemic, which has 
been prevalent for several months, has 

\invaded the Boys’ Home and caused 
some alarm among the officials in charge 
of that institution. Three ^of the little 
patienta were taken to the City Hos­
pital recently, and it was thought this 
would check the spread of the disease 
among the other inmates. H&rever, a 
number of\ the children are ill with all 
the symptoms of the disease. Another 
patient from the home was crowded into 
the isolation hospital to-day, and those 
in charge of the home expect to have 
twenty cases on their hands before the 
end of the week. It may be necessary 
to quarantine the home, as the isolation 
wards ht the hospital are so crowded 
it is impossible to accommodate any­
more there. The Board of Health will 
discuss the situation this afternopn, and 
the matter of increased accomtfiodution 
for scarlet fever patients, while the 
$10,000 addition is being built will prob­
ably be taken up by the Hospital Gov­
ernors this afternoon.

The British engineering students who 
are touring Canada arrived here from 
Brantford at 6.30 last evening, and were 
met by the civic reception committee. 
An informal* luncheon was held at the 
Commercial Club, Mayor McLaren wel­
coming the visitors. In the evening 
they were taken to Bennett’s Theatre.

Father of John C. Kennedy Died 
Last Night.

A prominent business man of this 
city passed away at the City Hospital 
last night in the person of Charles li. 
Kennedy, 171 James street south. Mr. 
Kennedy has been ill for some time past 
with stomach trouble. He came from 
London, and was manager of the Village 
Inn at Grimsby for three years, and 
was latterly proprietor of the English 
tea rooms on James street north and 
manager of the Winona Park Hotel at 
the same time. It will he remembered 
that one of the young men who were 
lost in the storm of July 11 was a son 
of the deceased. John C. Kennedy, a 
graduate of Highfield School, and a 
very popular athlete. Both he and the 
other son, Vern, were employed in the 
same office at Toronto, and in company 
with a young man friend, Boultbee, 
started for a cruise. They first visited 
old Niagara. Vein left his two com­
panions there and went back to Toronto, 
and returned to Winona, where lie was 
to have met them, hut they were not 
there, and nothing has been heard of 
them since. Mr. Kennedy was born m 
London 58 years ago, and was a son of 
the late John Kennedy, J. P. He leaves 
a widow, one son, \ ern Kennedy, and 
two daughters, Miss Gladys, superin­
tendent of the hospital at Gravenhurst, 
and Miss Natile, who is attending Kings- 
thorpe. The remains were taken to 
London, Ont., on the 9.05 G. T. K. train, 
and the funeral will take place from 
the residence of his sister, Mrs. John­
ston, 224 Richmond street.

SEVEN

WÊSFQTS 
LACHES HOME FIRE.

Seven Hundred and Fifty Children Were In the Place When the Fire 
Broke Out and Nearly All Were Rescued.

New' York, Aug. 31.—-That seven lit­
tle children, inmates of Bt. MalachVs 
Home for Children at Rockaway Park, 
L. L, were suffocated in a fire which 
destroyed a portion of the home last 
night, was discovered by firemen dig­
ging in the ruins of the burned build­
ing.

There were 750 children in the insti­
tution, which is conducted by the Sisters 
of St. Joseph of Brooklyn. Most of 
them marched out of the building in 
good order last night when the fire 
alarm was sounded, and it was supposed 
that all had escaped until the little 
bodies were found in the smouldering 
embers to-day. Nearly all of those 
burned to death wrere under five years 
old. The portion of the dormitory in 
which they slept was directly over the 
laundry, where the fire originated. How 
they were overlooked in the work of 
rescue last night or whether there were 
other bodies remaining in the ruins 
could not be deierinined this morning, as

most of the records of the institution 
were destroyed or inaccessible. The 
names of the burned children were un­
known.

The fire was discovered in the laun­
dry m the north wing of the home at 8 
o’clock last night. Three hundred and 
fifty small children were in their cots 
on tbo third and fourth floors of that 
wing/and some of the older inmates 
were attending evening prayers in the 
chapel. As the alarm sounded the older 
children marched from the chapel to 
the, board walk along the beach, and 
the nurses and attendants rushed to the 
w<>rk of carrying the little children 
from their cots from the floors above.

