THE ONTARIO LEGISLATURE.
No notification having yet been given 

to members of the Ontario Legislature 
with respect to its assembling, and the 
law requiring that a month’s notice 
should be given, it is now quite evident 
that Mr. Mowat antfNiis hard-worked 
colleagues intend to repeat the game 
which they played, and not altogether 
unsuccessfully, last year. Then the Gov­
ernment’s determination not to call 
the House until some days after 
the 1st January drew a pro­
test from their organ which we 
had supposed would have prevented a 
repetition of a practice which is so much 
to' be deprecated.. But Mr. Mowat is 
doubtless convinced that the organ’s bark 
is worse than its bite. The fact remains 
nevertheless that the departure from the 
old practice of calling the Legislature 
together in the early part of December, 
with a view to getting through the 
work of the House in the early 
part of February at the latest, is 
not in the public interest. The one 
great objection to it is that it makes thg) 
proceedings of the Legislature lap over 
those of Parliament ; and the result is 
that the lesser is sunk in the greater. 
This may suit Mr. Mowat’s book well 
enough ; but it is certainly not in the 
general interest, nor in any interest ex­
cept the Government’s. We regret very 
much the determination at which the 
Ministry have evidently arrived ; and we 
feti confident it will be condemned in 
eveày part of the Province.

THE CHAPTER IN THE CRISIS 
OF 1979.

The other day we referred to the fact 
that Mr. W. Ross, formerly Mr. Mac­
kenzie’s Minister of Militia, and now 
Collector of Customs at Halifax, had 
been accused of bribery and corruption 
in his contest in Victoria, N. S. with Mr. 
C. J. Campbell, who now holds the seat, 
on his return for re-election after accept­
ing a portfolio in November, 1873. Mr. 
Ross’ accusers are Kenneth McLennan 
and Malcolm Morrison. Mr. Ross has 
sued them for notes of hand, McLennan’s 
being $80 and Morrison’s $60. In their 
defence, McLennan s wears thatduring the 
election in question he was asked to vote 
for Ross, but he said he could not, a» he 
owed Campbell $80. On this Ross told 
him to go to Archibald Cameron, the 
Collector of Customs at Baddeck, who 
was his (Ross’) treasurer, having at his 
disposal a fund which Ross’ friends “ in 
“ Canada” had sent him to defray the 
expenses of the election, etc. Mc­
Lennan saw Cameron, who 
him $80, with which he 
Campbell. Cameron obtained Mc­
Lennan’* L O. U. as a voucher for 
his own satisfaction, but it was well 
understood that the money was not to be 
repaid by McLennan. Further, Ross
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voting openly for me. I placed with my 
Committf* a certain amount of money to re- 
lieva honeet, worthy,item, and to prevent 
tbwjpfvtiee being ■MTin 1.»
This irmertiy an euphemistic way of say­
ing that he bribed those who owed 
Campbell money. To be efficacious un­
der such circumstance*, the bribe would 
have to equal the amount of the debt ; 
in other words Mr. Ross’ paying teller 
would have to give the bribee as much as 
the latter owed Campbell. Of itself this 
does not, of course, confirm the evidence 
of McLennan and Morrison, but it helps 
in no small degree to account for the 
milk in their respective cocoanuts. The 
case is to be thoroughly sifted, and 
doubtless we shall get at the truth short­
ly. Meantime Mr. Ross’ letter as op­
posed to the affidavits of the two men 
and to his own admission that he did 
bribe “ honest, worthy men” who were 
on his opponent’s ledgers, is not at all 
satisfactory. Mr. Ross has retired from 
public life, and nobody, so far as we know, 
has any desire to burden a life already 
burdened with a fat eollectorship, but 
this case is important inasmuch as it in­
volves the statement made on oath that 
one of the gentlemen who succeeded 
office in November 1873 by denouncing 
Tory oorrupflon, returned to his “ honest, 
“ worthy ,r constituents and bribed the™ 
to approve his anti-corruption policy.

