An island no mcre than three
miles long, and two broad at its
widest, epjoyiog the privileges of
British ocitizenship, but in the most
meagre form, virtually without
roads, steamer conpnection, or tele-
graph. Eriskay did not lesrn of the
death of Queen Viotoria till nine
days after the event, I have dwelt
on its features becamse they are the
background to my mental picture of
a siogularly and disinterested and
devoted soul. And he loved this
pathetie little island—all its not uo-
plessing barrenness, itsa people and
their ancient waye. “I am glad to
eee The Oban Times inmserts your
views as to the Hebrides being able
to rear, if not flowers the best of all
froits, good men and women,” be
wrote me some timge after.

It did not take long to discover
that in this gentle, kindly priest
there were many rare and shining
qualities. He delighted in his
people, he had a passion for his isle,
and yet his mind ranged far beyood
his office and the limits of his parish.
He had been five years in Blairs
College, and five years in the Scots
Oollege of Valladolid, he told us.
Dalibrog had been the scene of his
first labours, and thence; before St.
Micbael's was established on Eris-
kay, he had crossed to Eriskay every
third week to ray Mass and admin=-
ister the Sioraments. It was with
paternal plessure he showed us the
site of the new charch, then unbuilt,
but with the stoves in readiness, and
the sand for it, which the children
of the island bad carried from the
beach in their playhours. When
the chbucch was bailt, as it was scon
after we were there £300 of its cost
was provided in one of St. Michael’s
oight oatches of the island fishermen-
But it was less of himself and his
work that Father Allan talked than
of things he thought more likely to
interest the strangers. He proved,
as more than one student of folk-lore
and history bas discovered with
profit, an inexbanstible mine of in.
formation regarding the ancient
Higbland customs and beliefs that
linger yet in Eriskay, the best of
them encouraged eagerly by himself.
The results of his research in these
djreetions, as we know, were free to
all competent to popgider them ; and
yet it is probablo that a great mass
of matter acoumnlated by bim bas
never yet been published, at least he
wrote me later of a considerable col-
lection of notes untouched. A Jaco-
bite in sympathy, be knew every
foot of the ground Prince Charlie
bad covered in his wanderings in the
Highlands after Calloden’; and, some
weeks before, he bad gone over most
of it with an Edinburg author, who
was photographing for a contemplat
ed re-issue of a work on the Prince’s
wanderings. QOn his book-shelves
were many and valuable books pre-
senied by authors who had profited
by bis assistance and appreciated his
qualities as friend snd host, and
there was more than humor in his
surmise that Fiona McLeod was a
nom-de-guerre concesling the iden-~
tity of -an Eoglish writer who bhad
years previously visited Eriskay and
culled some of its traditional lore.
We found in our hoat an infinite
variety of interests, a singular pro
fundity of kuoowledge, an unfailing
tone of culture aod scholarship. It
was egsy to understand bow, im-
mured in that qoiet island, resding
shonld be 8o dear a solace to him and
his taste in books proved catholic
enough to inclade the very |atest.
It was this that induced me some
time later to eend bim * The Chil=-
dren of Tempest,” in which—there
is now no harm in saying it—the
oharacter of Father Ludovic was

this priest in E-ickay. Father
Allsn’s personality was before me
through that book’s conception, and
it was with some vexation I disoov
ered that while it wgs ronping seri-
ally through Blackwood's M g:zine,
[ bad let bis name slip into one num-
ber iostead of Father Ludovic’s.
There ie, of course, nothing of Father
Allan’s life in “Tbe Children of
Tewpes!,” and my indebtedpess to
my mcdel was purely impression-
istio, but I have sometimes wondered
if be had a suepicion ¢f Fatber Lud
ovio's origir, It was a point on
which in our correspondence we re-
mained disoreetly dumb, — Naeil
Muonro in Oban Times.

The Only Catholic Bish-
op of the Negro Race.

(From the Boston Transoript.)

