HYDRANTS PLUGGED.

A. McLean, waterworks superintend-
ent, stated. this morning that mearly
all the hydrants in the ‘eity have bzen
plugged and are ready for the win-
ter. The reason for plugging these
hydrants is that at present, with no
sewerage connections, the’ hydrants
remain full to the level of the waigr
in the ground and are apt to free and
barst in the winter, making them un-
fit for use. Each hydrant has avaive
that is conmected with the sewer pipe
to carry .off the water that remains in
the barrel after the hydrant has been
in use. This valve opens and closes
by levers as.the water is turned {)ft
or on, but as there has not been the
prorper connections made they have
all had to be plugged. This entailed
4 considera’ly amount of work as they
had to be doctored individually and
there are 173 in the city. In the spring
the proper connections will be made
hut in the meantime a hydrant will
have to be pumped out after using.

Condemn Chinese Immigration.

New York, November 28.—The mo-
tion to ddmit Chinese laborers into
the United Statzs was overwhelmingly
defeafed at yesterddy’s meeting of the
baard of trade. 1t was presented by
J. Waldo Smith,, chairmdn of th=
special committee on Chinese immi-
gration, and occasioned a lively tilt
among the members of the hoard be-
fore bzing finally laid on the . table.
The resolution called for the board’s
approval of the admission of a limited
number of Chinese laborers  under
careful restrictions by the  United
States authorities. Its sponsor, Mr.
Smith, speaking in faver, praised the
Chinese and said they made 'excellent
workm?n. “The Chinaman,” he
said, “is not an undesirable citizen.
He was not excluded by the American
people as a whole, but by agitation
of labor unions. I have be:n unable
to discover any American business
men who are opposed to Chinese im-
migration. Chinamen 'make ideal
s?rvants.”’

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba or the
North-West Provinces, excepting 8

and 26, not reserved, may be home-|

steaded by any person the sole head
of a family, or male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry
must be made in person by the ap-
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agency
or a surb-agency. Entry by proxy may
however, be madé at an agency on
certain conditions by the father, mo-
ther, son, daughter, brother or giste:
of an imtending homesteacer.

An application for entry or cancella-
tion made personally at any- Sub-
agent’s office.may be wired to the
Agent . by the 'Sub-Agent, at . the
eéxpense of the applicant, and.if the
{fand applied for is vacant on treceipt
of thé telegram such application ie
to have priority and the land will be
held until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by mail

Jn case of ‘“personation” or fraud
the applicant will forfeit all priority
of claim or if entry has been granted
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must
be made in person. The applicant
must be eligible for homestead entry,
tion will be received from an indivi

dual until thiat application hag been|

disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subse-
quent to institution for cancellation
proceedings, the applicant for cancel-
lation will be entitled, to prior right
of entry. .

Applieation for canecellation must
state in what particulars the home-
steader is in default,

A homesteader whose éntry is not
the subject of cancellation proceedings,
may, subject<-to the approval of
Departmeént, relinquish it in favow
of ifather, mother, son, daughter.
brother ~r sister, if eligible, but tc
no one else, on filing declaration of
abandonment.

Duties.—A settler is required to

(4) The term wicinity in the two pre-
ceding paragraphs, is defined as mean-
ing--mot- more.than pine miles in a
direct line, exclusive of the width of
road allowances crossed in the mea-
surement,

(5) A homesteader intending to per-
form, his residence duties in accord-
ance with the gbove while living with
parents or on farming lahd owned by
himself must notify the Agent for the
district of such intention.

Befere making application for pa-
tent the settler yfust give six months’
notice in writing t0 the Commissioner
of Dominion Lands at Ottawa, or his
intention to do so.
