by Arthur Burn, of Calgary, a long
Jistance runner who has achieved
fame in his own eountry, and who, by
reason of his victory yesterday, will
co to England to compete against the
unners of the world “in- the greatest

e in history.  So great an interest
lin: been engendered in this race that
¢ has been deecided to make it an an-
nual event. Ringing eheers greeted
the announcemeént by Frank Walker,
M.P.P. “for Fort Saskatchewan, that
an Alberta Marathon race will oe
held next 24th -of May -on the same
track as on Monday.

The feature of the aftéermoon’’s pre-
gram of sports was the horse races;
the most interesting and exciting ‘of
which wis tite victory of Bermuda
Queen in the free-for-all.  After los-
ing the first two heats to Langer, this
splendid mare wen the last three heats
and the raee, her performance being
wildly echeered. Lacrosse, football
and baseball matehes and a paper
chase were the other attractions.

The refreshment bpoths conducted
by the ‘Anglican, Methodist and Ro-
man Cathclic ehurches on the grounds
and by the Presbyterian Church next
to the Manse, successfully solved the
problem of feeding the multitude.

Burn Has Many Wins.

Arthur Buin, winner of the Alberta
trial for the Olympic Marathon race,
is 26 years of age. He is a thorough
Canadian, having been born in Ot-
tawa, the Federal capital. He has
been’ running for several years and
has a long list of wvictories to  his
credit and has won a number of cups
and trophiés. - Having won the cham-
pionship of Canada in the Y.M.CA.
race at Ottawg in 1904 and being the
present champion of Mahitoba and
Alberta, Burn eXpeets to go to Eng-
land this sumimer to compete in the
Mearathoti .yace at the Olympic games.
He states, however, that he does not
intend going to Terotito to take part
it the trial races theére, but will re-
main” in  Calgary instead amd train
for the findl event.

In 1201 Burn won the Otftawa Jour-
nal race, 11 miles, in 1 hour and 3
miutes.”  He won thé ehampionship
of New England at Boston, 5 miles, in
1906, in 26 minutes  and 15 seconds.
In July, 1907, he won the ehampion-
ship of Manitobt at- Winnipeg; five
miles, in 27 minutes and 29 seconds,
on g heavy track. He won the cham-
pionship of the Pacifie coast. at
Seattle, Washington, seven mijled.
In 1904, Buin won the championship
of Canada in the five-inile Y. M.C.A.
race at Ottawa. At Midnapore, Al-
berta, in 1907, ‘he won the 11 miles

ace; distancing his competitors by
severgl miles. He also won against
a relay of five'men in a race in Cal-
gary last year. He secured the
championship of Alberta in a - five
nile race last August at Calgary on
t heavy track in 27 minutes and 1
second.

GREAT AIRSHIP COLLAPSED.

Fell on Crowd Watching Its Flight—
Occupants’ Miraculous Escape.

San Francisco, May 24.—When M
rell the largest airship, in the world
had reached an attiftude of 300 fect
above a crowd of ten' thousand people
at Berkeley, Cal., it burst suddenly
and dashed its sixtecn oecupants to
the ground. None of them were kill-
ed outright and of the fmjured all will
recover with the possible exception of
one,  Seven are seriously hurt and
nine seriously bruised and suffering
from the shoek.

Suspended from the huge balloon at
intervals of probably filty feet each,
were five gasoline engines, cach at-
tended by an engineer, . The engines
were ‘suspended independent of each
other, and the weight did not appear
to be equally divided for before the
airship could have been  propelled
farther than a few feet the forward
end tilted downward "and the ship
stood at an augle of forty-five degrees
suspended in the air. This position
of the bag caused the fracture of the
framework and the broken picecs
pierced the bag, letting out the gas.
As the machine began to gettle down,
some jumped and escaped with broken
limbs and bruises, Nearing the earth
the gas escaped with .a loud report
and alloWed the engines -and the big
bag to plunge to the earth with tre-
mendous force. Morell, the inventor
of the cract, and several of the en-
gineers were thus caught and injured.
