Besides he was aware that when they
cannot sell fresh beef in the markets
in New York, the decayed stuff is
salted and packed to supply market:
like ours. There were cases in which
lime was an ingredient in molasses.
The butter produced and supplied in
this country was not of a uniform
He said some of the milk
retailed in the city contained a per-
centage of water and not one pe:
cent. of fat.

Mr. Higgins rose to
Mr. Coaker on various matters, bu’
disagreed with what he said about
milk. He considered the statement of
watering milk a bald one, and an
injustice to our farmers, and he never
knew an instance in which milk dic
not contain the standard per centage
of fat.

Mr. Pwyer—When farmers in St

milk won’t do the business.