Firemen assisted in searching the 
halls and dormitories, and found a few 
children lingering in the halls, too 
frightened to leave the building, but 
the rescue work had been conducted 
with such despatch and good order that 
it wdg believed until to-day that all thç 
children were out of the building. While 
the flames were licking up the north

wing of the big building the children 
were marshaled under the care of their 
nurses on the board walk. Some of the 
sisters made a determined effort to 
reach the store house to secure blan­
kets to cover tbd -babies, of whom there 
were many scores, but the store room 
was filled with smoke and inaccessible.

After several lengths of hose had 
burst and the north wing had been com­
pletely destroyed, the finynen checked 
the flames and saved the Hebrew Home 
nearby, with a large number of inmates. 
À large number of children from St. 
Malachi’s Home were given shelter in 
the Hebrew institution, and others were 
taken to the various hotels and cottages 
on the beach. Edward Chancey. a Bos­
ton shoe merchant, was one of those 
who aided the sisters in finding shelter 
for the homeless children.

The damage to the buildings amount­
ed to $85,000.

The search for more bodies was con­
tinued to-day, in the fear that other 
children had -been buried.

EARL GREY’S 
ADVENTURE.

Wâ» Lest Over Five Honrs in B.C.
Weeds.

Narrow Escape of Falling Over a 
Precipice.

Rescned Exhausted and His Clothes 
All Tern.

Victoria, B. C., Aug. 30.—Earl Grey, 
Governor-General of Canada, who re­
turned here from Dawson and Skagway 
by the Government steamer Quadra to­
day, had a narrow eseajie from death 
when lost in the woods of Jervis Inlet 
for five and a. half hours on Saturday, 
Aug. 28, when on a shooting expedition, 
without companions other than his dog. 
He told of nearly falling over h preci­
pice In tiîè dnïkm ss when rescued by a 
search party, headed by Major Clark, 
his orderly, and Second Officer John­
son, of the Quad-ra, one of many 
search parties sent into the woods 
after fires were built along the shore 
line to attract the attention of the 
lost Governor-General. He was ut­
terly exhausted when found and his 
clothing «Was badly torn.

He left the Quadra at 5.30 p. m., 
and went into the woods where J»rd 
La scelles the previous day had killed 
a mountain goat and two deer. After 
penetrating some distance into the 
woods he lost his way and night 
came on. When lie failed*to return for 
dinner there was intense excitement on 
the Quadra, the steam whistle was kept 
going constantly, fires l>eing built on the 
beach, and search parties went into the 
woods. Meanwhile the Governor-Gen­
eral clambered over fallen trees, fought 
his way through undergrowth, and slid 
down rocks in the darkness, tearing his 
clothing to rags. On one occasion he 
came to the edge of a precipice, feeling 
his way with on alpenstock which he 
carried as well as his rifle. The alpen­
stock slipped from his hands and clat­
tered down a- considerable distance be­
low. Then he realized what a narrow es­
cape from death he had. His dog was 
missing and ho feared it had fallen 
over the precipice, but it turned up 
afterwards. He turned back, and, fail­
ing in the darkness to find his way, fin­
ally, after many struggles, sank down 
exhausted, after five and a ha'lf hours 
of unavailing effort.

He was so hungry and exhausted 
that he leaned against what he took 
to lie a log, but it proved to be a 
shadow, and he turn bled about in the 
undergrowth until he sank down on a 
flat rock to await daylight, and soon 
afterwards saw the reflection of a fire. 
It was an Indian encampment. Then 
lie fired his rifle and the shot was 
heard by a search party. When his 
answering “hello” was heard the res­
cuers hurried to him, guided his 
shouts, and hurried him to the shore, 
where the waiting boat took him 
quickly to the Quadra, on which he 
was received with groat joy, his 
daughter, Lady Sybil Grey, Lord Las- 
celles and other members of the paytv 
awaiting him at the steamer’s side. He 
was none the worse for his adventure.

Earl Grey was made a member of 
the Arctic Brotherhood at Dawson and 
had an interesting reception there, at 
White Horse, Skagway, and at Prince 
Rupert. The Quadra made stops at 
Alert Bay, while the Kwauakiull Indiana 
took the party up the rapids of the Nip- 
Ximpkish River, at the head waters of 
which Lady Sybil Grey shot a bear. Calls 
were also made at Bute Inlet and Robin­
son Bight for shooting and fishing pur­
poses. It is expected the Governor-Gen­
eral will go to Seattle about Thursday or 
Friday before returning eastward via 
Vancouver.