FOREIGN WORKMEN IN ENG­
LAND.

ThS bringing of foreign workmen into 
England, in dbnsequenoe of the mason’s 
strike in London, is no unimportant 
event. A considerable number of Conti­
nental workmen have been employed on 
the new Law Courts for some time back ; 
and as recently as the 24th ult. fifty-eight 
more arrived from America. Sc strongly 
do the English strikers resent this move­
ment to circumvent them by the impor­
tation of foreign labour, that it is not 
deemed safe for the new comers to pass 
to and fro between their work and the 
ordinary boarding-houses, and arrange­
ments are being made for keeping them 
all the time within the premises they are 
at work upon. The new Law Courts are 
in a manner to be converted into a forti­
fication, within which the foreigner may 
bid defiance to the British workman whom 
he has superseded. Accommodation is to 
be provided within the walls for a thou­
sand men, quite a respectable little gar­
rison. The master builders say that they 
are determined to import foreign labour ; 
and the opinion is expressed that the 
English strikers have no legal method of 
combatting the movement, except by put­
ting the new-comers on strike pay ; » 
method which even if consented to by the 
latter would prove terribly expensive, if 
not ruinous, to the former.

We have before in these columns drawn 
attentionto the fact that during a year or 
two past there has been a great revival

the building trades in England. The
tisane’ Dwellings Act, for which the 

people are indebted to the present Con­
servative Government, has proved itself 
effective in more ways than one. The 
good it has done, and is still doing, is not 
to be measured merely by the number of 
new dwellings, of improved construction, 
that have been or may be erected under 
its special provisions. It has, through 
arousing local emulation and competition, 
been the cause of much building of new 
dwellings and improvement of old ones 
by private individuals ; while in many 
towns the municipal authorities have been 
spurred forward to the undertaking of 
various sanitary works of great impor­
tance. The consequence has been full 
employment in the building trades, and 
demands by the workmen for higher 
wages. Early in the present year such 
demands were made in Manchester, 
Wolverhampton, and other places, and

seeing that it is merely what employers 
in many lines have long had to meet and 
contend with in fair fighting enly, with­
out anything to depend upon but their 
own skill and capital. It has been said 
that foreign competition could not touch 
the building trades because houses 
could not be imported ; but now it has 
been shown that, if buildings eannot be 
imported, labour to erect them can. In 
all probability the garrison of foreign 
workmen can, within the fortifications of 
the new law courts, be made safe from 
personal violence, and will be able to 
complete the work. They will then 
some fine morning embark for home, 
perhaps under the protection of a strong 
detachment of police, if not of a regi­
ment, and it will appear as if the em­
ployers had won “ a famous victory.”

Supposing this to happen, it might not 
be the end of the matter. A few foreign­
ers +-*1Hng the places of so many English­
men may be looked upon as a nine days’ 
wonder, of very little account one way or 
another. But when thousands of Eng­
lishmen are so displaced, as will probably 
come to pass ere long, if the present ex­
periment proves successful enough to be 
extensively copied, the case will be a 
serious one. It is all very well to argue, 
as Professor Fawcett does, that labour 
and capital, and the right of making con­
tracts, must be free, and that “ the pub- 
“ lie good ” is the first and only con­
sideration. But the British workman 
whose place is taken by a foreigner will 
not with docility accept such teaching ; 
and some day the electricity which 
gathers its forée when large numbers of 
men find themselves thrown into a com­
mon misfortune may show itself. For a 
few to be out of work, and consequently 
out of bread, is an evil to be lamented ; 
for thousands to be so ie a national 
danger. This is not to sav that we are 
to look for rebellion, bloodshed» and an