The widespread and enthuesiastic
celebration the other day of the Gar-
rison centennial makes more 1han

news about the achievements of any
member of that long-oppressed (and,
indeed, atill oppressed) race  for
which Garrison "dared apd did so
much, - Henoe the interést whioh

Roman Oatholic Bishop of the Negro
race in the world, There are, of
ocurse, in that world-wide Church
olergymen of the Negro rave (there
are two or three in the United Statee)
and over one of our North American
dioceses there presided uantil recent-
ly a man who had some traee of
Negro blood in his veine, Bat Mon-
signor Gomesz Pimenta, the Brazilian
prelate, was the only fall-blood
Negro Bisbop, and now that he has
passed away there remains in the
Catholic Oharoh no Bishop of the
African raoce.

The story of Mopsignor Pimanta's
life is an inspiring record, & proof of
what ability and merit will do, and
furtber proot (if any were needed
after bebolding the rise of Pius X,
the present ooccapant of Peter's
chair) that in the Roman OCatbolic
Coureb, apparently so autocratio and
aristooratic, lowly origin is no bar
to the attainment of the highest
offices aod honors. Stiill farther
than this, Motsignor'Pimenta’s life
bistory is a most striking instance of
Negro progress and achievement.

Silveria Gomez Pimenta was the
ﬁiwot,.mu. Born io ex+
treme poverty, he knew what it was
to be destitute and bungry. When
a child he attended school half naked
and barefooted, but he was from the
first remarkable for his application
aod his good conduct. He was, in
fact, so excellent a sobool boy that
his case came to the attention of the
Arohbishop of Balua, who took a
liking to the exceptional young
Negro aod placed him, after. some
iime, in the seminary of his see city.
Here Pimenta, now a young man,
pursued bis studies for the priest—
bood, winning admiration on sll
sides, not only for his intelleotnal
powers, bat for the kirdness and
nobility of his heart. Ordained a
priest, be overcame the preindices
which exist against Negroes even in
Qatholio countries (though these are
by no means 8o strong as the pre-
jadice against Negroes which pre-
vails in the United States) and was
given ecclesiastioal oharges and
offices of much importance, in which
he bore himself so well and so cred-
itably that, while still quite young, he
was raised to the episcopal digoity as
Auxiliary Bisbop to the Diocese of
Balua, In this office he still won
favor, and when, in 1902, the late
Pope Leo XIII. restored the Diocese
of Marianna, Amazon, whose area was
200,000 square kilometres and whose
population two millions, he designated
as its prelate the Negro Bishop.

This new office was by no means a
sinecure. For years the Bishop’s
territory had been more or less
neglected, and the state of religion
was far from ideal. He was almost
alone and withqut resoyrges in his
vast diocese. Added to this, it bad
been the scene of an anti-Catholic
propaganda which rendered the new
Bishop’s task particularly difficult.
But this son of slave parents, who
had overcome so many obstacles in
his life, was not discouraged by the
situation, no matter how hopeless it
seemed. He bent every effort to the
work in hand—the building and
maiataining of churches, schools,
seminaries, houses of charity, etc.*
and gave so little thought to himself
and his own dignity as a Bishop or
even to his own comfort as a mag,
that he often went almost as poorly
clad, and certainly with feet as
destitute of coverfog, as when- he
attended school years before in
Balua. But he succeeded before his
death in rehabilitating the diocese,
which he bad found in ruins, and in
elevating the tong of its religioys and
social lite.

The merit of this Negro Bishop
was not confined to his own diocese
or to Brazil ; nor did bis life of labor
prevent him from contiouing those
studies in which be showed himself
so brilliant at school. He was a man
of vast learning, and had a high
reputation among  Orientalists for
his knowledge of the Semitic
languages. He was besides held as
authority of great weight in Biblical
questions, and in Rome, that city of
religious exypeyts, his opinjon was
much esteemed, His death removes
4 man of whom the Negro race of
North as well as South America may
well be proud.