ROBBER PLAYS 
A LONE HAND.

Held Up Peaajthruria Trail Bit 
Cel Little.

Coadidor Skot in the Hand in Ike 
Ence inter.

Made Fireman Help Hi* Cany 
Away the Beoty.

Lewiston, Ps., Aug. 31.—Kobtx>r« 
st opped a westbound express train on 
the Pennsylvania Railroad at the Nar­
rows, ei$ht miles east of here, at 2 
o’clock this morning, robbed the express 
car of $1,000 iu gold, and escaped into 
the mountains. Conductor Poftenber 
ger, of Harrisburg was shot through 
the hand in a fight with the robbers. 
The train was stopped by a signal esp 
at one of'the most VmeifsgibTr points 
on the raliroad. Escape into the moun­
tains was an easy matter for the rob­
bers, but they are being pursued.

PARTICULARS OF THE HOLD UP.
Philadelphia, Aug. 31.—Representa­

tives of the Pennsylvania road in this 
city say that one lone robber accom­
plished the hold up. When the sharp 
explosion of the cap on the track was 
heard and the train was brought to a 
standstill, a masked man stepped out 
of the bushes along the tracks and cov- 
ei-ed the engine men with a revolver. 
Threatening them with the weapon, the 
highwayman moved along to the bag­
gage ear. but could not open it. He 
then went to the express car, and com­
pelled the Adams Express Company’s 
messenger to open the door. The safe 
in the ear contained $25,000 in money 
and bullion. Realizing the need of as­
sistance in getting away with the money 
the robber coolly called to the fireman 
of the train for help, and the robber, 
still wearing his mask, gathered up 
some bags of money, and with the fire­
man in the lead, and also carrying bags 
of coin, started up the mountain side. 
At a point about 300 yards up the in­
cline the two men laid down their bur­
den, and the fireman was ordered back 
to the train.

It looked as though one of the most 
daring train robberies ever attempted 
in the eastern country had been suc­
cessfully accomplished, as the highway­
man apparently had everything his own 
way, but at this juncture several pas­
sengers, who had licen aroused by the 
unusual stop, came on the scene, and 
their presence encouraged the trainmen 
to offer resistance. The robber opened 
fire, but the only damage he inflicted 
was to send a bullet through the hand 
of Conductor Isaac R. Poffonberger, one 
of the oldest and best known Pennsyl­
vania conductors.

Realizing that his game was up, the 
lone highwayman grabbed a bag of 
money and fled to the mountains, leav­
ing practically all his booty where the 
fireman had deposited it for him. The 
money is not yet cheeked ups but it is 
believed not more than $100 was taken. 
Some of the bags contained $100 each 
in pennies, and it is probable the robber 
is dragging one of these over the moun-

As soon as the railroad officials were 
informed of the daring robbery, the com­
pany’s detective force was put to work. 
In addition, the Baltimore & Ohio Rail­
road Company was called upon, and its 
detective force is on the way to the 
scene with a pack of bloodhounds. The 
dogs will be placed on the robber’s trail, 
and by this means they hope to capture 
him.

ON FARMERS.

Hydro Agents Dr'oen Of at the 
Point of Shot Gun.

Summons Issued Against Two of 
the Hydro Men.

The Hydro Commission 
liad not obtained rights upon his lands, 
and he did not propose that the agents 
should'go upon HR son. Tberdn
FeîJf srr Went- ont,' eaiVvhtp ad ltitttted 
shotgun, and the agents left.

They went from Mr. Felker’s farm to I 
an adjoining one, owned by Levi A. 
Shaw. Mr. Shaw saw them and inform­
ed them that the property was his; that 
he had not given them or any one the 
right to go upon it, and that they must 
get off. In laying information against 
Gee and Myers, Mr. Shaw informed the 
Justice of the Peace that Gee assaulted 
him and did him bodily harm. The case 
will be tried at. Smithville.

TALKING OF 
BIG MERGER

To Include All Canadian Steel 
and Iron Companies.

Officers of the Local Company 
Know Nothing of It

Said to be In Anticipation of 
Bounties Expiring.

Although offHjSal. of the HamDtoe 
Steel & Iron Company to-day professed 
ignorance of plans for a great merger of 
all the Canadian steel companies, there 
i- reason to believe that such a scheme 
is under way and will mature before 
long. The Times’ informant is a well- 
known financial men, who believes that 
the merger is so close at hand that pie 
price of steel stocks will go soaring be- 
lore the end of the year.