outburst of Communism, as com 
quence of bringing foreign workmen 
toke-Englishmen’s places. English work­
men have never taken to Communistic 
notions, and their refusal to do so is 
principal reason why 
can make nothing of thenT, find­
ing them in fact inaccessible 
Continental absurdities. The vagaries 
which find ready acceptance among the 
blouses of Paris and Berlin are laughed at 
by the average British workman, with whom 
they go chiefly to strengthen the old insular 
impression that all Frenchmen and Ger­
mans are half crazy at best. But opposi­
tion to the new invasion will take another 
and a more effectual form than that of 
violence; The press will not be all on 
the foreigner’s side, and candidates for 
Parliament to take the British workman' 
side will not be wanting. The question 
will be asked, whether Englishmen would 
be allowed to work in Rome, Milan, Ber­
lin, or Vienna, as Germans and Italians 
are now working in London. That there 
is not and cannot be any re 
this matter will shortly be discovered. 
Why, President MacMahon might with 
as much safety to his position allow Gam­

Sheffield, Birmingham, and Wol­
verhampton, it need not surprise ns to 
find the consul at Bristol reporting that 
mechanics’ tools are likely to find a good 
market there if properly introduced, 
is a surprise to us, however, to hi 
that in his opinion bleached c 
tons also may probably find 
market in England.

AMERICAN C0N8ULAR REPORTS.
It certainly appears as if American 

consuls abroad were doing their duty to 
their country particularly well at this time. 
We do not remember that they were ever 
before so industrious as now in observing 
the course of trade, and the possibilities of 
finding markets for American productions, 

the countries to which they are re­
spectively accredited. Not long ago, and 
at the earliest opportunity afforded us, 
we published in full the report of Colonel 
Shaw, the American consul at Toronto, 
on the condition and prospects of trade 
with this Province, and invited attention 
to the statements and conclusions therein 
communicated. Strange to tell, the Grit 
press here does not seem to know that 
such a document was ever published at 
all, and those who depend solely upon 
journals of that stripe for the news of the 
day may remain in ignorance of some­
thing which it very much concerns us all 
to know. And now we are almost every 
day hearing of one and then another con­
sular report from abroad, pointing out 
what the prospects are for the introduc­
tion of American goods into foreign mar-

There seems to be a method in this par­
ticular display of industrious, patriotie 
effort on the part of the consuls ; and it 
may strike some people that it coincides 
with the advent of Mr. Evarts as Secre­
tary of State. His most remarkable 
utterance since he assumed office was that 
what the country wanted was not Free 
Trade but full trade, a dictum on which 
his fame as a statesman may yet largely 
rest ; and we scarcely need to strain a 
point to see a connection between it and 
the work which the consuls are now 
doing. When he made hie now cele­
brated speech before the New York 
Chamber of Commerce, some expressions 
in it were eagerly seized by the Grit press 
here ; and held ud to the Canadian peo­
ple as indications that the Republic was 
about to “ go back ” on her Protection­
ist policy. That erroneous view of his 
position could not long, however, be sus­
tained, and soon the apologists of our 
unpatriotic Government had to make tacit 
admission that at all events American ex­
ample could not yet be cited in favour of 
the present Canadian policy. What Mr. 
Evarts said was really plain enough, and 
should not have been misunderstood by 
anybody ; but now the consular reports 
may help us to understand it even better 
than we did at first.

The American Consul at Leeds reports 
a probable large demand in England for 
American meat, provisions, and bread- 
stuffs, but as that comes within the ordi­
nary course of transatlantic trade it does 
not particularly challenge attention. 
What does challenge attention, however, 
and what will excite great interest on 
both sides of the water, is his report upon 
England as a market for American manu­
factured goods. The importation of 
American watches there, .he says, has sud­
denly assumed respectable proportions. 
They are looked upon as equal to English 
watches as timers, and very much cheaper, 
while superior to Swiss watches and only 
very little dearer. Farther, he feels 
assured that a good trade in American 
shoes could be established in England, if 
exporters would study the special require­
ments of the market, and what English 
taste demands. He does not look for any 
further development of a demand for 
American agricultural machinery, and is 
candid enough to say so. The reason for 
this is not stated in the brief abstract of 
his report sent from Washington, but we