‘T never heard of it,” said Robert Hob. 
son, Seeretarjr-Treaeurer of tlie Hftmil. 
Ion company, when spoken to. Other 
officials of the company had the same !

A few years ago the Dominion Gov­
ernment renewed the bounties, handing 
over tp the companies, up to laat year, 
it is estimated, something like $11,000,• 
000. For 1907 and 1908 the bounty was 
$2.10 a ton on pig iron manufactured 
from ore, on the proportion of Canadian 
ore produced .luring the year; on pig 
iron, on the proportion of foreign ore 
during these two years, $1.10; on pud­
dled iron bars manufactured from pig 
iron made hi Canada, $1.65 per ton; on 
steel of which 50 per cent, of the weight, 
must consist of pig iron made in Canada, 
$1.65 per ton.

This year the bounty dropped to $1.70 J 
a ton on Canadian pig iron; 70 cent* a,-*' 
ton on pig iron manufactured from for­
eign ore; $1.05 a ton on puddled iron 
bars; $1.06 a ton cm steel.

Next year the bounties will drop to 
90 cents a ton on Canadian pig iron; 40 
cents on pig iron manufactured from 
foreign ore; 60 vents a ton on puddled 
iron bars and 60 cents per ton on steel.

There is little chance of the Govern­
ment renewing the bounties after 1910, 
in view o-f the agitation to cut them off. 
This feeling has been growing very 
strong during the last two years, espe­
cially among the western formera.

HE ESCAPED
THE LASH

Only Because Criminal Code Did
Not Provide For It

James Phillips, charged with assault­
ing P. C. C’amapign, jun., while in the 
discharge of his duties, was tried at 
the Criminal Court this morning before 
Judge Snider. He pleaded not guilty. | 
P. C. Campaign swore that on August 
18 lie was standing in uniform at the 
disposal works with a man under ar­
rest. He went in and teelphoned for the 
patrol. When he came out he heard 
two men swearing, and arrested one 
named Canary. Phillips intervened to 
get Canary away, and tried to pick a 
fight with him (Campaign). He then 
arrested Phillips, and,took all three to j 
the police station. Canary and Phillips 
had been together and were under the 1 
influence of liquor. Phillips, witness j 
said, approached him and called to Can- 1 
ary to skip out. A tussle took place be­
tween himself and Phillips, and the pris­
oner used his wooden leg to ward him 
off. The prisoner, he said, put up a 
pretty fair fight, and used his “peg” | 
quite freely, although he did not re­
move it from his leg.

James Meflroy, an employee of the 
disposal works, substantiated the con- | 
stable’s story in part, as he had not wit- ; 
nessed the whole thing.

Phillips himself swore he had been 
working on the boats all summer, and 
on the night in question the policeman 
arrested Canary, who was sitting quietly 
ly. He followed them into the office of 
the disposal works, and asked the con­
stable what he arrested Canary for, 
whereupon Campaign said he was under 
arrest also. He said he didn’t strike at 
the policeman nor in any way asaeult 
him. None of the three men arrested, 
lie said, were guilty of the charges laid 
against them. He remarked that tl\ey 
all had a few drinks, but were not 
drunk. This was the first charge of as­
saulting a constable that had been laid 
against him in ten years. He also de­
nied having told Canary to get out and 
make his escape. The third man, who 
was arrested with them, subsequently 
lost his life by being drowned in the

Ilis Honor found the prisoner guilty 
of assault and interfering with the con­
stable, and intimated that if the amend­
ment to the criminal code had made it 
possible, he would have imposed the lash 
on him. He sentenced the prisoner to 
thirty days in jail.

WILL NOT 9E 
IN COMBINE.

Hamilton Factory Will Continue 
to be Independent

Hamilton will not be represented In 
the casket combine which a Montreal 
despatch says will be completed within 
the next few mon tbs, and which, it was 
stated, would control all the Canadien 
casket companies. Semmens & 'Evel will 
not be in the merger.

“I thought that matter had been drop­
ped,” said Mr. Semmens to-day. “Our 
firm will continue independent. The 
combine, I believe, » being worked up 
by a Montreal firm.”

This should be cheerful news to Ham­
ilton neonle who have been un against 
the plumbers’ and other combines. They 
may die in peace with the hope at get­
ting a casket at a reasonable price.
